Had they treated mm well they
mignt have thrown Catacazy into prison or taken
Any other exiravagant measures with regard to him
withoul creauing any particularly hard feelings; but

She was well fitted and elegantly furnished ror the
work she was Intended to perlorm, and while here
attracted universal attentlon.

During her stay she was visited by the Emperes
Dom Pedro IL, and by invitation he made am
excursion on board of ner. She left hers amd
safely arrived at Montevideo, and thence begam
her daily trips, Bhe acquired an excellent reputa-
tion for safety, spee.t and comfort, and her appoims-
ments exeited universal admiration. Within the
last two years she has passad nto the nanda of
Italian oapitalists, and when lost Bhe Was com-
manded by an ltallan, named Bossi, whose all was
inveated in her. Her losa now has caused profound
sensation  thronghout Montevideo and Buenes
Ayres, and 1s the last and engrosaing topio of mad-
yersal conversation.
