Constitutions, dynasties
and laws are domestic acts of a nation, while
treaties are contracts with foreigners. 'to confound
them together Is like confounding a vow with a
promise to a fellow man. Nor can the device of
treaties for terms 01 years get rid of tne difficulty.
Suppose the Treuty of Paris had been made for
twenty years Russia might have been coutent to
endure It for tne next six years; but II she Is Inclinedto brave the possible action of its signato

losnow she would certainly be more emboldened
to risk ihe chance tnat ihey would wage
war to enforce a stipulation that had oniy six years
o run. If a treaty be fouuded on just principles at
the time It Is mane It is not easy to see how a case
can arise destroying its obligatory lorce, unless circumstanceshave occurred that make it voidable
whether It was drawn for a time or in perpetuity.Speukiug generally, we may say that our rule of
conduct must be simply to scrutinize the justice of
a treaty at me time of its inception.

respect to the remaining clauses. In that case the
moral law that binds nations together is dissolved,
and brnte force taxes its place, it Is evident
that every I'ovcer must be more concerned In the
traceable state of the world, brought about and
settled by public treaties, than In this or that particularstipulation that may be prejudicial to it.

How Treaties of Peace Become Proclamation* of
War.Courtship and negotiation . Mar.

riage and Hoetilitiea-Ho Terms the
Best Terms Between Nations.

It was tho opinion of that poetical philosopher
Lucretius that war was the original state of man,
whom he described us being primitively a savage
beast of prey, engaged in a constant state of hostilitywith his own species, and that this ferocious
spirit was tamed anil ameliorated by society. The
same opinion has been advocated by Uobbes, nor
have there been wanting many other philosophers
to admit anu defend.
For my part, though prodigiously fond of these

valuable speculations, so complimentary to human
nature, yet In this instance 1 am luclined to take
the proposition by halves, believing, with Horace,
that though war may nave been originally the favoriteamusement and lndnstrious employment of our
nmUAIlltnrU VPL lilrn mono nllinr nv/inllnnl' Iw.Klto

ho far from being ameliorated, it bus been cultivated
and confirmed by refinement and civilization, and
increases in exact proportion as we approach towardstbat state of periection which Is the ne plus
ultra of modern philosophy.
The first conflict between man and man was the

mere exertion or physical force unaided by
auxiliary weapons. His arm was his bucsier, Ills
fist was his mace und a broken head the catastropheof his encounters. The battle of unassisted
strength was succeeded by the more rugged one of
stones and clubs, and war assumed a sanguinary
aspect. As man advanced in refinement, as his
faculties expanded, and as Ills sensibilities became
more exquisite, he grew rapidly more Ingenious and
experienced In the art of murdering ins fellow
beings. He invented a thousand devices to defend
arid assault.me helmet, the cuirass and the buckler,the sword, the dart and the Javelin, preparedhim to elude the wound as well
as to launch the blow. htlU urging on
in the career of philanthropic inventions,
he enlarges and heightens his power of defence and
Injury. The Aries, the Scorpio, tlie Haiista and the
Catapuita give a horror and sublimity to war, and
maguuy its glory by increasing its desolation. Still
lusatiaole, though armed with machinery that
seemed to reach the limits of destructive invention
and to yield a power of injury commensurute even
with the desires of revenge.still deeper researches
must be madem tue diabolical arcuna. With furious
zeal he dives into the bowels of the earth; he tolls
inul poisonous minerals and deadly salts.the
sublime discovery of guupowder blazes upon the
world.and linallv the dreadiul art of fighting by
proclamation svWff to cDdow the demon of war
witn ubiquity and orauipotence.

This, indeed, is grand This, Indeed, marks the
powers of mind and bespeaks that divine endowmentof reason wmch distinguishes us from Uio
animals, our Inferiors. The unenlightened brutes
content themselves with the native force winch
Providence has assigned them. lhe angry bull
butts with ins horns as did his progenitors before
linu.the lion, the leopard und the tiger seek only
with their talons and tuelr tangs to gratlly their
sanguinary rury; und even the subtle serpent darts
the same veuoui and uses the same wiles as did his
sire belorc tue Flood. Man alone, blest witb the iuvoutivemind, goes on from discovery to discoveryenlargesand multiplies Ills powers of destruction,
arrogates the tremendous weapons of Dully Itself,
mid tasks creation to assist him lu murdering his

