The Dominion, in Case of Trouble, To Be De-
clared Free from British Anthority.

ABOLITION OF THE COUNCIL OF PEERS

New Political Departures and Reform in
All Public Departments.

BosroNn, Mass,, Feb, 9, 1872,

A speoial despateh from Haiifax, Nova Scotla, to
e Boston Advertiser says:—

“Jt m reported on trustworthy authority thai a
treaty exists and has been signed by the British and
Canadian governments for a separution of this Lo-
minlon from the Britlsh empire.

“The 1erms were agreed to when the act of con-
federation was passed by the Imperial Parllament,
but the treaty was not to take effect for s0me years,
mnleds Lhe Briuish government saW & necessity for
the action sooner.

“Ever since the treaty the Briush troops have
been gradually withdrawn f(rom Canada, untll now
there 18 scarcely a soldler in the Dominlon cutside
of Halifax.

“There 18 no doubt that should the diMenlties be-
tween Great Britain and the United States become
mere serious the British government will at once
publish the treaty and proclaim the independence
of Canada, and by that means be relleved of the
Recessity of defending these colonles agalnst the
United States should a war ensue,"

Oflicial Denial of the Rumor,
Quenec, Canada, Feb. 0, 1872,

Wita reference 1o the report of a treaty of separga-
hon petween the ilmperial and federal governments,
I had an Interview with Mr, langevin, Minlater of
Public Works, and Mr. Chauveau, Premuer, of Que-
bec, this evening. Iinforméd Langevin of the matter,
snd asked him as to the truth of the report. He re-
calved the sistement with no expression of surprise,
&8 he had learned of the rumor betore. He atated,
In course of a conversation of half an hour's dura-
tion, that | mighs assure the HERALD Lhat there was
no fonndation lor the rumor whatever, and It bore
Ma own contradiction on {ts face, because snch a
matter coula only be transacted by the Parliament
of the Dominton, and that body had never heard of
anything of the kind.

Great Britain had made no overtures to the Do-
minion Ministry, It had been sald that in the event
of & war arising from present complications Great
Britain would be likely to cut Canada loose, S0 88 t0
save her from the consequences of any Imperinl
#ction and also 10 save nny necessity of defending
us; but such an idea wWas very erroneons.

Great Britaln would hold Capada with greater
tenacity as o base of operations, and on the first in-
Umation of nostilitles Canada would most probably
be regarrisoned. You may state distinctly that no
such treaty does or has ever existed, and that no
Degotlations in this regard have ever take@ place;
oartalniy not recently,

Onauveau had beard of nothing of the kind, and
Bir Narcisse Bellean, Lieutenant Governor, is
equally in the dark. Boih say that there is no such
treaty, and It 13 very improbable that any negutia-
tiona of the kind will be entered into, The above
s obralned from the best and trustworthy sources,
and may be relied on.
