The remains oC Marvin John Spalding, late Archbishopof Baltimore, Primato of America and

Apostolic Delegate of ills Holiness Pope Plus IX.,

morning, at eleven o'clock, a conilnuous stream of
Itfe has entered the front door on Charles
street, filed to the leit through the lront
parlor to the temporary resting place of the great
prelate, around the bier and out again through the
bull to pass away bv the Cathedral grounds to the
Creat ocean from whence It sprang.
The wealthy and the lowly, the patrician and

nclot, zealous Catholics, bigoted Methodists, ardent
Episcopalians, exclusive Presbyterians, politicians,
lawyers, merchants, doctors, oil sects, classes and
professions, have merged themselves for the nonce
with one object, to gaze for the last time upon the
dead features of this grcut and good man, to pay
the last nail tribute ol respect to the memory of one
"whom the whole community loved. Your correspondentpaused yesterday at the entrance for the
multitude to dwindle down, but as well might he
have waited lor the river to pass by.
TUB REMAINS AS THEY API'EAHED YESTERDAY.
The remains of the Archbishop reposed upon a

catafalque in the centre of the room. At each corneris placed a lighted candle, held by a rich candlestick,draped In mourning, ana at the feet a candelabra,containing eight candles, supporting a

targe crucifix. Tbe body is robed in the vestments
to which his dignity In the Church entitled him
while alive. On his head Is tne mitre and his form
Is arrayed in a heavily embroidered chassuble,
the alb and the purple cassock he was
wont to wear In the celebration of liign mass. Ills
bauds arc crossed upon a crucltlx, while from lug
neck there hangs by a chain a diamond cross of exceedingrlcnness and value,
