For and Against the Prisoner—

In the Increasing cycle of exciting events that fol-
low In sure and swift suceession the track of the
whirligig of ume all recolleetion of the atrocious
car-hook murder, the scenes ano inoidents of which
as publisned i the HERALD on the morning of the
27th of April last produced such & startling edect
upon the community, are slowly passing from tne
public memory. Justice, outraged and Indignant at
such an atrocious homiclde, sought speedy avenge-
ment. Avery D. Puowmam, the victim of the
murderous assault, died three days later
In Bt Luke's Hospital. A Coroner's jury
declared that he came Yo his death through vio-
lence at the nands of Willam Foster. Prompily
on the heels ot the Coroner’s Inquisition the Grand
Jury found an indictment for murder agsinst Fos-
ter. Upon this indictment he was speedily trought
to trial m the Court ol Oyer and Terminer, con-

victed of murder in the first degree, and sentenced |
