Mr. Beccher on the Woman
Question.

Brother Cuyler and Sister SmileyEndorsed.

The Old and New Testaments In Favor ol
Female Exhorters.The Sweetness,

Gentleness and Fragrance of
Women Required by

the World.

Hr. Beecher preached one of his boldest sermons
mat nlgbt npon tbe woman question, taking for bis
text tbe contested words of Paul ibat have lately
been made the excuse (or a very remarkable action
against a certain presbytery."Let your women
keep silence in tbe churches," Ac.
The recent events, said bo, in ibis city have arrestedtbe attention or tbe whole community, a

woman.a regular preacher in a Christian sect.was
asked to preach in a certain churcb. She bud long
spoken In churches, and edification bad followed,
and that was tbe sign that Peter said was
hi vuvueuuutM prewiiiiuK. ror perm imug tiiis au

esteemed and honest pastor was brougnt before a
presbytery, and bis conduct passed by without rebukeonly on account of tenderness to htm.
Bat the churches were enjoined not to follow his
example. The simplo question, then, before us
Is this:.Whether the Mew Testament does
forbid women to speak In the
churches. Are these words of Paul ol
universal application, of all time, everywhere,
finally? There are those who regard this utterance
as final, and forbid women 10 speak, no matter how
glftea. They accept this as meant to cover the
whole future. There are next those who regard tins
as explicit, but do not bellevo in the authot lty ol
Paul to settle this question. There are others who
regard this command as local,

NATIONAL AND TRANSIENT.
They hold to the authority of the sacred Scriptures,

but do not believe this to be the final word spoken
- on this subject, and I am one who nolds this view.

First, it is not the rtinctlon of Christianity to determinethe external. It aims at the spiritual developmentof man by bringing him into direct companionshipwith Qod. To this corrected
and inspired manhood was left the utmost
freedom. There can be no greatci
Imposition npon men than to affirm that there Is in
the New Testament any attempt to decide details.
Wnatever relates to universul morality, to Interior
purity, that was determined; all else was left to
take care of Itself. The lire was lett to organize
what belongs to lire. The oivil state, the latniiy
have been changed since tho time of Paul. There
Is not one element of organization that resembles
those of 2.000 years ago. Mow, the presumptlou is
that Christianity did not step in and paralyze
woman's tongue and shut her mouth. Did it put its
finger on this exception and make that an absolute
finality r This would have been doing violence to
the Jewish idea.

WOMAN AMONG THE HEBREWS
was more as among us than any other nation. She
was a public instructor among the Jews. First we
have Miriam, whose soug has been sounding on lor
4,uoo years. Ueborah was not only a prophetess, but
a ruler. Here was a woman of great power, and
she rose to the suriace and rilled her people. I have
read already In your bearing the song or Maunali, recordedIn Samuel. Whoa the king desired to consult
somo one on matters ol Importance, he passed by
Jeremiah and went to lluldah. So, too, at Hie very
time or cnrist, Anna, the prophetess, broke forth
Into a song of praise. >o, when a Jew looked back
upon his history, he beheid along the line the glowingrepetition of women who had stood up to hold
the sceptre, to teach and to pour lorlu
inspired prophecies. Therefore, when at
the I'cntecost Peter made the programmeof the future, did he say that women should Keep
silence? He quoted from the Propnet Joel, who
says that,the youug men and maidens, servants
ud handmaidens, sons and daughters shall prophesy,and upon them shall the spirit of the Lord

be poured out if you undertake to set up the letter
of Paul. I set up the letter or tne floly Ghost. It
was forbidden to womeu to speak In the synagogues,but this was because the exercises of the synagogueswas liturgical und not extemporaneous, and the
tecnnlcal knowledge of tins liturgy was not opentaeu to women. Tnere is nothing in ail the letters
to Jewish christians that contravenes this Hebrew
spirit aun custom. Tins direction of Paul was

