The
Irequency with which the Missouri Senator was
brought to his feet illustrated not so much the
acuteness of his opponent as tho weakness of his
own case, la running debate, as a rule, Scburz Is
without a peer. His sentences are terse and strong,

points ot an adversary's attack and defence. Morton,on the other hand, is not so acute; his repiies
are not so rapidly given, and his sentences are
often long and Involved; yet to-day he had the
advantage In a decided manner, and used it, too.
ne male, among other points, these new onesfirst,that the Prussian government did buy
arms from ours, through Boker & Co., of New York;

Mr. Schurz's inference
was tuat tnts difference covered the amount that
went to the "military ring,"' by whose Influence be
was able to get the cartridges manufactured at our
arsenals. Mr. Morton suggested In reply another
obvious inference from this discrepancy, which was
that the lacts showed that Mr. Remington had made
honest return to France as our Oiunance Bureau had
to the Treasury, wni'.e the amount unaccounted lay
between French officials aud the agent, and not betweenthe latter and our officers. Mr. Morton also
argued at length as to iho manufacture ot cartridges
for tnc rifles purchased by Richardson, claiming
tnat under the act authorizing the sale of war
materials, the Ordnance Bureau was fully cmpoweredto make and sell cartridges If it were
necessary to make toe arms salable. In this case
the guns could not be sold without the cartridges,
andtney could not be manufactured by any one
else but the government. Mr. schurz suggested that
the government hud no rigtu *.o seii powder, unlessIt was damaged and unserviceable, for which
suggestion Morion impaled him on the horns
of a dilemma, by remarking that such an Interpretationwould prevent powder irom being sold
until it had become unsalable, and then no one
would buy it. The power to sell surplus arms impliedthe power to put them in a condition to oe

sold, which was all that the War Department bad
done for the arms purchased by Richardson, Remington'sattorney. Dp to tins tho Indiana .Senator
bud been very effective, but he proceeded to devote
the balance of his time to a mere political harangue,
the first portion of which was aimed at the Germans
and ihe last at the third party movement. Like

The raining or the snow blockade on the Union
Pacific Railroad la reported here to-day, to the
great relief of the Postmaster General, wno feels
heavily weighted with the accumulated malls or
twenty-seven days. Soon after the blockade began
New York merchants engaged in the Pacific
trade, urged tne Postmaster General to order
the malls, by telegraph, back to San Francisco
and thence forward by sea via Isthmus, and
though he from time to time promised to do so, the
promise was always conditional upon the situation
of affairs on the railroad a day or two ahead. This
temporizing policy was due to the remonstrances or
the Unlpn Pacific lobby In and out of Congress, who
insisted that the prestige of their road would be
seriously affected by tue proposed action, and the
result showed that the railroad ring were too strong
for the New York merchants.

We have had
one of the severest snow storms of the season, the
snow having fallen to the depth of nearly two leet.
The Indians are all near the post, and we are takinggood care of them. Mlguei and the other chiefs

usk that you send them some seeds and farming
implements lor Bprmg. The Apaclie soldiers have
not been mustered out or service, deports are here
that a campaign will start out from Camps Verde
and McDowell, February 15; but I do not believe it.
Some ef Lieutenant Whitman's chlef9 from camp
Uraut have been up here on a visit. All arc satisfied;and I can assure you there Is no chance to
get up a war with the Apaches, as all
are on the reservation and at peace, and
ir they are properly managed there will
be no more trouble In Arizona. Lieutenant Whitmanon the mth of December, had uoo Indians. &oo
Arapaboes and Finals and 400 Tontos.at Camp
Grant, with only flf-een infantry soldiers to guard
them. lie says he would have no hesitation in takinga baud -of picked men, Apaches, and mounting
them to pursue any stolen Block or to drive away
any marauders.
Agent Piper at Canada Alamosa, New Mexico,

writes on January 27 that he thinks the prospects
for a peaceful removal or the Apache Indians to
Tuiiarosa vaiioy is very encouraging. "*'7~ 7

