WANDERIKGS OF THE PROPHET.

He then went to Hosario, and thence to Azul,
where he praciised his profession, asserting that he
conld eure the blind merely with bis touch. There,
however, be was arrested by tnhe Justlce ol the
Peace, on account of the disturbances he wWas pro-
moting, but was released. Sull his reputation re-
matned 1o him, and he sooh received a call to go Lo
the e:tancla of Seflor Ramoa Gomes, sltusted four-
teen nules from ibe viliage of Tandll, to cure the
sterility of the wife.
