Kemp-
ton, the flnanclal agent, has been here for weeks,
trying to lobby this measure througn and suield

The most stupendous Iraud, however, s the Lill
grauting md to the Biue Ridge Rallroad, which has
alresdy passed the House and is certain to pass the
Henate to-morrow, as, on lts second reading in that
body, there wers but #1X votes In opposition.
