Valorem.
The Commerce Revival Bill,

The House Commeditee on Commerce Lo-day agreed
to Representauve Bhellabarger's blil, with amend-
ments.  This bill was founded on the plil beretofors
recommended to the commitiee by the Secretary of
the Treasury, and approved ULy the Secretary
of the Navy. In the amended form the Becre-
tary of the Treasury, the BSecretary of War,
the Postmaster General and the Secretary
of the Interior are ' to constitute a Board
of Commerce. They are authorized to contract for
a line from New York to England and the Continent
of Europe; another trom some other polat of the
Atlantic coast 1o Europe; a line irom New York to
Mexico; a line from Ban Francleco to Australla and
other East India 1slands, and one from New Orleans
to Mexican ports; and to pay $10 per ton per
Annum for five years to an extent not ex-
ceeding 500,000 tons—100,000 the first yesr—
60,000 to be distribnted to ftlie Atlantic and
Gull coasts, 26,000 to the Pacific and 25000
10 the Mississippl and Ohlo Rivers and the great
lakes for irom shipsof American construction; $8
per ton for wooden ships over 400 tons burden, and
$6 per ton for wooden ships over 200 tons burden.
The bill authorizes the Commissioners to allow the
fame tonnage bounty to lines already subsidized,
Wwhieh include the lines from New York to Brazil
and Irom san Francisco to China. The oill also
includes & Hne from New Orleans to brazil as
introduced by Representatlve Sheldon, & mems-
ber of the commitiee. The committee consented
for Representative Lynch to offer an amendment
in the House providing that imported materials |
nsed for the coostruction of ships shall be Iree i
from duty, or where American material is used gn 1
amount equal to the duty shall be allowed. The l

committee will be called next week, when the
bill will be reported. In five years the cost to the
government would be $25,000,000, provided iron
BhIps shall be constincted to the extent ol 610,000
tons. The allowance to wooden vessels would be
additional.

A Question for American Artists.

That innocent old chap, Senator Hamlin, who
0Wwns that he Knows nothing abouat the subject, has
introduced a blll requiring the Secretary of the In-
terior to employ Fisk Mills, son of Clark Mills, the
sculptor, to execnte a group of statuary illuscrating
the lale epoch of American history, The bill 18
nkely to stir up the indignation of the art commu-
nity of the couniry, as there I8 a strong aemand lor
falr and free competision for the embelilshment of
the Capitol, as against the costly monopoly of dis-
figurement enjoyed by a few persons of native and
forelgn birth, none o1 whom are remarkable for
Amerncan art ideas or national sympatiies.
