Mr. Beecher on Proyer—Imnw Effcet on Those
Who Pray and Those Whoe nre Frayed
Faor.

Mr. Beecher selected his text yesterday morning
from 1 "I'tmothy ik, 1, 2—*1 exhort, therefore, that
fivat of all supplications, prayers, inlercessions and
giviug of thanks b made for all men, ror Kings and
for all thal are m authority, that we may lead &
quiet and peacable lifs n all godliness and
honesty,” You will see the compass of the Apostie’a
thonsht and prayer in his multipicauon of terms—
a compass which lndicates on lus part a desire thas
every form of prayer may be uttered by Jhristians
for all men, IPaul prayed for men and
thelr oflicers. This 18 called Intercessory prayer.
Christ and tne diseiples invarfably prayed for others
rather whan for themselves. Paul'a lile seemed one
great breaih of suppitcation for ail with whom he
had igbored, We are apt to leave out of ouar
thought in prayver the personality of God. If men
caine 0 us always asking for something to eat or to
WEar we world soon look upon them as beggars;
but as they asked lor higher things we saouid begin
to feel lellowslup with them; sudthls 18 the same
way with God. Do you not suppose uhat divine
sympathy 18 in proportion w the héight of the plane
on which the suppliant stands ¢ Intercessory prayer
18 the prayer of generosily—ol unselfishness-——and
we are nearcr God when we pray for olhers. The
habit of praying for others keeps our minds higher
thun when we are continually praying lor ourselves,
Tne things that are trae tn our low moral apprecia-
tions are more trae i g higher sphere. ‘rherve is
much o1 the forest and wilderness nature lefs in
sociey, undd the law of strlie and cunuing—the wil-
derness law—Is silll tne law of wien,  Men are mere
animated lnets to us, and yel every soul has o great
drama playing withun 1it.
