Lumuerton, N. C., Feb. 26, 18T2.
Here is tbe place where the Lower/ gang has been i

In jail, whence futile processes are issued ror them,
and where any or the members ever caught will be
hanged or burned, it is a town almost wholly built
or unpAtnted planks or logs, which have becomenearly black with weather stains. The streets
are sandy and without pavemeuts of either brick or
wood. About nine hundred people reside In the
place, and nearly every white mau in It and in tho
surrounding country is rtcocch. The country was*
nettled by Scotch Highlanders before the Kevo.utlou,
and afterwards by a promiscuous emigration lrom
the west coast of Scotland. About thirty miles
distant, at Fayetteville, lived Donuld and Flora
MacBouald, the latter the savior of Prluce Charles,
the Pretender, the former the defeated
champion of the royal standard at the beginningof our war of Independence. These
Scotch slaveholders were hard taskmasters, and
they look with piuchod and awry laces upon the
negro voting beside tnew. The county government
Is democratic, and bo pertecuy impotent to catch or
kill live outlaws that at present it Is making uo exertionswhatever. Indeed, the omnlon prevails
that the Sheriffs office has concluded a truce upo n
what are called honorable terms with Ilenr.v Berry
l.nvArv. If it. nan !».» qa.ii! thai t.hrwA ItarulitQ ara r<*_

publicans it must also be charged that tne county
government is democratic, and the honors are easy
between pillage and Impotence.

court bcrnks at lumbrhton.
The court House is built of brick, with a frame

pediment above the eaves in the gable end, and
the court room in the second story Is covered witn
sawdust to keep the peace while Judge Clarke, oue
or the District J urtges, goes through the comedy of
justice.

' Make proclamation I" cries he, or his clerk, to
the Sheriff, who stands at an open window opposite
the bench, and who roars down In a stentorian way
to the people assembled hi the public area:."Nell
HioNeii t Campbell AlcUregor McLeod Duncan
come into Court, as you are this day commaudcd,
or your security will be lorfelted to the State I"
This kind of noise, with variations ot "Oh, yes Ob,

yes I" goes on pretty mucn all day, while witnesses,
jurors and attached people are being summoned.
The conrt room is very crude, large and bare, and
the Ju ige looks amazingly blg'.i up betund tne long
gallery where they expose him. Ho is a queer,
affable old Judge, who has fought In the Mexican
war, in the Confederate army, and commanded one

of Holden's regiments (Kirk leading, the other)
against the Ku Klnx. He Is at present what Is
called a "scalawag," and says, among many other
things of no consequence, that if he ever sees

Lowery he will kill him. Ten opportunities appear
good for this sort of intention.
Down before the Court House, where the people

of the county are congregated, there Is an old polo
well In tne public square, where white and negro
Ull their gourds at the dripping bucket. Around
the corner stands the old dray.curious vehicle for
such a village.on which the bowery band Uauled
off a safe from the rear of a Lunibert on store, deliberatelybacking the dray uo through an alley
between two houses and leisurely setting the valuablecasket thereon, stopping at the Court House,
with a contempt ol superstitions, to naul off the
'county safe. To do all this required the opening of
a man's stable, stealing his horse aud the robbing
of a blacksmitn's snop of tools to break open the
safes, us well as the impressment or an additional

pair of wagon wheels to convey the larger safe
to the woods. The horse could not pull the
whole load, and the county sale was

dropped off within town limits. The valiant
volunteers am) posse oi the Sheriff marched
out of town two or three miies and found the
private sale rifled of about twenty-seven thousand
dollars. This was money which had been placed in
the hands of the safe-owner for private keeping.
Mrange as it may seem, tnis robbery caused a feelingof relief in many minds. With so great a

quantity of money It was hoped that Lowery's band
might have quitted the country, and such riddance
would have been cheaply purchased at the figure
named.

LIFE AT THE RELKAOL'BKED TOWN.
The tavern at Luinberton Is without a sign-post,

and is a weather-stained frame house, with small
bedrooms, no carpets, no bar and a talr country
tabic. 1 found nomilk to drink with coffee anywherein the region, but plenty of eggs and chickens.
The jail.not on the same site where Henry lterry

Lowery was once confined, and whence several of
the ootlaws effected their escape.Is truly a singular
edifice. It is built in a grove of oaks and pines in
the envirous of tho town, and constructed wholly
of hewn timber, enclosed by u high paling picket
fence, outside of which picket is a log guard house
for small offenders. I stopped inside tnc jail yard,
nobody objecting, to make a sketch of the gallows
where Henderson oxendlnc recently met nis late
stoically, no rescue attempted, only the smgiug of a

coupie of voluntary hymns by himself, negro fashion.1 lie cord supporting the drop was not severed
by me Sheriff, hut a desperado trom Onio voluntarily
assumed the office. While I sat within tho sloping jail
lard ) heard a baujo "tutunilng" lu the jail, and tnc

