THE NEW YORE ELEVATED BAILROAD.

A bll ntroducod by Mr. Twomhly authorizes the
New York RElevated Ralroad—that which rons
along Greenwich etreet—to complele the consiruc-
tion of the road at any time withun Lwo years after
the expiration of the time beretolore limited for
that purpose, and to extend the road, with o single
o double track, norih of 100th street and west of
Eaghth avenue to Harlem River and Spuyten Duy-
v Creek, the route to be subject to the approval
of the Commigsioners mentioned in the act of 1867
incorporating the company. The location, structures,
rolling stock and moflve power may. be such as
those Commiseioners shall approve, previded ihe
supporting columns be of lron or steel and the track
pot less than fourteen feet above the surface of tha
mtreet. North of 10lsl street, however, the track
may be ialid on or below the surface where the
ground is high, or upon substantial trestles or
bridges wherd it is low, tlus suthority also being
subject to the approval of the Commissioners. The
rates of fare may be ten cents for each passenger

for any distance south of Filty-ninth street, ten cents
for any distance berween Fuiy-ninkh street and 125th

THE BATTLE OF ERIE

Proparations for the Struggle—Cheering Pros
peots of a Victory for the Right—A
Change of Base on the Part of the
Neutral Forcee—The Political
Aspect of the Contest.

ALBANY, March 5—Midnight,

The long suspense of the public concerning Lhe
Erle Raliroad questiva will be partially relieved vo-
morrow. ‘The subject will then be oat of the hands
of the commitiges of both houses and called up for
conslderation in the Senate and Assembly Chame
bers. In the Assembly 1t will bé Introduced
by the presentation of reports from the Standing
Committee on Rallroads, and In the Senate by a
resolution which Senator O'Brien intenls to intro-
duce, taking it out off the hands of the Judiciary
Comuristee, “ul which Senator James Wood Is
chairman, unless the committee should make a
report before the day's session closes, The Rall-
road Commiitee of the Assembly had two meeungs
to~day—one this morning and another this evening
—at wirleh the subject waa considered. A desperate
aund audaclous effort was made this morning by

THE ERIE RING CONBFIRATORS
to still farther postpone legislation on the sabject.
Boon after the committee had assembled a propo-
sillon was made to reopen the case for argument,
in order to permit Mr. Luoclus Robinson
to make & lnst appeal jn favor of the
present management. Altbough the sentiment
of the majority of the committee when last can-
vassed was understood to be favorable to the con-
spirators, the committee decided not to lsten to
any fariher arguments, even In favor of the railroad,
This actlon of the committee, taken in connection
witn other signs of promise, 1s interpreted as indica-
tive of aleaning rowards the side of the injared stock-
holders. The power of public opiolun seems to be
exciting its polent influsnce upon members. The
Erle people are marshalling all thelr forces and
using every artifice to induce the majority of the
committee to report a bl which, while It may
seem to gover the case, will yet leave untoncned the
essential points, and retain in power the present
managers, Within the last few days the miods of
certaln mempers, known as friends of Erle, have
been incllmng rather toward the slde of the radlcal
reform which 18 80 urgently demanded,
THE RING 18 LOSING GROUND,
