Mew Yori city charier. Nothing or special importancewai doue In either bouse, bus»a considerable
amount of routine business was transacted.
Among ^he new bills presented In the Senate were
some ol general interest and some affecting more
partictfiuriy the people of New York city.
A Mil Introduced by Mr. Tiemann proposes to

transl^r the powers and duties of the Regents of
the llfdverslty to the Superluteudent or Public instruction.It provides that on the 1st of July,
1872,, the Superintendent shall succeed to
all the rights, powers and duties of tho
Regents, so far aa they relate to the
smtersities, colleges, academics, seminaries,
common schools, normal schools and other schools
of this State. All the school property in the hands
or the Regents is to De transferred to the Superintendent,and tue custody of the cabinet of natural
netory and of the agricultural museum to be given
to the trustees of the State Capitol. The object of
the bill is to secure a more energetic administration
t educational affairs than we have hau under the

Regents. Of course, tho bill provides that whllo
the Superintendent shall practically take the place
of the Regents, he shall not have power to confer
degrees, grant charters nor legalize corporations of

< any kind.
kkkohh in our poi.ick courts.

Mr. Benedict presented a bill providing for the re'tnoval of the present Polico Justices or the city ot
New York and the appolotinent or others by the
Justices of the Supreme Court. According to the
sweeping sections of this act the terms of office of
the present Police Justices and of all the clerks and
officers appointed by iliem shall expire in twenty
days alter the date of its passage, and then the machineryol the criminul courts will bo
placed in the hands of ten Police Justices,to bo meanwhile appointed by tbo
Justices of the Supreme Court elected at the
last election. The salaries of the new Police Justices
is to be $7,two per annum, and their term of office
Is intended to be leu years, iiuwever, the ten ffrst
to be appointed are to determine among themselves
by lot which two ol them shall hold office for each
f me respective terms ol six, seven, eight, nine

and ten years; and when tuese terms respectively
shall expire the Mayor is empowered to appoint two
successors, who shall hold office lor ten years,
there are included in cue bill some provisions
touching a revival of the original powers of the
Court 01 special sessions, excepting, however, that
ail appointments wuica the act empowered the
Court to make shall be made by the Board of Police
Justices instead of by the C'uart.

M. He,ors, Thomas MoCloltaa and C. H. Wutrous.
Mr. lieo C. Iiessar, Mr. Glauhcnsklle and Dr. Uerke

Stephen H. Olin the Citizens' Association. AldermanFalconer and Assistant Aldermen Connor and

Mr. Glaiibensklee, In behalf or the German Rerorm
Associatiou, olTered a few remarks of a general

Oswald Ottendorfcr. tne nrcsidenr. Mr. Ulaubens-

was the next speaker, said tne principle of
minority representation was approved by tho committee.He deemed It a great reform. It was one
of the best means ol preventing repeating and cheatingat the ballot box. lio approved ol cumulative
voting, of permitting an eltctor to vote one or more
times, not more than nine lor ttie same party.
Tins system, tie said, like most othor reforms,
sbonld be tried thoroughly.

Mr. Oun was tne next speaker. He said he
represented

the citizens' association,
and that he appeared berore the committee with
grout reluctance to opposition to the charter of the
Committee of .Seventy. It was true that a large
meeting In New Yorx had endorsed tne
charter, but It was a very easy thing
to get a large meeting In New irorK.
His association at their last meeting haa proposed
some seventeen important amendments, some of
which he stated, lie thought the Committee of
Seventy, In their anxiety to obtain minority representation,had lost sight of some or the important
safeguards requisite for a inuuiclDal government.He thought the organization of the
Legislative Department was faulty. The majoritywould ucreafter elect the same class
of men that they had In the past. He
opposed tho system of only one board or legislation.
Here at Albany two branches arc very properly retained.A new class of oillcers every year was also
objectionable. He said that the proposed charter
divided the oity government Into live departments,but with general responsible heads, to hold oftlce only
ouo vear. The time was too short to be of real
yaluo or service to the public. The services of experiencedmen would be lost. Another objectionablereatnre was the power of removal from oitlcc
by tne Mayor. Since tnis charier was nrst publishedIt had been chaugcd, particularly as to the
tenor or the fire Department and I'ollce Department.It had been lengthened and the departments
unltea. This was

a hazardous experiment.
The old Police Department nad been a model for

the other clues of the country. He alluded to tlio
present hoard ol Uealth as highly serviceable,
under the proposed charter it would slug into a
bureau. Ho deprecated the consoliduttou of the
Department of Docks and Public Works. Thoso
who established tho Department of Docks would
protest against its being broken uown. Any attemptto consolidate the Dock with other departmentswould work great lujury. lie desired that
the new charter should give tuo city ol New York a
chance to try the principle of civil service reform.
As It Is all power is given to the Hoard of Aldermen,a most dangerous project, winch had beon
tried aud tailed. Various departments and powers
have been laken from the Common Council, advantageously,as he believed. Tno robberies in New
York had been committed in and by means or tho
Common Couucii.

the College of Pharmacy is here entirely ignored,
and the term is made synonymous and commensuratewith the whole hody ol druggists in the cliy of
Now York. To these, therefore, the management of
the law is to be entrusted. These men will elect
their own examiners, and wbat pledge have the
people that their rights are to be considered ?

Dr. u Leary stated that the present law fulfilled
ail the essential and common sense conditions of a
Pharmacy law by the provision which requires that
none but those who have given ubundant proof of
their competency to continue their avocations will
be allowed 10 practice pharmacy, and especially
that no one will be permitted to put up a prescription
without an attestation of such competency from
the Hoard of Examiners. The effect of a cnauge,
apart irom its being uncalled lor and unnecessary,
would be to shake public confidence in the practical
utility pf pharmacy legislation and uuqo the good
which had been done. The amount of labor performedDy the Hoard was enormous, as tne voluminousrecords presented by the Secretary of the
Hoard fully demonstrate.
The gentlemen representing the new bill eatered a

vehement protest against tlio Board, as there are
four practicing physicians ou the committee; but the
remonstrance against a change of tne law, being
signed by such incu as Van Huron, James R. Wood,
the two Flints, Thomas Addis Emmet, Lewis A.

Disappointment at the Failure of the Committees
to Report.Senator Wood on the Side of

the Stockholders.Senator O'Brien's
BUI,with Amendments, to be

Favorably Reported.

Much disappointment was experienced here to.

d&v because neither the Railroad committee of the
Assembly nor the Judiciary Committee of the Senate
presented reports to their respective bodies on
the all-absorbing snhject of the Erio Rail*
road. Jt was universally believed last night
that both committees would report this
mnrninrr hnraiiflit fiirfhpti* Hnlav tvnnhl hn

considered not oniv dangerous bat fatal to the reputationof those members of both committees who
sustain the cause of tho present management of
the railroad. Mr. James Wood, Chairman of the
Judiciary Committee or the Senate, has at last
succumlted to the pressure of public opinion and
has concluded to support the Repeal bill preparedby Mr. Soutlimayde and presented by
Mr. O'Brien in the Senate. This determination was
made known to-day and consequently Mr. O'Brien
retrained from Introducing the resolution which he
made up his mind to introduce, to take the subject
out of the hands or the Committee altogether.
