for an Injunction to restrain tne officers of the companyfrom lending money on tho stock, and obtainedone, on the strength or which they had visltedthe Firth Avenue liotoi during the course of the
night and offered the stock down to 63, hoping to
demoralize the "bull" movement at the opening of
business tnis morning. The fact reaching the ears
of the "ball" clique, the latter posted off to Brooklynat midnight, aroused the Judge from his slumbers,and induced him to listen to an argument,
wherein they adduced the example of the St. Panl,

"bulls" to mate a panic In (be shares. This morn1lng both parties met m the hall or the Board, aud
as the hour of ten waa striking the "bears" started
off with the sale of 1,000 shares at 60%, not
knowing that the "bulls" had procured a dissolution
or tne injunction over night. The latter took the
1,000 shares at 60%, and one ot their brokers instantlybid 02 for any part of 6.000
shares, getting 1,600 on the spot. The battle
now began In earnest. The "bulls" pushed the
stook up to 62%. The "bears" forced It back to 62.
Both parties rested at 62% a 62% and reconnoitred.
Eventually tho Legislative Committee was reported
as favorable to the bill reducing the Pacific Mall
capital to $10,000,000, and about the same time the
over-due AlusKa was reported to have arrived salcly
at San Francisco. The stock started off again and
sailed up to 03%, despite the frantic opposition
or the "bears." Our Boston telegrams
hi another column report the complete
triumph of tne Vanderbilt interest in
the annual election to-dsy lor directors of the Union
Pacific Railroad, and the subsequent choice of
Horace K. Clark for President, the vote for this
ticket having beon about eight-ninths of the capital
stock. The Scott party made no contest. Tne
shares of Union Pacific advanced to 36% on the
news, which had Its influence more directly elsewhere,however.viz., upon Rock Island and-Northwestern,which, aB the connecting links between the
Lake Shore and Union Pacific roads, were deemed
to be the next object of the Vanderbilt railwayconsolidation enterprise. Ilowmuch Mr. Vanderbiltbunsclf is really interested in all tbese
movements is difficult to say. ills friends
assert that he. Is not engaged in the many
plans set on foot by his ambitious sons-in-law, out
doubtless he regards them all with a pleased eye.
