The regular meeting or the Chamber of Commerce
was ti' iu yesterday at their rooms, in William street,
Viee President opdyke In the chair.
The Ctatmber declined to petition Congress for an

Appropriation to put into operation Colonel Cowan's
plan ot lightering vessels over bars, wnile approving
«f the general system as explained by him at tbe
kwt regular meeting.

Mr. oi'Dykb announced that a bill was now beforeCongress relative to the assaying of precious
metals, the effect of whicn would be to throw the
tasiuess into the hands of a moneyed monopoly at
(tan Prancisco, and nrged that the Chamber take
action. The bill was referred to tbe appropriate
committee, with power to call a special meeting to
make their report.

PHOPOSBD NSW TARIFF LAW.
Grorue W. Dow submitted tne following m snp-

port or a permanent tariff lav, which ne supplementedbj a orler speech. It was referred to the
Committee on Foreign Commerce, Commercial and
Revenue Laws, Ac., with power to call In others
for conrereuce, and report at the earliest opportunity:.
Whereas Id a period of about eighty vears there hare been

since the foundation of our present government.raising
and reducing the rates and maltlog articles Ires or duUable
ndcr the impulses of the times, and thirteen of these tanlTs

were made within ten years, twelve of which are In operationat the present time, while still another is Id contemptsUou;and whereas the frequent alteration* at the rates of
duty have ever been productive of senous annoyance aod
Injury to our country at large by continually
disturbing and unsettling the regular course oi
trade and by deranging tbe currency and otherwisebringing ruin upon the plans and establlsnmeots
engendered by previous tariffs, besides being an element of
inucb disputation and waste ot public time aud money to tbe
tells of Congress and the pohtica of tbe nation: aod whereas,
ta the opinion ot' the Chamber, the best good of tbe couutry
demands tbat ber tariff laws should hereafter be constructed
with more care and deliberation, and in reference to tbe turnoutstability and permanence that there should be a lull and
thorough lnvestigal on into all the Industrial departments In
order to properly understand each and every article In its
wsea and importance, and tbe various phases wherein it may
affect other articles or be affected by them iu their rates of
taxation, aud aiso in their relation to similar or competing
ones of homr production; and whereas tbe following
uggestionu appear to he applicable as a general outline

for meeting tbe wants of commerce In the formation
ot such tariff lawKirst, tbat all Imported articles should
he arranged under Hie heads- viz., those Intended to be elwar*dutiable, those intended to be always tree and those
wblcb ma; be amiable or free, a* the government exigencies
require. Second, that the number of dutiable articles should
be reduced to the smallest scale consistent with the receptionof a proper public revenue, and a due regard to an Incidentalprotection of those borne Industries which are deemed
west worthy and essential to the general good, because such
reduction, with an avoidance of all complex modes of assessment,would simplify the work und lesson the expensesot collections; also dimmish fraudulent and
smuggling importations and errors of constructionwith their attendant reclamation* sad lawnests.Third, that a good, expensive and liberal bonded
Warehouse system should accompany the tariff of duties.
Fourth, ihat everv dutiable article should be eo classified
that all wbich will bear one rate of taxation mav be put together.aiid so on In ibe different rates, from the highest to
the lowest; and in such manner that. If alter a lixeo period
f years, it Is found that more or less revenue is required, a

simple increase or reduction of a percentage on each rate
will aoeomplisb that object. Kiftb, luat when such changes

the rate* <d duty are made the fact should be publicly annoaucedat least one year before tney go Into effect, and all
merchandise then In bond should be treated as iresb importa-
Hons, subject nuly to the new rates of duties; tberefore

Kesolved, That the attention of the United States Congress
at Washington is respectfully afxed for the consideration of
the foregoing preamble, and it is requested to authorize a
eemmiuee, composed of suitable members from the different
sections of tbe country, with power to act continuously and
during recess of Congressional sessions until the work Is
ttnished, in order to collect from past experience and from
merchants, manufacturers, aericiUturists, miners and
titers ail the necessary information for the construction of
a comprehensive, ludiclous ami permanent tariff law; and
Congress is also urgently solicits I to make no more changes
to tbe rales of duty on imported merchandise until a new
law is deliberately and carefully made, as desired, and all
previous lartlf acts are repealed aud this great cause of nationalinjury and comp'amt is thereby removed.

Representatives at Washington, and that a printed copy ot
