The Underground Railroad lobby at Albany

have at length coaxed, bought or driven the
Senate and Assembly to report favorably on

their job. The committees of both houses are

said-to have agreed upon the Beach Pneumatio
Tunnel scheme, and this bill was reported on

Saturday In the Senate; but Mr, Whitbeck, of
the Houbo committee, is said to have found
something wrong about the matter, and so to

'chances now appear to be that the fight betweenthe rival lobbyists will become so bitter,

There are some honest and responsible
citizens on the Erie Railroad direction. They
do not share in the operations and the plunder
of the Ring, and are said to be powerless to
prevent them ; yet there is no doubt that they
are legally and morally responsible for
all the acts of their associates. If Gould,
Lane, Eidrldge and their immediate allies have
misapplied the funds of tho road, such directorsas Homer Ramsdell, George C. Hall, C.
J. Sisson, Justin D. White and John Gauson
must become individually and collectively
accountable to the stockholders for the deficiency,It therefore becomes an act of selfpreservationon their part, as well as a duty
to the community, to expose and resist any
dishonest or improper practices on the part of
their associate directors.

were crossed over the Rio Grande by Mexican

banditti, within thirty miles of Brownsville.
This is a fair sample of the depredations

constantly taking place along the line.
The thieves are organized in Mexico and

carry repeating rifles and pistols. They usually
make their raids in bands of about thirty

men. The band which recently crossed over

1,000 bead of cattle at Santa Maria ranche
numbered eighty men, who were commanded

by Captain Sabos Garcia, of General Cortina's
force.

GENERAL m'OOOK IN rCRSUIT.

General McCook, the United Slates Commanderin Brownsville, passed by the scone

of the depredation within half an hour after
the crossing of the banditti and narrowly
eecaned capture.
The immuuity enjoyed by the thieves is owing

to the fact that the country between the Rio
Grande and the Nueces rivers Is thinly settled.
Nine-tenths of the population consist of Mexican

bands, who cross over the border, roam,
rob aud murder at will. The ranoheros

(owners of ranches) refuse to grant information
regarding the whereabouts of the thieves,

through fear of beiug killed by the Mexicans,
and say that in the country to the Nueces
the banditti arc determined to drivo out all
the Americans by depredations.
On tbo Gth inst. Dionisco Cardenas, Mayor

of Matagorda, bought GOO head of the stolen
cattle recently crossed over at Santa Maria.
IIo has been engaged for years in the business
of buying stolen stock from Moxican thieves,
and is consequently very popular among his

countrymen.
PROTECTION OK RETALIATION.

The resolution of the meeting of stockholdersfurther states that the frontier has
been for years without protection, there being
no, cavalrymen from the mouth of the
river to Laredo. The meeting approves
of the protection of the fishing interest

and the PaciGc railroads, and asks

for a sufficient force of United States

troops, saying that unless this be granted the
law of self-protection will compel the Texan
stockholders to organize themselves into an

armed body in order to guard their families
and their homes from Mexican robbers,
although such action would probably bring
them into conflict with tbo horn.' governranet
and the Mexican authorities.
The feeling in the community is such that a

retaliatory iuvasion of Mexico is probable
soon, if no change in the present stale of

affairs along the border lakes place.
QUADRUPLE MURDER,

A Man Slrnngleit Hit Wife and Kills Ilia
Tlirce Children.

A borrtolo murder was committed six miles
northeast of tno city last night. A woman, named
Mary Marguardt, aged about thirty-live, and
three chlldreu, aged respectively six and
eight years and six months, are supposed
to have been killed by . the husband,
Leonard Marguardt, who is now tn Jail. The woman
was found tu bed naked, apoarently strangled. The
children were (ound on the bank of a creek somo
distance from the house. The two elder had been
drowned and tne infant's head was crushed. The
facts will be elicited at the inquest an Monday.

The Natlonnl Labor Presidential Ti.'het.
Opening lk« Campaign.

