The following letter, voluntarily prepared by tin

agcuts or the several steamship lines subscribe)
below, was received by Collector Arthur jester
day:.
To the Editor of tiie FIerat.p:.
We respectfully ask the use of your columns foi

contradictine some of the lalsc rumors which Itavi
Dceu spread with regard to the reorganization ol
the general order business, introduced by the ordei
of Collector Arthur 01 the uth Inst.

lly that order we are authorized to designate n
warehouse within a certain district for our genera
order goods, and. In availtnsr ourselves of thli
privilege, wo nteau to consult exclusively the interesta ml con ventenco or onr lines and of our cue
tomcrs. The Collector lias, however, only tnis dav
notuled us individually to designate the warehouse
to which we respectively acstre our goods to ui
sent.
Home of us hnd before this been called upon bj

various warehousemen or l>y their agents rortlu
purpose or having their stores designated by us
but in no case have we had any proof that t ties
were authorized or encouraged uy tho Collector tc
do so; on the couirary, we have ino strongest cvi
tlencc that such was not the ease, and that (lie Collectorwonld not accept noy ne-ignation not made
entirely ol our free win, or which might nave beer
made before the above-mentioned notification.
We also have the most satisiactorr ussttrancet

rrom the Collector i hatliis order will bo construed
In a liberal spirit, and that no obstacle will be
placed In the way or any steamship company that
might desire to designate a warehouse exciuslvclj
for its own uuci&lmed goods.
The districting of the ctly and the appointment ol

b certain warehouse lor eacn district are no dlsaovantageto the steamship companies, stive no such
company would think 01 selecting a wurcnouse dtstautfrom Its wharf. Tnat teaturo of tho system
was unnecessary as far as the steamship companies
re concerned, but it was unavoidable in order tc

provide properly for unclaimed goods brought by
ailing vessels and transient steamers, wtticn could

not, without inconvenience, 03 allowed to select
their own warehouses.
The selection made for district warehouses, althoughit does not concern us particularly, in out

opinion nas itecn made wuit a uue rcjuu io iu«
convenience 01 all importers. ,,,We also have the assurance of the Coliecor ma1
the clause of lus order saying that warehouses onet
designated by stourashlp companies will not Di
changed except for cause Is not to be construed ai
tying mo steamship companies down to auv ware
house, but is intended to protect the Coiiectui
against changes proposed ou frivolous grou
Tuo only objection which we can make to ue Col

lector's plan consists In the clause la which he pro
poses to disqualify »he steamship companies am

.
their agents irorn managing the warehouses fo
their own account. This point tho Collector doc
not feel authorized to grant, and he desires to awaltho renort of tne senate committee.iiie steamship companies, on ihe other handwniie stiii hoping to have tnat question decided ntbelr favor, cheerfully accept tne undoubted advantages oflered hy me plan proposed, aud desire tgive it a inir trial. 4
