About his decease were several
singular circumstances which induced a suspicion
of foul play In the mind or County Physician Dodd.
I'arlsey, it appears, had been on a periodical drunk
for a whole week thoono belore last. Yesterday a

week ago a man named Wyman found him iu the
street druuk, with his eyes closed and Up cut.
Wyman took him to his home In Kelly's
court and kept hint there all night,
They had beeu Ultimate. Next day
Parisey whs so low that W.vman got frightened and
at once notified the police to have him taken to the
hospital. This was done. Captain Dwyrc In
sirncted the officer to inquire of the hospital
house physician what condition the man was In.
The pu.ysiclau told him not dangerously, but
only tno result of hard drinking. on
Friday, however, the man diou. At the
inquest Br. uodd testified that the janitor of M.
Michael's Hospital had asxed him ror a burial cerllflcutc,nut, irom a conversation hud with aim, declined,and suspected foul play of some species.
Parisey had been delirious previous to decease and
had to be tied down in bed. Yesterday morningthe Doctor had the body removed
to the dead honse. He made preparationsto hold a post-mortem examination,
bnt learning that one had aireauy beeu held la
violation of law, and without any warrant of
autnority by the hospital physician, lie desisted.
Alter examining a number o( witnesses the jury
rotired lor deliberation and returned a verdict
"tbat death was caused by inflammation ol tne
brain, resulting from intemperance and exposure."
