bill is at present under consideration before the

Committee on Health In the Assembly, having for
double aim the repeal or laat year's law creating a
board for the examination or druggists and their
olarkB, and the substitution thereror of a scheme at
onoe disastrous to the interests of onr city and
eminently hurtful to the progress of an Important
branch oi the healing art. Nine months ago the
present Board, with a chemist or renown at its
bead, entered upoa Its career andlabored strenonsly
to weed out from the ranks 01 tne drug prolession
the ignorant and Incompetent. Tne lair, effective
and Impartial administration or the law by tbe gentlemenappointed to carry out Its provisions wontheunanimous approval of the press and the people
and inspired the contldenoe thai at last we were to
be proteoted axalnst the fatal errors of shop lads
who, after drawing you a iflam of aoda water, often
Impregnated witn the salts of lead and copper,
would rusli to make strychnine piua or Bell yon an
ounce of oxalic acid for epsom salts. But no conaclentlouswork was ever yet accomplished without
.opposition, and tne cloud no bigger than a man's
flat which first darkened the horizon of the Board
gathered volume and grew darker as, day arter day,
the uuwelcome tidings were boruc to proprietor or
olerk that the Commissioners would be pleased to
have another interview with him, as the first had
not proved satlsfaotory. Their opposition at last
foana vent In the following fraudulent though cunninglycontrived device:.A jackdaw, tricked out in
the gorgeous plumage of a peacock, pecked at tho
legislative doors, saying, "(Jonuemen, 1 am the
College of Pharmacy, to which institution alone the
administration of the law regulating pharmacy
should be entrusted." Now It is acknowledged that
the OoUego of Pharmacy is a useful and venerable
institution; but, consisting as it does of tho professorsand the students in aotual attendance, It Is
entirely different from the college of pharmacy in
the projected law. There exists la New York an
association of druggists who have sought, nnder thenameof "members of the College of Pharmacy," a
eerm of respectability which they could not otherwiseattain; but when it is considered that the
terms of admission are four years' experience in
the business, the annual payment of $ft and the
haopy possession of a good moral reoord, It will be
readily Been that the educational standard of the
association is not necessarily very nigh. The professorsof the college are not members of tbla
society, and but a small proportion are
graduates in pharmacy. Sorely the name "Collegeoi Pharmaoy" is a gross misnomer In
sooh connection. The effect, tnerefore, ot the
proposed scheme w ould be to enirust tbe execution
of the law to a society which will be commensurate
with the whole body of druggists In the city or New
York, Just so soon as the inducement to have a voice
In tho election of their own examiners will have
drawn them all to its standard, and we snail nave a

corps of examiners necessarily servile and dependent,as their duty shad be 10 examine those to whose
suffrages ilie are entiled to their position. In sucn
an event what pledge will our citizens have that if a
oouflict ol interests shomd arise between tnern and
i>uo uiugguui tuo; mv ur» iu ire vuuwnivi «uu

suoh a coniltot is being conuniiailj waged, (or uotliingmore concerns tbe public weal man thai suitableopportunities lor study snould bo furnished
those who are preparing 10 become skilled pharmaceutists;and yet the Xoreinost druggists o( this city
are tbe most lormidaule bar to this end, since tue
reoords ot the present board contain me names of
leading men who have refused permission to their
cierks to gain that knowledge without which it was
Impossible to obtstu a license. Kven one ol the professorsol tUe college of Pharmacy has complained
wltn disgust that students, by order ol tnelr
employers, left tne bencues oqrore the leoturos

- were hall completed to resume work behind
the counter, lest the till should remain
untitled, and not a few have stated to
tbe examiners that they could never hope to pass
an examination, as tney could not, without loneitlugtheir positions, attend the lectures to which one
college lu this city offered to admit thern free of
charge; while the names of many clerks can be iurnisnedwho were iorced to relinquish their places
In order to prepare lor appearance beiore the Board.
If under the pressure ol law these gentlemen have
been socuary in affording faclnuea for education to
their ycuug men, what are we to expect when, as
their miscalled law provides, they "snail transact
all business pertaining to the tezal regulation ol tue
praouee ol pnarinacy ?"

It is no tault of the professors or the College of
Pharmacy, men in every instance of distinguished
suiuuus, luau 111 grtuiuuie* wiiiuu uio iuai, ioiij
fears do not exceed a paltry two hundred. Tito
penunousuess which In lite past has contnbuied to
10 despicable a result bore approoriate iruit in this
latest refusal ot mau> druggists 10 permit their employesto attend leoturos, with tue view or preparingthemselves for examination. The success of
this scheme would be to put a premium on law defiance,for the engineers or the bill are, in most Instances,tnou wno are llagraut violators of the law,
so that those who have borne me brunt of battle
have paid their fees and have submitted to an examinationwhich they knew to oe rigorous and
searching, will now reap the reward ut their regard
lor law and order by seeing lawlessness exalted
and law- breakers made the depositaries of a most
sacred trust. What guarantee are we to have that
suoh men wdl discharge their Important duties nnfiartlallv,or what confidence are we ever to possess
n the practical utility oi pharmacy legislation 1
Indeed, if the pressing duties of the Distuot Attorneyallowed somo of the mutinous advocates of the
new bill would have other occupation than taking a
hand at legislative bungling.
The leading physicians of the city have pronouncedui lavor of the law as It stands, and, surely,

It was not without a due consideration of the case
that such men as Hammond, Hamilton, sajre, Parker,Van Buren, Hen&cuel, Noycs, itumsteud, James
R. Wood and otner medic.it men of the highest
standing have recorded their solemn protest agaiust
tbs proposed cnahge. To the eilorrs ot the membersot the medical proiesslou wc are already indebtedfor the law against the importation or foreigndrags, for the establishment of a ooard of
health, and for important measures intended to
promote medical education, uud the Legislature
khouid not now neglcot to offer them ine assurance
that their numerous ana valuable prescriptions,
wrliten lor the most part to meet urgent emergencies,shall bo entrusted to none but thoso who possessproper attestations oi competency. Fortunately,
a majority ot the committee on Health in the Assemblyare highly educated physicians, and to
them the people oi New York look tor the maintenanceoi a law on which vital interests depend.
The new bill found strong advocacy lu tne senate,

as the chairman or tne committee on Health.himselfinterested in the drug business.was InstrumentalIn drawing np tne document. Another
Senator had been for many years legal adviser to
tue "members of the college of Pharmacy," and a
third Senator, educated as a wholesale druggist,
probably bv mistake stated, Just as the bill was
aboat to be put to a final vote, that the preaineat of
tne existing Board of Pharmacy nad withdrawn all
opposition to its passage. The other Senators.a
bare quorum.who voted In favor of the bill did so
Influenced by the statement of Senator Tieinann,
and not aware of the canning fallacy whtcn the
name "College of Pharmacy" cioaked. It now rests
with the physicians on the Committee on Health in
mo lower notice, lor wnoae beneut 1 nave exposed
tDU frand, to Hold their professional lieritoge id
faithful custody, and, voided by the light which Tor
centuries has wisely regulated the practice of pharmacyunder government supervision In forelga
countries, to establish a wholesome precedent lor
the other states o( the Union. Mbbic US.