In lact, tne only time when two nations can be
said to oe In a slate <>r perfect amity is when a negotiationIs open and a treaty pending. Then,
when mere are no stipulations entered into, no
bonds to resiralu tho will, no specific limits to
awaken the captious jealousy or rlgut implanted In
our nature; when eacn parly has some advantage
to hope and expeot from the other, then it is that the
two nations are wonderfully gracious and irlendly:their Ministers professing the inguest mutual
regard, exchanging bilUis dous, making line
speeches and indulging In all those little diplomatic
flirtations, coquetries ami fondlings that do so marvellouslytickle tne good humor ol tlie respective
natious. Thus It may puradox.cally be said that
there tsuevcrso goon an understanding between two
nations as when there is a little misunderstanding,and that so long as ttiey are on no terms at all tneyare on the best terms in the world t

1 do not oy unv means pretend to claim the ment
of having made the above discovery. It has, in
luct, long been secretly acted upon by certain enlightenedcabinets, and is, together with divers
oilier notable theories, privately copied out or
the commonplace book of an illustrious gentleman,who has been member of congress and
eujoved the unlimited confidence ol hcadH
or departments. To this principle may lie ascribed
tne woudcrful Ingenuity shown ot late yeats in protractingand Interrupting negotiations', llence ttie
cunning measure ot appointing as ainnassador
some political pettifogger, skilled in delays, sophisms.and misapprehensions, and dexterous In the
act or hauling argument, or some blunderingstatesman whose errors ami misconstructions maybe a plea for refusing to ratlly his engagements.
And hence, too, that most notable expedient.so
popular with our government.or sending ont a
brace of ambassadors, between whom, having each
an individual will to cousutt, character 10 establish
aim interest, to nromote. vou mnvaawpii inns f,.r
unanimity and concord an between two lovers
witn one mistress, two dogs with oue bone or
two naked rogue* with one pair of breeches.
Tilts disagreement, therefore, is continuallybreeding delays and Impediments, in couscuaenceof which the negotiation iroes on
swiilimlngly, inasmuch as there is no prospect of lta
ever coining to a close. Nomina is lout t>y these
delays and obstacles but lime; and in a negotiation,
according to the theory I have exposed, all time
lo-t is hi rcalit.v so in itch time gained. With what
dcbghtiui paradoxes done modern political economyabound.'
Now, all that I have advanced is so notoriously

true that I almost blush to take up the lime oi my
readers with treating of matters which must many
a time nave stared tliein in the lace. Hut tne propositionto winch 1 would most earuestly call tuetr attenuonis this, that, though a negotiation be tho
most harmonizing or all national transactions, yet
u treaty of peace is a great political evil and ouo oithe most fruitful sources of war.

I have rar< ly seen an instance of any special contractbetween individuals that did not producejemousies, nickering* and often downright rupturesbetween them; nor did I ever know of a treatybeiweeu two nations thai did not occasion continual
misunderstanding*, llow many worthy countryneighbors have 1 known, who. after being in peacoand good fellowship for years, have been thrownInto a state oi distrust, cavilling and animosity bysome ill-starred agreement about fences, runs ofwater and stray cattle 1 And how mAiiy wellmeaningnations, who would otherwise nave remainedm the most amicable disposition towardseach other, have been brought to swords' pointsabout the Infringement or misconstruction of sometreaty which in an evil hour they had concludedoy way of making their auiltj more sureIreaties at beat are but compiled witn so long asInterest requires their fuiuiment; consequentlythey are virtually binding on the weaker party only,or, in plain truth, thoy are not binding at aii Nonation will wantonly go to war with anotne'r If Ithas nothing to gain thereby, and, therefore, needsno treaty to restrain It irom violence; and it it havenoining to gain I much question, from what I havewitnessed of the righteous conduct of nations,whether any treat? could oe made so strong that itcould not thrust the sword through.nay, 1 wouldhold tea K> one the treaty lueu would lie the vary
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Bonrce to which resort would be bail to flan a pretextfor hostilities.
Thus, tnerefore, 1 conclude that though U Is the

best o( all policies for a nation to keep up a constant
negotiation with its neighbors, yet it is Use summit
ol Tolly lor it ever to be beguiled Into a treaty, lor
then comes on non-lulfllmeiit and Infructlon, theu
remonstrance, then altercation, then retaliation,
then recrlminstion and Anally open war.