Christians. Now we can ask whv he made a differencein IIns respect between Jews and Greeks. The
condition of women among the Greeks was degraded
to a level that we cuu hardly conceive of. The
Greek idea or virtue In a woman was that she
should not go out unless veiled; that she should not
evcu go the front door lest she should be seen. Ii a
woman learned pnelrv, music, an. philosophy, the
knowledge slumped her as a courtesan. No woman
luUreecu was permitted to know these things exceptat the price of virtue. A virtuous woman In
Greece was merely a domestic drudge. Now,
mat being the status of woman in Greece, it would
not do for women to speax uncovered in the
churches. For a w oman to rise m the churches in
those circumstances would be to endorse eour*
tesuuship. t*t. Paul said:."1 lorbul women to
peak in public" (In Groece); would tliat he had
put It in. if lie had known how stupid people
would be in this day he would have said it. At ihis
day, when woman is a poet, a thinker, shall you go
back and get that manacle and put it on an enfrnn*chtsed womanhood.tne chaiu made for the besottedGreek ? I

REV. MR. BRADLEY INTERVIEWED.
What His Intentions for the Future Are.Some

of His Flock Getting Ready to Follow
Him-Hr. Rufos Hatch Contradicted.

Bishop Potter's Letter Endorsing
' Father Bradley's Mission.

Tne public, both Protestant and CathoUo, have
shown so much anxiety to learn something about
the luture or the Rev. Joshua Dodgson Dradley, the
latest clerical convert to the Catholic Church, that a
Herald reporter was sent to interview the reverend
gentleman. The reporter was received In the most
courteous and gentlemanly manner. Father Bradleyis a middle-sized, rather handsome gentleman,
snout twenty-nine years old. His features are well
out and regular, while his long flaxen hair strongly
proclaims his Saxon origin. His Is a favorable type
of the well bred, educated English gentleman.
In reply to an Inquiry as to wnether he had

lormed any Intentions about his future course in
life, Mr. Bradley replied:."I do not Know III ought
to answer any questions connected with my past
life or my intentions with regard to the future, especiallyas you intend to publish theia. If, however, I
thought that my answers would In any way benefit
the cause of truth 1 should be glad to answer your
questions."
The reporter assured him that his answers could

possibly do no harm, and would in all probability
do much good.
Mr. Bradley.Well, I shall be happy to answer

your questions.
Reporter.as many persons are Interested in

your future, may I ask: you If you have decided to
become a Catholic priest or remain a simple memberof the Church of your adoption 1
Mr. Bradley.i Intend to enter a Catholic seminary,and, alter proper training, If found worthy, X

desire to become a Catholic priest.
Reporter.Have you any reason to suppose tnat

your flock, or any portion of it, will be so far influencedby your example as to follow you into the fold
of catnollcityf
Mr. Bradley.That is rather a delicate question.

However, I do not violate any confidence by telling
you that I know or some who are making the necessarypreparations for admission Into the Catholic
Church. There are many others, who, though they
have not as yet seen the light, will, I have reason to
believe, sooner or later see it as 1 have done, and
eventually join the Church.
Reporter.By what authority did you officiate as

a clergyman In this countayf
Mr. Bradlby.I shall read for you the official letterIn whicn Bishop l'otter gave me clerical facultiesand endorsed the mission I was about to estab1llsh:.
The Rev. Joshua Hodgson Bradley having a design

to set on foot a mission among the poor in the
western part of tills city, 1 Implore the blessing ol
Almighty God upon his efforts, and 1 heartily commendhim to the sympathy anu support of oui
Christian people.

Reporter.Have you seen a statement said tc

nave been made by Mr. Kolus Hatch to a reporter
of a morning paper?
Mr. Bradley.Yes.
Reporter.Mr. Burns Hatch says tbat yon were

forbidden by Biabop Potter to odictate on tbe Sundayyou preached your farewell sermon, and that
you "went tbrougb tbe performance notwithstanding."
Mr. Bradley.The fact is Bishop Potter was informedseveral days before of my determination to