Increase in the Sale of ltcvenue Stamps.
The demand for proprietary and documentary

internal revenue stamps for several months past nas
exceeded the demand at any time since the organizationof the bureau, indicating either Increased
prosperity or more honest stamping upon the part
of manufacturers. The demand is especially large
for documentary stamps of the denominations of
*20. *50. sioo. *200 and *600. The old series could
be easily washed, entirely romoving the cancellationmarks without defacing the stamp, Now tbla
la impossible, the vignettes being printed In fugitive
inks, which disappear upon the slightest touch
of chemicals. The Commissioner has ordered
that hereafter the sheets or tobacco and beer
stamps be perforated so that they may be detached
without cutting. The proposition to gum them
does not meet with favor cither among brewers or

tobacco manufacturers, as the sheets are liable to
stick together, wnilo it does not facilitate the
stamps being affixed to packages.

Watered fttorli Not Taxable.
The Commissioner of internal Revenue has decidedthat the Lake Shore Railroad Company Is not

liable to the scrip dividend tax on Its watered
stock, the company having proved to the satisfactionof the Con imssioner that the apparent increase
was only a financial dodge, but did not represent a
dollar of income.earnings or gain.

The Philadelphia Collectwrnhlp.
William B. Elliott, at present Stale Senator, and

Charles O'Neill, ex-member of Congress from Philadelphia,are the prominent candidates for the coN
lectorship or the port of Philadelphia. Opposition is

made to the appointment of Elliott on the ground
that any vacancy occurring in the Pennsylvania
state Senate at this time imperils the interest ol the
republican party in the State. For this reason it is
believed O'Neill will receive the appointment.

Home Shipbuilding.
It appears from the returns of tonnage built in

the United States in the vear 1871 thar the ronnnce

built for foreign trade Is less than during any year
since 1841. The tonnage built tor home trade enjoys
a fair degree of prosperity, being larger than for
any year since 186«.

Forgetting Tbcir Own Identity.
The Fourth Auditor has been compelled to reject

a number of claims filed for bounty by those who
served during the war of 1812, m consequence of
the applicants having served under an alias which
they have forgotten and cannot now ascertain.
The Agricultural Convention In a Quandary.
The Agricultural Convention to-day adopted a

resolution that Hoards of Agriculture be established
by the Legislatures in States where they do not
already exist. A committee of five was ordered to
be appointed to wait upon the two Congressional
Committees on Agriculture to urge upon inem the
reasons why the? should favor Increased
appropriations to tho Agricultural Departmentfor the purpose of tho distribution
of seed. The Convention discussed the reportmade from the special committee asking
Congress to supply the deficiency to such States as

have not been Justly dealt with In the distribution
of lands or scrip. Some gentlemen said It would be
better to ask Congress to give money in place of
lands. Others thought the proceeds of land sales
ought to be placed In a trust fund, and not go into
the Treasury ol the United States for division; also
that the Convention shonld agree upon
something definite to recommend to Congress,
otherwise It would result In no goou.
Other views having been expressed, a delegate
from Pennsylvania said it appcarod to be the motive
or the gentlemen who had so far spoken to thrust
their hands into Ducle Sam's pocket, and, like
U.iver Twist, ask lor more.

A resolution was offered as a substitute for the
whole subject that the Convention recommend to
Congress the passage or the bill now before that
hodv donating the public land for educational nur-

poses, and in the debate it was said that the
bill now before Congress was far preferable to any
proposition which had been oflered here, and that
they should trust to the wisdom of Congress rather
than to private parties for the distribution of this
land.
The discussion was ended by rejecting the report.

The Revenue Murine Nervier.
The revenue marine division of the Treasury Departmentis engaged in preparing proposals for the

construction of a new Revenue Marine steamer for
New York harbor. The time for receiving bids for
the new revenue vessel for Paget's Sound has been
extended from March 7 to April 8 on account of the
snow blockade in the West, which has interrupted
the transmission of the mails.