negroes confined there were comparing with Pop
Otendine and the newly arrived offenders for Wilmingtonthe relative quality of meals vouctisaled
at the two prisons. Tne Lumber Illver, whlcn flows
into the Little Pcdce, of South Carolina, and reaches
the sea near Leorgctown, Is at this tune of the year
little wider than a city street, and of running water,
but barely fordabic ami capable of carrying logs and
ratts of lumber down the six score miles of its
course. Hearing horrible imprecations made on tne
other side of the river, accompanied by cries of
Klt'e me my kulie I Yes, I'll cut his heart out I I
ay gi'e me my knife l My blood's been Ingulled.A Utah ol bono' can't live alter he's

been Molted oat o' that court room i" Ac., Ac.
1 waa relieved to llnd that It was merely a negrc
laa, rejoicing la his rights as a freeman, wht
wanted t» escape, Lowery-fashlon, from hts mothei
and broiker, au^l veut his wlnsltey courage upon
somebody. There are many negroes, as I found
whose freedom uses the form of boasting am
cursing.

I failed to perceive in the attorneys and merchant!
of Lumbtrton any particular crudeness or Inierl
ority. Judge Leech and several others were repre
seniattve men of good sense, but of stroua, unman
ageable political and social prejudices, anil they
have succeeded in segregating and solidifying tne
negro vole, so that i lie two raco* may about be salt
to inane toe two political names.
Here, In the large aud motley crowd assembled to

attend Conrt. were to be seen the rival elements o
this provincial population. Tne whiles gene rail]
wore butternut, copperas-colored orgrav hoiuespuistuiT. and lurgc-rimmed. Hat. still lull huts. Mum
oi them were verv ignorant ami could not read, am
loogeil upon the Uourt as the very Judgment scat o
Caesar.
"Vou just stand np and when your name is cadet

vou aa.v 'guilty' and oav your money," I heard a
lawyer say to a boor. The boor loosed as il it re
quired vast heroism to say even as much.

TUK SOUPFLKTOWNKKS AT OOUKT.
Here, also, were the hcuilletown mulutioes.that

curious race.imposed upon lor many generations
by master and slave, iheir husbands cuckolded
their women debased and intimidated, their iroedomnot worthy ol the name. Had Kobeson county
exerted decent endeavors to protect ihese liniue
mortal tree people, when slavery wus tne law aud
the horrible radical had not yet subverted "the con
stltution".winch few of the lolks who weep lor It
ever read, or, reading, respected.this existing outlawrywould have lieeu precluded, scuilletown,
over whose name and etymology there seems to bo
debate, possibly got its name from the long scuitle
ql the whites una the slaves to reduce it to peonage
and make freedom, under the condition of color,
contemptible among the muiattoes.
Nobody in the whole region could account for this

free negro settlement.one of two large aggregallonaof yellow ineu winch boa existed in North
Carolina since the organization of society. There
were mauy theories, but no reasons at hand for
them. 1 conceive that these negroes might navo
been the slaves of torles driven irom the State at
the close 01 the Revolution, or or the emanclputeu
slaves ol the Quakers, and that they increased and
multiplied by accessions from runaways, by the
birth rate of force exerted on tnern and by me ne
cesstty ol union or the syuiuathr of ah neighboring
free negroes witii a homogeneous settlement. The
comely mulatto women, the strange mulatto meu,
both sexes decently clud, were pieutuul in townsomearriving on mule back, somo in snort, homemadecarts, many on foot. There was a good deal
of drinking among the men and or covert courtship
and ogling among the girls. Virtue was evidently
not uulloruily high in acuilletown.

SCUFFLBTOWN TOl'OliKAl'UiOALI.Y.
The Rutherford and Wilmington Railroad runs

westward from Lumberton for many miles up tue
general line of the Lumber River. Eight miles
nortnwestward it strikes the station of Moss Neck.
Seven miles from Moss Neck it strikes tne station
of Red banks. These two stations bound Scuitletown,winch spreads besides three or lour miles 011
both sides of the track, and is surrounded on three
sides with swamps, which send branches ol swamp
up through It, and in wet weather each of tlicse
swamps receives or supplies "nays," bottoms, or
pools, wnich permeate tue mulatto fortress. In
laot, It Is a part of the great swamp
mstrlot ol North and South Carolina, below
the terrace of bids, and yet is notuing
particularly frighilul, even to a stranger, and quite
unlike our notion of the swamps of Florida and
Louisiana. These swamps enclose the rivers ami
their arteries laterally tor a lew yarns, and olteu.
or generally. as tne stream winds, ttiere is swamp
011 one side and low clay or sainlblaas opposite.
It is mean country for troops to trespass upon, out
not an irapreguubie country. I believe I am sale in
saying tbat no Nomiern society would plead tins
region as excuse lor uot lobowing up and annihilatingsucli a crowd as Lowery's Hand.