The Executive Committee or the National Labor
Reform Party, appointed at tue recent convention
at Columbus in February, has been In session here
for several days past, organizing and planning lor
tne campaign. Judge Davis, their nominee, lias
been in consultatiou witu tbem a great part of the
time In relation to the plan of operations to be
adopted. Although they are retlceut as to future
movements tnoy admit that th -y are going to work
vigorously, regardless of other element* that aro
expected to come la and support their candidate.
Commodious rooms ara to be engaged lor a uattonal
headquarters in tilts city, from whence campaign
documents aro to be sent out and the general work
of the campaign conducted. Judge Davis is in lull
sympathy with the movement, and is directing and
shaping its operations.

vessels registered in foreign counjjj'les allQyvod to registeras American vessels within two years'; fouri'i
steamships of foreign build of not less than one
thousand tons may bo purchased aud bo entitled to
American registers; firth, in caso of war all said
ships may be used In tho marine service by governmenton appraisement.
A Territorial Criun.The Interests of the

Territories.
Tho complimentary dinner given last night by the

Territorial Delegated to the President, Vico President,.speaker of the House of Representatives and
tho Committees on Territories, at Wclckcr's, was tho
first entertainment of the kind ever given. Tho
President sent a uote regretting that his absence
from Washington would prevent his attendance.
Delegate McOoriutek, of Allzoiia, presided.
Speeches were marie by Vice President Colfax,
Speaker Blaine, Senator Nye, chairman of tne Senate
Committee on Territories, and by Mr. Taifce, chairmanof the House Committee. Senator Schurz retiredbefore tho speaking commenced.

Speeches were also made by Delegates McOormtck,Hooper, Armstrong, ChatTec, Chapman, Claggett,Garflelde, Jones, Morrltt and Gallegoa, of bow
Mexico, the last named expressing his views In the
Spanish language, as being more familiar to him
than English. He was frequently applauded by ins
attentive listeners. Senators Hitchcock and Clay,
ton and Representatives Parker, McKeo, Prtndle
and Lowe also responded to sentiments In their
honor. Theto were present besides those above
named tho clerks of the two Committees on Territoriesand the clerks to the Territorial organization.
Mr. Riley, the Consul General of the Orange Free
States, and also a gentleman couuectod with the
press, responded to a toast on tuat subject. Tlio
speaking bad reference generally to the
affairs of tbe several Territories, Including
suggestions which would promote their Interests.Kx Speaker Colfax and Speaker
lilaine were oouipllmented by several of these who
addressed the com puny, for having on all occasions,
when In their power, afforded them opportunities
in the House for the presentation and transaction
of their business, and the members of the TerritorialCommittee expressed their disposition to, at
all times, do what lay in their power to advance the
Interests of the Territories. It was staled by Mr.
Telle that tne Delegates present represent an area

larger than the remainder of tne countrv, and predictedthat within the next ten years more mineral
wealth will lie discovered than In past years.
Hence it was Important that more aitcutlou bo
paid and Increased encouragement given
to the Territories. Some gentlomen thought
that the Delcgatos ought to have votes
on subjeots affecting their Territories,
while another gentleman favored a suggestion,
which had been matte elsewhere, to untie the inhabitantsIn sultlclont numbers for tne requirements
of the federal rates of representation, so as to secure

votes in Congress, the argument being presented
that along time must elapse before the several Territorieswill have a sufficiency of population lo bo
admitted as states In tho Union. Others said that
as the people of the Territories were taxed tlicy
should, according to the fundamental principle.! or
tree government, have propor representation,
which includes voting in Congress. All
the Delegates, however, agreed that they
had been treated with much consideration
and rcgardod the placing or Mr. Chapman, delegate
of the District, on tlio Committee for the District of
Columbia; Mr. Chaffee, delogate.of Colorado, on the
House Committee on Territories, as an advance In
the proper direction.the securing of greater facillInthe presentation or the business of the Territories.
Never havo the delegates of tbo Territories boon
more united than now to promote their respective
Interests. They have a Territorial organization of
their own, and hold frequent consultations. They
represent Individually botn political parties, but
aro a unit concerning the affairs of the Territories.