Join the Catnolle Church, and on the previous
Wednesday (Jan. 17) gave me express permission to
preach a farewell sermon, stating my reasons for
withdrawing froin tbe Protestant Episcopal Church.
This I thought the proper and manly tiling to do,
and due, in courtesy, to my friends and the
members of my congregation. This permission
Bishop Potter revoked on Sunday, Jauuory
ill, at hair-past niue o'clock a. M., at ihe
same time withdrawing my license, and, of course,
ipso jacio absolving me irom any claim he might
have on my obedience. 1 therefore felt perfectly
justitied in explaining to ray dock the conscientious
reasons whicn compelled me to sever my connection
with them and bidding them larewell. there was
no mass, if that Is what Mr. Hatch means by "perlorinance,"nor bad there been all the week previous.,

Reporter.In tbe morning paper allnded to the
reporter is said to have asked Mr. Hatch tne followingquestion:."Hid Bradley not wish to leave?"
and Mr. Hatch is said to have answered:."He
would not have left, but the Bishop silenced him.
As soon as Brown and Moyes get letters they will go
over, too." is It true that you leit the oratory of st.
Sacrament aud the communion of the Protestant
Episcopal Church and joiued that of the Catholic
Church because you were silenced by Bishop Potter
aud ouiv lor that reason?
Mr. Bradley.Why, my dear sir, it Is an unmitigatedfalsehood and tne very reverse oi truth. The

iact is mat when, purely from conscientious convictionand at the expense or no small sacrifices of
personal feelings and attachments, I had determinedto seek admission nito the catholic Church
and Bishop Potter had been Informed of my determination,be did what he could to induce me to reconsiderit. He eveu sent an eminent theologian of
the Protestant Episcopal cnurch to argue with me
aud endeavor to shake uiy resolution; ana in the interviewwhich 1 had shortly alterwards with the
Bishop.nameiy, ou tno weunesuay j nave already
mentioned.lie expressed (lie kindest feelings towardsme personally and tne keenest regret at tbe
step 1 had determined to take. It was only an Hour
before 1 delivered my farewell sermon mat I receivedthe Bishop's 1 ftiterr
Keiortkh-Diu tiic Bishop approve of your acts

as pastor of the Church or at. Sacrament ? .

Mr.Bkadlkt. itlshop Potter always treated me
with courtesy a'td kiuduess. He required some
modifications of the ritual, not only at the oratory
oi St. Sacraiuen.. but at the other ritualistic
churches; and, as far as I am concerned, i always
yle.ded to his wishes without remonstrance or Desltation.
Hkpoktbr.Did yon not And It dlfflcnlt to subscribeto the doctrine of snlvation. as It Is supposedto bo taught by the Catholic Church i
Mr. Bradley.No, I did not, in subscribing to thedoctrine, as it Is reaby taught by the CatbolioChurch. I have always believed* as I uow believe,that there Is such a tiling as invincible, and consequentlyexcusable ignorance; and tnat those whodie excusably ignorant ol trutns, which are articlesof faltn lor tiiose who know tl.em. may be saved.As Ur. McCl.vmi very lucidly explained in his sermonon the occasion of mv reception into the CatholicChurch, a person may oelong to the soul andnot to the body oi the true chnrcn. But If any manshull wilfully shut his eyes to the light when codwisnes to show him the light, If he rail to fulfil theobligation of pravmg tor ilio light, he is culpable,although lie can truly say he is Ignorant. It is not

a suitle.eot exouse lor a man to sav he did not
linnn. He must be able to im iTn,i..f
cumstances 1 could not l>e expected to kuow." I
have never found any difficulty about this doctrine.

A Member of Congress to Henry Ward
Beecher.Laboring Men of all Conntrles
Have aa Attachment Stronger than that
which Binds Them to Their Respective
Sovereigns.