Booth's Theatre.'Barrett as Canslus.
Somehow a rumor got abroad at the beginning of

Mr. Barrett's engagement that after a certain lapse of
time he and Edwin Booth would change robs, in
order to give the critical public greater mtcreel In the
performance. With this notion In our mind wo had
taken leave of Great J ullus some weeks ago, and as
the noblest Roman, In the person of Mr. Booth,
made nis best stadted bow to the audience, follow,log the thought of the play, we had meutally mur-

mured, "»»c sumi meet again at riniippi, ruwin,"
and seizing our convenient hat, had hurried out Into
the air and bundled into one or those obliging street
cars which wait near the theatre door ror tfe special
benefit or the Hekald critic, with that uue deier:cnce for an actor's opinion of hituseir which it Is
the duty of the obliging critic to manifest on all ocI
casions, at least so far as possible, we, on the
momentous occasion alluded to, aevoted most of
our space to some good-natured remarks on the
character of tne ancient Brutus and the ability or his
modern impersonator, if we were not soenlogtstlcas wo ought to have been. It Is probably because
wc didn't see any particular reason, and our last
visit still leaves us as unbelieving as ever.
Entering the theatre we cast a glance of suppllca1tlon up to the roof towards the somewhat uncom,fortabiy placed Bard or Avon, who presides niglitly
over the performance of his own plays. It may
have been imagination, but tt certainly appeared to
us mat poor biiakspeare looked most melancholy
and seemed to be murmuring "El tu EriUr," but
whether he was complaining about Mr. Booth or
lamenting the decadeuco ol critical taste In me
audience it was impossible clearly to make out,
owing to the distance, and, no doubt, u natural
dislike on his part to draw too much
attcntion to the rather unpleasant position in wlticli
Booth's people had placed littn. Ab the curtain
went up several American citizens in irreproachableItornaii costume walked out on the stage and
began to talk about ttio business of the evening. Of
course we had seen It so olten before that It didn't
make the slightest Impression 011 us, but an untidilatedand prim old lady In the audience
screamed slightly at the snggestlvcness of
me costume; uui tier cuiii|inuiuii, inure
versed m classic toggery, applied a scent
bottle to her nose and she collapsed immediately.
While thin little Incident was proceeding the critic
kept one eye directed towards tnc stage. As the
play proceeded no rather regreiiuliy remarked that
traces or Booth's mannerism seemed to have tainted
Barrett's manner In the less lnportant passages.
However, in the strong, forceful scenes there was
more strength and finish tliau when we saw him
last. Evidently lie had corrected nis style, giving
more repose or intensity according to the
demands ol the situation. His delivery of the
speech at the end of the first scene was given
with concentrated energy and rorceful dignity full
or passionate purpose. The same characteristics
marked tus rendering of the interview with Csesar.
The scene in the Senate after the killing of Ciesur
displayed the most thorough appreciation of the
character of L'asstus. To onr mind Iho tent scene,
though an excellent rendering or Shakspeare's
portraiture, was not so correct historically.
Bangs was guttering trom a scvero cold. He has
made himself quite a favorite with the audience by
a performance which has certainly the quality
of earnestness and lorclbleness to recommend if.
But. really, he caused us a great deal of uncuslness
on this occasion, as wc were in dread he would
burst a blood vessel or smother himself, and being
constitutionally nervous we have a strong objection
to startling sensations, and dislike the idea ol going
to a theatre witn the dread of having to write an
obituary Instead of a criticism, so far as the stage
management ol -'Julius Usi-sar" Is concerned It continuesto merit the highest praise. It contributes In
no small degree to the suoccssiul run which tins
piece promises to make.

commissioner was chosen, acting by a majority ot
the members, snail proceed to till such vacancy.