thb LAND op I.OWICKY.
Taking tbe railroad as tne axis of reference, and

looking away irom Lutnbcrton nortliwestward, wo
see Halt .swamp leave (lie river lirst, and alter six or
<eveu miles incursion northward, send oif, parallel
with the railroad on the rignt, burnt swamp,
Kanther Swamp and Klciuand swamp, extensions
if each other. On this side ol the track Lowery's
mud have never committed a murder, unless they
tilled tne McLeods.
Two or three miles above Raft swamp.tho river
ending to the right of the track.the Lumber litver,
tself swamp girt, sends oil at opposite sides bear
Swamp (or Jack's branch), which encloses Moss
Neck and buie's stations, and back Swamp, which
les about oarnilel witb the Lumber tor twenty
miles, and projects to the southward Ashpole
Swamp and Aaron swamp.
Bere, then, are rour series of swamps, counting

the swampy Lumber River. The swamps are only
a mile or two apart, and their leaders dimmish
the distance. Ou back swamp tho Lowcry band
keeps its ambush and secret camps. The Lumber
River is lis ltne ol defence from the railway. The
swamps around Moss Neck are tlie scenes or lis
boldest assassinations. The house of Henry Berry
Lowcry, tifb leader, is beyond buck Swamp, live
miles from Moss Neck station, and covered in
Hie rear bv Ashpole and Aaron Swamps,
and all Scudlctown is his political
ally aud "boozing Ken." The operations
directed against mm start lroni Lumberton on tho
east and Slice Heel on tho west, twenty-one nules
apart, uud each twelve miles from tils fastness.
Further In his rear, on the South Carolina side, the
Little Petlee River, and the Ureatreuee as well,
seud up parallels 01 swamp. Florence, a great
prison pon lor federal troops In the war. Is hfty
miles oehfrnl mm. as old Aunt 1'ha-oe said 10 me
at Shoe Heel,

SCUFl'LKTOWN AS A DKKKNHIVK TRACT.

The free negroes settled upon the Scutfletown
tract because the poverty of the soil and ttie halt
inundated cuudiiion 01 the region brought it within
their means ami debarred it from the rapacity of
tirmtft niPti In wsr wnnihnr Attar miiu wlinn tha

Lumber River ttuU it» tributaries rise. (Ills region is
almost flooded, ami tlieu the oul.v means of intercouimunicnuouare small paths, known only to iho
Inhabitants, which connect the lslanu-llke patches
ana alTora laoyvinthian mazes tor escape to auv
who keep the clues. The Lumber River lias
bridges at but one or two points, and, being swift
and deep, must be crossed by scows or rafts. In
summer a luxuriant undergrowth covers all the
swamps and low places, and even the prairie pine
land, so that one cannot see his own length, while
In winter the streams are full or water and the
swamps more extensive. The gailberry tree, sweet
gums, post oak, hickory, cypress and all the pine
varieties, grow in the swamps and on their margins,
and the bamboo vine, stretching o-t eccentrically
and profligately, makes a nearly Impenetrable
abatis.
The serpents are numerous and often dangerous,

including every variety of the moccasin, the rattlesnake,ami the largest specimens 01 water aud
black snakes known in temperate regions. Lizards
live in Che decaying logs, and snapping turtles appearin the pools, creeks and bavs. The woods are
plentifully supplied with wild cats, which kill pigs
and lambs; and the silence of the night In the
reptilian region is broken by tlie great ill-omened
owl, which utters no mere -tu-whit," but appals
the silence with uts long roreboding note, like the
very demon ot tno woods mourning lor prey.

A TOlfB OK SClIKKLKrOWN.
The stranger who expects to see In Scurtletown

any approach to a municipal settlement will be disappointed.It is the name of a tract or several
miles, covered ai wide intervals witn mils and log
cabins of the rudest ami simplest construction.
sometimes a hair dozen or these hula being proximate.Two or turce places to nell a low character
01 spirits exist where the dwellings are densest.
'The people have few or no horses, out often keep a
kind of stunted ox to haul their short, rickety carts,
and a man with such a bovine nubbin and a pair
of old wheels is esteemed rich; yet, living upon sucu
land anil for so inaiVv years, the tnulaitoes of Scutllctownwould have esieemod themselves well to slo
had they enjoyed any security lrom their white
neighbors. They had little more equity belore
a jury than negroes, and it was no
great otfence to violate their asylums and court
titeir wives und daughters. The whole Lowery war
aiterward iiegan with Brant Harris- keeping In a
sort of servile csncubmage some girls courted by
the Lowerys.
To visit a Scuffletown shanty, representative of

the whole, is to pass by a cow lane or foot track
up through a thicket and suddenly conic upon a
hdlf-c.eared held of old pine and post oak, enclosed
by a worm lence wftiiout a gate. A mile old leverwedof the crudest ineclianism.seldom of the
dignity and proportions of a-pole well.stands in
tins lot, the male proprietor ol which is sitting cn
the worm fence, and he replies to your neighborly
salutation without changing his position. Advancingto the cabin it Is round built of
hewn logs, morticed at the ends, the cnlnks
rtopi>ed with mud, trie chimney bum against
one gable on me outside, of logs and riuy,
with sticks and day unove, where It narrows to
tue sinoke Hole. There is beside the large chnnnev
place, a halt barret, sawed off, to make lye lrom the
wood ashes, und the other hall of the barrel is seen
to serve the uses of a washtub. A mongrel dog is
always a (eature ol the establishme nt. The two or
three acres ol the lot are generally ploughed and
planted in potatoes or ntatke, both ol which flonte
up sickly. The yellow woman commonly lias a
baby at the breast, ami from half a dozen to a dozen
playing outside on Hie edges or the swamp. The
tied is made on ttic floor; there are two or three
stools, omy one apartment comprising the whole establishment.