In Introducing his bill lor a Labor Commission.
which was passed by Congress a lew weeks since.
the Hon. George F. lloar, of Massachusetts, made
an allusion to the International, which occasioned
some comment at the lime In various newspapers.
Mr. Hoar was reported. In substance, as saying that
the international included the leading minds or
Europe. Thereupon a great deal of enlightenment
wcm icuuoicu i\j uiui uj Tauuuo juuiuaio, nuu iuu

greuiueatt or lus mistake was demoustratcd la a
highly satlstactory manner. Unlortunately it
now appears mat Mr. Hoar Devor made
tne remark imputed to turn, but said something
wnolly diuereur. We are in receipt or a private
letter rroin the geutleuiau, which is interesting not
only in us correction or this mistake, bat as presentingwhat la to our minds at least a very clear
and satisfactory statement of the character ol the

In the London Winn-*, of about October la*t, of leveral column*; the Furtniyluly It, v. w for the pan live or six rear*,
viN-iiH.these and many newspaper articles, of which Mr.
MacPhersun, Clerk of the House, has a collection, are the
sources of information, so far as 1 know, about the International.
There was nothing about It In the bill to which you refer.

The newspapers reported me as saying, in a few remarks
which 1 muue In introducing It, thui the International was
"composed of the leading inluds of Europe." I did not say
that, out merely that a meeting In England which adopted
some rules which 1 quoted was oompoaed of l/urir leading
minds (that Is, the leading minds of the International), from
different countries of Europe.

1 then expressed and now have strong sympathy with the
International for this reason. The four things on which 1
understand them to be agreed are:.

That there Is a relation existing between the laboringmen of different oountrles stronger than that which attachesthem to their respective sovereigns.
Senmd.'That they will not permit their rulers any longer to

use them as instruments for making war on each other, or
for lowering wages by using the worklngmen of different
countries to underbid each other.
Third.That they wiU take all means to throw light on the

condition of the working classes everywhere by- gathering
aoourate and thorough statistical luformation.
Fourth.That education at the public charge Is to be Insistedon as the right of every man, and as the indispensablecondition of a remedy for existing evils.
1 do not at this moment think of anything else to which

the Internatloual can be said to have committed Itself1.
Perhaps its members have so generally expressed their beliefthat natural wealth, as they term it, should not be permittedto be engrossed by individuals to any considerable de-
gree; that that alto may bo termed one of their doctrines. I
am not aware that they are agreed on any measure to preventthis, or even agreed that It can be prevented Jfe any
direct exertion of public authority. w
Of course such a movement cannot go far without attractingto itself many violent and visionary persons, who would

attack the laws which are indispensable to all profitable Industry,and to human societv Itself. It Is not surprising
that at ter so many centuries of ignorance the laboring classes
should tnemselves be somewhat deluded by such men. Hut
I am not one of those who would say, How foolish to restorethese men their sight 1 They see men onlr as tree*
walking." It is the old disease, anu not the new health,
which distorts the vision for a time. The existing order or

things in every principal European State, in crushing into ignoranceand poverty millions of human souls, causes every
year crimes a thousand fold greater than all the excesses of
the Commune.

ROW IN A LIQUOR SALOON.

The Proprietor at a Rival Saloon Nearly
Killed and Throwa In the Street.

About three weeks ago Cornelius C. Hefferan
opened a liquor saloon on the northeast corner of
Tenth avenue and Tnlrty-fifth street. On the north*
west corner of the same street James Winters kept
a similar establishment. The parties became
jealous on account of Dusiness affairs, and
took advantage of every opportunity to
damage each other. On Saturday night
Christopher Bath, also proprietor of a liquor
saloon at the corner of Thlrty-tourth street
and Ninth avenue, had an opening. Both tlefferaa

, and Winters were there, and after a while commencedabusing each other. Winters, It Is alleged,
wanting ilefferan to fight him, but, not being In a

fighting condition, no refused to accept the invitation,and walked away from him. The parties
remained in the saloon until after five
o'clock Id the morning, wnen tney started
for home. Ilefferan claims Winters left first,
and opened his saloon. On bis way home, In companywith his bartcuder, be called Into Winters'
plaoe anu ordered drinks, which were furnished
tbein. Alter paying lor the liquor, Ilefferan claims
Winters came up to him, slapped him in me faco with

Havana, Feb. 3, 1872.

Insurgents to the Spaniards, their dre commenc
to take effect, and three of their number were Kill
and ten wounded.