LOWKRY'S CitttlM.
Just such a place as Ihu a novo is t lie house of llenry
Berry Lowery, the outlaw chief, except that, being
a carpenter, ho lias nailed weather strips over the
Interstices between the logs and made hitnseli a
sort of bedstead and some chairs. His cabin lias
two doors, opposite each other, in the sides, and It
has been so mauv times shot through andtliiongu
with rifle mills that his wife can now stand lire as

well usher husband. Ihe rscufllcioivners go out to
work as ditchers for the neighboring farmers, who
pay them tue magnanimous wages of $u a mouth
As manvot them are Intemperate a neighboring
trade, with a barrel of moiassesjand a barrel oi ram

speedily gets the $n from toe whole party.
I lie above picture, while true ol the majority ol

the Scuffletowners, is not Justly descriptive of ail
The oxeiinlncs are all well to do, or were oefori
tins bloody lend began, and the Lowerys were in
dustrious carpenters, whose handiwork is seen ui
Liimherion, hiioo Heel and all round that region,
(ireat cilines in Hcullletown were rare belore tu«
war. Telly stealing and pilfering ol chickens and
uii occasional pig were not unknown. The whites
bated me settlement because it was a bad example
toUienean.es. tint moatol the people were Baptists
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, or Methodists, and nearly all owned their honie.steads.

KISB OK SCIJKFI.KTOWN.* By 'ho census of lxxo Robeson county contained
x,454 whites, only throe free black*, all m des, and
the extraordinary number ol 1,459 free mulattoes.
There were only 113 foreigners. But one comity.Halifax.contained so many free mulattoes, and that

1 ww the county whence the graudiather ot toe presentoutlaws ol Robeson emigrated In I860 there
were 2,160 uiulattoea and 2H7 (roe blacks in Haiuax.

* Wake couuty had next below Robeson, t,lu6 mulattoes,and after Hertford county, with 1,020. There
were no counties in all the State with more than a
few hundred; the average was nut above hlty to

- each couuty. At the same time Kobeaon county
had 126 slave mulattoes and 5,329 slave blacks.
Aliogetner the county contained 15.4X9 souls, the

. free population making almost two-thirds. , It
stood considerably above the average counties of
the state in slaves ana population, and out ol the

r full-blooded Indians (1.15s lu nuiuberi ascribed to
' North Carolina, none were set down either to Rcbe.Honor hallux couiity. The uutlquity ol these nee
, negro settlements might he interred Iroui the fact
. that by the census of 1800 onlv two slaves were
r inunuinluod that year. In I860 there were inauuunited208, or one cut of every 1.283. In the latter

year there were 5,282 lugltives from North Carolina
to 17,501 lrotn .South Caroilnu. Where did the south
Carolina lugliives hide y Perhaps no ineonsiderabie
portion of iliem sought the swamp couiitie* on the

. southern tier or North Caroliua, and begged ihe
charily ot this large free negro settlement.

TUX INDIAN RACK OK TIIN I.OWKKYS.
The question ensues, whence came the Indian

blood oi the Lower/s t who are by general assertion
, and belief partly of Indian origin. Why should

they and their blood relatives show Indluii traces
while scuttletowu ai large is mainly plain, uuromantlemulatto?
There were two sets of aborigines In North Curolina.theUherokees oi the west, mountainous Carolina,who removed at a comparatively recent period

to the Indian Territory and of whom several remnantsremain In the extreme western corner or
pocket of the State, numbering 1,082 in Jackson
county aloue. Judge Leech, or Lumberton, says
that lie saw a Cherokee ouce who resembled 1'atrick
Lowery so closely that he called out, "Is that
Pali ick ?"

liosuios the Cherokees there was the Atlantic
coast conlederucy, led oy the Tuscaroras and
abetted at tho great massacre or 17U by tbe llatterus
Indians, the 1'amiicos ami tnc Uotheohneys. These
Indians, urter a determined resistance to the wattes,
which resulted in scaring tho Baron de Crad.
iho Swiss touuder of Newborn, out of the
New World, accepted a reservation of
lands in Halifax and Bertie counties, near
the itoanoke River. They emigrated to New York
and loined the Five Nations a lew years utterward,
heiucr llioiiirhi. worthy In nrowesa to iih uilinltlerl to

I1 thai. proud coniederaoy, but they Held the lee simple
of their lauds lu Norm Carolina until after Hie year
1840. Home persons of tno trine must have remainedbehind to look utter these lauds, and among
these, as will he seen liercaitor, was the grandfather
of the Lowervs. The pride of character of the Xus.curoras was such that the Ohcrokues, Creeks and
other tribes Joined the whites to subjugato them,
and Parkru&n says that the Tuscarorus were
of the same generic stock with the Iroquois
and conducted ihe southern campaigns ot
those Five Nations. Hlluretn says that they
were reputed to be reuinauts ol two Virginia
tribes, tue Mauukins and Mauahoacs, hereditary
enemies of Captain John Smith's 1'owiiaian. They
nurned the Hurveyor uenerai, who had trespassed
ou their lands, at the stake, aud were in turu partly
subjected to slavery by the militlaof South Carolina.
Eigut hundred ol iliem were sold by their Indian
enemies to the whites of the Caroitnas at one time,
aud in ma most of thoso at liberty retired through
the unsettled portions of Virginia aud Pennsylvania
to Lake Onenia, New York. The act of Soutn Carolina.whicn was the basts of its slave cone, was
passed to meet the issue of accepting these Indians
as slaves; it was imitated in North Carolina nearly
at the same time, and remained the oasis or the
crlminul code against both white and Indian slaves.
Tills criminal code, enforced airuiust Allan Lowery,
the lather of Henry llerry Lowery, the outlaw, has
had ttiu result of making Robeson county the seat
of a tierce wariare tor revenge. Persons curious
about tho severity or tnis code may see a digest of
it in llildretii. Colonial scries, vol. 11., pp. 271-275.
Tue Tuscarorus, in tneir prime, iiad 1,200 warriorsin North Carolina. In 1S07 tney bought a

tract from the Holland Land Company witn the
proceeds ol their North Carolina lunds, and It was
about at this period lliat the ancestor of the
Lowerys removed irom Halifax eounty to Robeson
county.

Tim LOWBRYS SRTTI.B IN ROBKSON.
The following statement of the origin of the

family is derived Irom the notebooks of Colonel
F. M. Wishart. which were entrusted tome to look
at by Captain F. 11. M. Keuney, or Shoe llcel:.
James Lowery, the grandiather ol 11. ti. Lowery,

came lroin Halifax, N. C.t aud settled at what is
called Harper's Ferry (in the centre ol Scuffletown,
two miles irom Huio's store), built a bridge across
Drowning creek, aud kept It as a toll bridge; also
kept a pubic House tor the accommodation or
travellers, tie was wealthy and tairly respected
by all, and owued slaves. He married a woman by
the name of , aud Had three sous, George
Travis Lowery, Allen Lowery and Thomas Lowery.
Allen Lowery, the lather or the bandit leader,

married a woman by the name of Mary Combes una
settled on ine soutn side of back Swamp, in a desert-lookingwilderness, ami was tne lather ol Patrick,Purdle. Andrew, Hlnciair, William, Thomas,
Stephen, Calvin, lleury lferry aud Mar*.
Old Alien Lowery was a good, peaceable citizen,

and well liked, lie was a great hunter in his young
days. WHu his neighbors.liarnes, McNair, Moore
and others.he was willing to share his last oenj.
All his boys were mechanics witn nim, aud tbe familygot on smoothly and industriously until tliesuinnutrnl imu wlit»n thrpA "Y mi Itam" nrlriniipru ou.

caped among many from tbe pun at Florence, S. U.
Tuey made tiioir way to tue House or Allen Lowery
and were comparatively sale, as nearly all tne wince
people were In Hie confederate ariuy and the state
laws would not allow tbe mulaiioes to euilsc in tue
ranks. Tbe ScuiUetowners were mustered In only
as cooks, Ac., or conscripteu to work on tbe breastworksubout Wiiniumion.
There is a story current that the Lowerys In the

Revolutionary War were tory bushwhackers, but it
Is also alleged that one of tue rauuly received a
United States pension up to the day he died. Some
of the boys were willing to enter tne Confederate
army, as their fatner had kept slaves, but their
proud spirits recoiled from working on the fortificationsamong the negroes. As lUe war progressed
and the Lowervsgot to understand it they sympathizedwith the North, and entertained at their
cabins its escaped soldiery from Florence.

a dkmocbat'8 admission.
Mr. Bruce Butler, an earnest democrat and a

prominent lawyer la Wilmington, said, in reply to
an interrogatory:.

-1 don't tnmk politics has anything to do with this
outbreak. It began in the war, when our impressingofficers made a requisition upon the free
negro settlement and pulted away these outlaws
or their relatives to work on our fortifications.They complained of the food, the treatment,
the work, and so form, and, I believe, the chici
outlaw ntmseli ruu away. Then there was hunting
made for nun und he got to lying out In tue woous
and swainps; next to stealing, next robbery. Murderand outlawry followed in time.bad begun grew
worse.lUat's my understanding of It.''

One evening at Lumberion 1 sat in the office of

Judge Leech, half a dozen gentlemen present, ami
they described old Allen Luwery. Tne disposition
generally manifested by tne white people oi Robeson
county is to put little stress upon inu murder of
this old mun, but to ascribe the crimes of henry
Llerrv bowery's baud to ngnicr causes and to separatethe motive of revenge altogether lrom his
ortences.
"The Lowerys," said one of the persons present,

"were always savage and predatory. By conductinga sort ot swamp or guerilla war miring the Revolutionthev accumulated considerable property, and
at the close of that war were landholders, slaveholdersand people of the soil. Then they grew <us*
slpated during Uio time ot peace, au<l tiicir laud
was levied upon to pay debts. Being Indians, witn
an idea that their uncestors held all this land m fee
.simple, tney could nut understand how it could be
taken from them, and for years they looked upon
society as having robbed them of their patrimony."

"Yes," said one present, "Allen Lowery brought
tne a case against a man who wished to sell a piece
of propertybe hail formerly owned, and he couldn't
be made tq understand that the man had a good
title for it. When they were holding the examination,just before tlicy shot him, in ltuss, the old man
pleaded in extenuation of tne plunder lound in his
house, that he had nevor been given lair play, but
had been cheateJ out of Ins laud. He said thui uis
grandfather hafi been cut across the hand In tne
Kevoluttou, fighting for the Mate, and that the
State had cheated all his family, lie had the Indian
sentiment deep in htm, of having suffered wroug,
and Impurtcd it to all his sous. Here Is sink,
iSinclair) Lowcry with tne same kind of notions to
tins (lay. Lie said a little while ago, 'We used tu
una all the country round here, but it was taken
from us soineuow.'"
"He was a good carpenter," said another, "and

brought all his buys up In iustrlousi.v. He built this
oiiice In wmch we sit. lie hail a peculiar kind of
eyes; they would prowl around your lace until you
got off your guard and then he would give you a

piercing look through and through. He had a heap
of mixed wulte and Indian pride, but 1 believe he
was wnipped at the wnipplng post once lor Mllertug;nut that was so far back in his youth that nobooy remembered it except by tradition. His son,
Muclair, married a white woman. Tlie Lowerys
ami Oxeiidim s were generally accounted the highest
families In scuilletowu."

"Well," chimed in another voice, "he was considerableoi a heathen and never went iniicn to
cburcu except very hue in life, when he became a
Methodist class-leader, old Allen married a girl
early lu lite and had one child, but beiug indifferent
or disappointed about her, he wandered off two years
to scum Carolina, and wncn lie returned, without
divorce or uoilca or any sort, he married a different
woman. Taking example from linn the first wlte
also man led a new man. By the soi out! wile old
Allen l.owery had all these children. Nobody ever
nad any complaint to make of litm or Ins boys until
the murder oi iiarncs, eight years ago."

THE yiHST MURDER,
Henry Berry Lowcry grew up with his father, a

carpenter and a humer. He was noticed to be a
boy ot good appearance, (pilot address, pleasing and
modest enough, but also to cnerish deep resentmentsand to readily take affront. Ills eves Had
hiuneii in them, and prompt to comu forth on provocation,the ha/.el Indian lights, anu when he was
ordered to the sana pits, below Wilmington, to do
laborer's duty, at the age of seventeen, he ran
away, and returned to (sculhctown, where he was
repeatedly hunted, and by none more than by John
A. Haines, his f»i her's next neighbor, and by J.
Iirant Harris, a white man oi bad character, who
domineered over Hcuilletown. lie remained lor
many months between the swamps ami the
shanties, una was Joined by hteve l.owery und other
relatives and acuuaiaiances. Lnahie to work for a
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living under these conditions, the parcv had to foi
age upon the whiten, and Huh, insensibly, forme
vagabond and desperate habits, In which, there
reason to believe, they found apt tutors iu som
escaped Union prisoners who had made their wa
from Florence, S. C., by the light of the North Stai
straight into Mcuftlctown, and who, to avoid cat
lure, hid in Bach ana Lumber .Swamps with tli
young Lowerys, Strongs and uxendines. Blood
example, the sell-reliance ol an outcast and db
taste lor peaeeiul pursuits soon overcame Uenr
Berry Lowery, ana he grew to hate the slave
holders ana to laentiry himself ideally with th
wrongs of all the mulatto settlement.

Bit 1ST HAKKIS.
This fellow was a bluff, swaggering, cursing, red

laced buily, entrusted by tue rebel county author!
ties with keeping the peace in ricuitletown and hum
lug up deserters and conscripts, and ne meumim
gained a penny by "farming a turpentine orchard,'
selling rum, Ac. lie looked like a slave dealer, am
was the terror of the poor wretches of .scuttletown
whom he used to flog, unroof and insult at will
being a libidinous wretch he took jmssession o
some of the lightest damsels in the settlement, am
one of these was courted honorably by a cousin o
young llenry Berry Lowery.

.Seeing the white man so much at the hut of hi
girl one or the young Lowerys threatened amoii|
his people to kill Brunt Harris If he did not let lie
aioue. This being reported to Harris ue was seize*
either with apprehension or rage, knowing, per
baps, Uie Indian qualities of the Lowery lads. Hi
tuererore put nimseir iu ambush to kill the lad win
threatened mm, bat by mistake shot the wronj
Lowery, the brother of tne boy he hunted.
This mistake made Brant Harris aware that hii

present peril was greater than before, tor he bat
now raised tue savage iro of all tue Lowerys ant
their Indian kin. He therefore seized both tlx
brothers of his victim as persons who owed inllltarj
service on the fortifications of Wilmington, and wai
deputed to inarch them from Scuiiletown to Lumber
ton. On the way tills monster deliberately murdered
both boys, and one of the threo, at least, was found
w ith ins skull lieaten in by a bludgeon. A fount
brother made ina escape to the Lowerys and Joined
Henry Berry Lowery, who vowed to kill Brant Uar
ns at sight.
The foregoing is thus Ingeniously paraphrased by

Colonel Wisnart in ills book said to be designed foi
publication, purt of which, iu manuscript, 1 hud the
privilege or examining:.
"A man by me name of Brant Harrla,wlio had beer

a sutior and turpentine merchant at Bed Banks, had
a dispute with the Lowerya (charged tobeuooui
stolen chickens) and he llnaily killed three cousiui
of lieury Berry Lowery, named Jarman, George ant
Bill."
Now, there ih no record that the Lowerys In ques

turn were not as respectable as Brant Harris, ami 11
was several years before lieury Berry Lowery'a vie
inns amounted to three.
Brant llurns weighed 280 pounds. His charactei

may be interred front the tuot tnat some of the
females of ills surviving family have given birtu to
mututto children.

TIIK JftrnDBR OP BARNES.
Before the fugitives in the woods and kinsmen ol

the Lowerys had dealt out retribution to Brant
Harris tue family of Allen Lowery uad become embroiledwith their nearest neighbor, a bachelor
named Joon A, Barnes. This Barnes wits a hue
hunter and could traok the tugitives with his practisedeye through the swamps, so that he was au
obstacle to them as well as aa enemy. The followingIs Captain Wlshart's version of tills assassination,the first in pointnf time committed by Lowery'a
baud:.

After the escaped prisoners from Florence reached
the Bcuffiotown district tney made the acquaintance
aud sought the hospitality or Allen Lowery'slamUy.lieury Berry, Stephen aud William Lowery,
wiBhlng 10 give their new friends good table lare,
went to the neighboring larm of Mr. Barnes, tueir
oldest acquaintance, and stole two of his best hogs,
two miles distant, carted tuem home and suited
them ulceiv away lor long consumption. Barnes
followed the cart track to Allen Lowery's house,
saw the remains of the butchering aud clcamug,
aud, gulling out an officer and a search warrunl,
swore to his mark on tue ears of the hogs, astound
on the rejected heads among the oitai. The three
youug Lowerys.Henry, Steve and Bill.were nowhereto be found.
Barnes requested old ifian Lowery and all his boyshcncelorth to keep off rns Uad or he should help to

iorward theni to tne batteries to work involuntarily.Here the struggle commenced and tnreats passed
and repassed.
on the 12111 day of December, 1864, while James P.

Barnes was golug to Clay Valley Post Office, u distanceof one mile (the Post Office at tne store or
Captain W. P. Mores), he was waylaid halt way by
H. B. Lowery, Bill Lowery aud (as supposed or
charged) by the Yaukecs aud shot. He lell with
twenty buckshot In his breust aud side, aud then
Heury Berry Lowery deliberately walked up to him
with a shotgun, and although Barnes cried, "Don't
snoot me again.1 am a dviug man," the young mulattoludiau. then uot more than sixteen or seven-
toeu years 01 aire, replied:.
"You are tue mau who swore to shoot me," and

flred another load luto lus face, shooting off part ol
the cheek. The whole party then crept luto tue
swamp and disappeared.
Home or the neighbors, hearing the shooting and

hallooiugr hurried up and heard the dying state
meat oi uarues that Henry Berry Lowery was lus
murderer.

THK PIHST BUR0L1KV.
Soon atterwa.r 's these young meu went to th<

house o< Widow MacNair tor tue purpose ol rob
blng a confederate colonel. The sick soldier titer*
lent his pistol to the widow, who wounded one o
the robbers, uud they carried hliu off to tolone
Drake's, some distance away, auu ordered Wide*
Nash, tue only person in the house, to attend to hiu
thl well, on pain 01 deatlu ihe man recovered u
perlect secrecy.

THK SBC'ONC VICTIM,
it now became iirant Harris' turn. The youni

Tuscarora who nan taken the first life without i
shudder.and that the life of a man generally re
pitted to be a good neighbor and useiui man.built
himself a "blind," or curtain of brush anil old logs:
and as Brant Harris rode by in nis buggy, neai
lime's store, in the earlv part of isti5, nc was rid
died witu bucksiiot. His horse ran away ant
carried him a considerable distance. Few people
sympathized with Harris, although all were now
aware oldue existence or a savage oaud of outlaws
in tho swamps, who resisted aua battled all meant

In the intricacies ot Hack swamp the army ol Gen

ALLEN LOWKKY'S OFFENCE.
At Scuffletown they found in the Lowery's guides,

informants and entertainers, who posted theui
as to tue status of the leading rebels of toe county,
the wealthiest homesteads and such other matter.'
as a rapacious soldiery would wish to know, borne
of the Lowery boys went out witn these troops and
brought home part ol the spoils. At this period ar
execution uad been levied on old Allen Lowcrv, hdu
his sou Bill was, at law, proprietor ol the house aud
ground wuere tue ol<l man aud his wife resided.
Bill had probably liau association witn that part ol
the lainily which liau fled to the swamps, but there
is poor testimony mat old Allen had ever committed
any robberies. His sou William, tue new master ol
the place, governed the old man, who was now
sixty-live years of age.

HKATI1 OF THE OUTLAW'S FATHER.
When Sherman's army hud pusscd on to Fayetteviilcuad Ualeigii the malignant rage ol tne peopie

of Uoueson county turned upon this old citizen ami
the helpless part of his family. They little kucw
what a youug demon they wore to arouse lor seven
ensuing years in the wild Doy who resided in the
swamps, and whose motto was to be inflexibly,
Blood for idood
They resolved that the Lowcrys were then c ornnuttcdadherents ol the Yankees, mat tue blood ot

llarncs aud Harris was unaccounted lor. and iliac H
was necessary lo make uu example of somebody In
bcuibeiown to teach them that the end 01 slavery
was not yet the colored man's triumph. Blind, tuconsiderate,brutal Ul-witl and cruelly were at the
boitom ol this inoveutcut. It started between
Floral College und wnat is now called bhoc Heel,
A member of the gang was a Presbyterian preacher
named coble, or Cobill, uu old apostle, exhortei
and charisce or slavery, and one 01 the leaders in n
was Murdoch Mucl.alu, who, hix years afterward,
tumbled out ol uis buggy, shot through uud through
by Henry Berry Lowery.
These, among twenty others, marched upon old

Allen cowerya cuuiu, tnm dragged out tue om
man and ills wile, and two 01 tho hods, louuu on
ttie premises, Sinclair and Hill. Searching tut
cabin, tliev found several articles said to Have been
incited Irom tue wane neighbors. Tins was justiiicatiouenough.
'lney carried tne old people off to a safe nook

and there went tnrough ttie larce of examining
them. The devii'a own priest.Coble or Cobm.got
a prayer ready to niuke at the execution, and tc
make tils noly i'6lr Hypocritically consistent, be
pleaded for tne lileof Sinclair Lowcrv. The negroes
say these white Ku Klux made tne condemned
people of the lamil.y dig tlielr own graves.

ihey stood the old man, at sixty-live years of age,
up beside Ins son, uoth or th'-m oudurtug tne ordeal
with Indian stoicism, and, by the light of biuziua
torches, as one account relates, shot them to death
with uuck shot and ball. Coble or Collll got off lilt
prater aud perhaps Ills gnu. lie!ore tney shot tut
r.micr and son nicy endeavored, with blanched
fear ol the vengeance ol the North, to make th(
poor old wile 01 Alien bowery corneas to some
justification for their act by pointing their pieces a
lier and tiring vodoys over net heud until »ue wui
nearly paralysed witn lear.
From a tnicKet near at hand flenry Kerry, the sort

or Allen bowery, saw the volley ilrcd wlticU laid hb
brother ami father bleeding on the ground. Then
lie swore eternal vengeance against the pcrpetra
tors of the act. Fourteen citizens have paid pan o

Mayor Hall ana one uay spent by counsel tor the
' prosecution in opening the case, It was with a feelingof reliel and anticipation that something of Interestwould succeed that the audience at the llrst
' opening of the proceedings yesterday heard the

burly Deputy Comptroller called to the stand.
Counsel on both sides were early in their places,

and busied themselves, belore the arrival of the
Chief Justice, with peering Into the contents of
huge bundles of legal documents una chatting
among themselves.

THE ATTENDANCE
was not over numerous, the apartment of the CommonPleas being only comfortably lilted. The utmostquietude prevailed throughout toe progress of
the proceedings, no interruption by outsiders, by
way of applause or otherwise, occurring to disturb
the dignified equanimity of the legal gentlemenTneMayor appeared bright and placid, and conversedwith Mr. PecKham, the opposmg counsel, in
a way that the sensation mongers despised.
At eleven o'clock Chief Justice Daly took his seat

on the bench, when the Crier or the Court of Commonpleas opened and adjourned that tribunal till
Monday next. The Crier of the General Sessions
then formally opened that branch of the judiciary,
and the business of the day was proceeded with.
