THE BAKPALL'S ISLAND MURDER.
Coroner Toung wtli on Saturday morning nold an

iquest in the case of Samuel Calvert, late an overjfrutiheHouse of Keiuge. Iiandull's Island, who

The judiciary Committee resumed their Investigationsoi Hie charges against Judge Daruard yes
ten ay morning, at ten o'clock. There was a tolerablygood attendance or the members, as Messrs.
I'rincc, Tildea, Miles, Flamiuer and Vedder were all
present. Messrs. George Tick nor Curtis and Kufus
F. Andrews were present during the examination,
protecting the interests of Ju 'gc Barnard, who was
unavoidably absent
The rrat wltncM called was Mr. William Mitchell, exJndgeof the Supreme Court. The wHiieai was questioned us lo the

condition of the Ju Hilary during Ills term ol oOice compared
wnh that of the nresent.
Mr. Mitchell Mated that In hli opinion the Judiciary as a

whole hud deteriorated considerably during the past tew
years. He always considered Judge Barnard an honest,
uptljit Judge, ot great ability and quick perception, lie
may he Inclined, like most men, to favor his friends, but, on
the whole, wluie.-s was ot the opinion that lie bad the continenceof the member ! of the Har.
The next wlluess called was Mr. A. A. Low, who was examinedto somo length In reference to tne public feeling upon

the general udiuintMratloo of justice in this city. Mr. Low
slated that he was of the opinion that there was a derided
and general feeling of mistrust in is:ard to the uct'on of the
Judiciary In this city, and he also thought that feeling had
spread abroad across the ocean, haying the cfl'ect to depreciatethe value of American securities In foreign markets.
Mr. Jthlward l>. Black then gave some testimony nl an unimportantnature, chielly In reference to some docaments

that were produced before the cimuuttee.
Mr. Adolp l.cvinger, an attorncy-at-law, then testified that

in 11S7U he was cuuuscd for Messrs. Stelnbardt A Funk, and
appeared before Judge Barnard to apply for an Injunction
to rcsiraiu the foreclosure of a chattel mortgage; Judge
Barnard refused to giant the Injunction without looking o.vr
the pupers; Stelnhaidt alterwards asked the witness for
tne patnws and auhl he could get the Injunction granted ; the
papers were read by Judge Kornaru and the Injunction
granted; witness said that the manner ol dealing justice
was not exactly correct.

Douglas Taj lor, Commissioner of Jurors, was oxnmlned In
reference to the injunction grautcd by Judge Harnurd on the
application of Tom Kcolt. Witness made application to vacatethe order and offered its cause that Judge Barnard was
a member of Tammany Hall and consequently an Interested
party. Wit ess stated that as far as lie knew Ju Ige Barnard
Was an upright man, not inlliience I by any pecuniary relations; he certainly talked a great deal an I was given to
cracking jokes In Chambers that could be dispense I with ;
the .Tinge also was rather peculiar 111 dress and inan er, not
exactly what one would expect trom a Judge of the Supreme
Court; be ha I heard Judge Barnard say more things about
himself than be had ever heard against him.

Mr. Compton, a lawyer, then letdilied In relation to a suit
of Shepherd against Thompson and John A. Mull. An allowanceol IH1.HU0 was made by Judge Barnard to DuO and his
counsel, which witness thought excesMve.
Judge Tracy, of the Marine Court, was then examined In

reference to some pecuniary transactions which be had with
Judge Barnard. On the examination of bank accuuntB It
came to light that Judge Barnard had received a check lor
$ti,u00 from Judge Tracy. The witness explained the matter
very simply, it being the returns of the sale of some real
estate in which Judge Barnard, Mr. Iltggins and witness
were Jointly Interested. Judge Tracy gave dales and produceddocuments in corroboration of his statement.
Mr. T. D. Sherman was then exu mined to some length In

reference to the Albany and Susquehanna ease, alter which
the committee adjourned the Investigation of Judge Barnard's
case until Saturday, at ten o'clock A. M.

The Archbishop of l.lmn.

Lima, Tern, Feb. 28, 1*72.
On the nun irst. the venerable Archbisnop of

Llina, Don Jose Sebastian tioyeuecbe y Uurreda,
departed this lire (or a belter.

Tlie event watt not unexpected, for the Archbishop
bad a short time before received a severe Injury,
from whlcb tne physicians declared he could not
recover, bnt nevertheless the gnei in Lima la universal.Dr. Uoyeuecbe'a life la marked by somo
very peculiar incidents, or a moat distinguished
family, possessed of immense wealth.his personal
property uinouuting to upwards of twenty millions
of soles.he stead lastly refused to gratify the wishes
of his parents, who desired him to follow a military
career, and at an early age ne entered the Church.
This was during the Colonial period, shortly after
tne decisive victory oi the pn'riots over the Span-
iar<iB uoyenecue wan rnuue uuuop or Arequtpa,
which lmporiant post lie held lor rorty-one
years, sod ou me death or Dr. Pusque!,
la ihoo, be «as promoted to the Archbishopric of
Luna, lie had the boiior ol bein if at tne Hame lime
the oldest bishop and Archbishop, the tlrst in rcsura
to tank, and the second with reierence to nls age, in
tho Catholic Church. Still the Arcubisbop met wltb
some misloriunes. While bishop or Arequiua, in
the midst of one of those numberless revolutions
wuicti have aiitlcted Peru, a peuuilesa cbiciimu imposeda forced loan or f loo.oou upon him. Although
he had the required sum at bis disposal, the liisiiop
demurred at tne payment and tied iroin his dloccse,
leaving the revolutionary general IU sad straits.
Poriuuuioiy me government triumphed, and the
laiihlul or Arequipa agalu welcomed their pastor.
The inuueuse wesltu of fir Uoyeneche has
never heeu employed except for ills personal
beneilt. in spite of bis spotless lite ana many
virtues avarice was au inherent vice. Pearlul of
loss irotn tno civil disturbances in Peru, his money
was deposited in the bank, of England or invested
in the most excellent or tho loreigu securities, »ud
now pusses to his immediate (aiinly.

'The grand old
cathedral.prooauiy the lurgest church in America.wassumptuously ornamented; its immensely
nign wans, nung witn black ana silver, ami the catalul(|iieu(ioii which the body rested covered witn
a veivet pall, studded witn silver star*. Tue magnificentaltar service was displayed-chalices ul goldand jewels; candlestick* tea lcei in height, of pure
silver, and iliu vestments lor widen Hie Cathedral is
renowned, appeared to dazzle the multitude 01 admirers.A ctioir lornied lroin the priucipal urnsts of
tue city sang t lie beauiliul music ot tno
requiem mass, and the iuueral oration was
delivered by me most eloquent preacher iu Luna.
U is true that tue ceremony, las.iug from eleven
till lour o'c.ock. became rather tiresome; stid the
President and ins escort waited until the nod/ was
placed in the vauiis, uear to the spot where repose
the reinaius or pizurro. A division ui troops oi ail
arms wad stationed in (lie pia/.a, and at intci vols
discharged volleys of musketry. The oells of the
churches and tne guns ol the Port or bail La t atulniu
added to the solemnity of tue scene. The amount
ol wealth left uy the Archbishop is variously stated

William Sell Icy.
William Schley, one ol the oldest, ablest and moat

honored of Maryland lawyers, died in Baltimore
Wednesday morning. William Schley, who was
for nearly half a century a familiar presence in the
Dalllmoie court rooms, was born In Frederick,
October 31, 1709, and was consequently in hia
seventy-third year. His great grandfather, Thomas
Schley, was one or the first settlers in the valley of
the Catoctin, and there manv or his desceudanty
remain. Tne subject of this sketch graduated uly
>assau Hall (College of Now Jersey), in 1821, aud took
the first honors «olus in every department or study.
Shortly afterward she entered upon the study of the
law, and being called to the bar In 1824 commencedthe practice of the proiesslon in Frederick
county. There Mr. Schley continued to reside
untu 1837, enjoying an extensive practice In that
and the adjoining counties of the circuit, in 1837
he removed to Ualtimore, wnerc he speedily rose to
great eminence in his profession. Prior to
his removal to Baltimore Mr. bebley married
u VI uviivibi nuiuvi iiiii^huhi, Ui VUlItU*

Cheague Manor, in Washington county, Maryland.
This iudy. who died in June, 1870, was a sister or
Major Ringgold, or the United mates Army, wuo
was killed at the battle ot Palo Alto, May, 1846, in
the Mexican war, and also oi the late Rear Admiral
Caiwahader Ringgold, of the United States Navy.
Jn 1836 Mr. Schley wns elected a member or the
Senate of Maryland and served throughout the
entire session or 1836-37 and part ot the
session ot 1837-39, when he resigued in

consequence or having removed his
residence to Baltimore, and also with inc intention
of giving his attention more closely and unrestrictedlyto his profession. In 1830 (lie question ot coustuutlonalreform created great agitation uiroughoutthe Stair. As Chairman cl the Judiciary committeelu the sena'e, and more especially as
Chairman of the Committee on tne constitution, Mr.

witu Utile, If any, abatemeut or his lornierpowers aim nouo wna'ever ot Ills professionalspirit and zeal. In personal and socl u intercoursene was disttnguWtie l by a winning courtesyof manner, and to the younger members of
the profession he woh uniformly kind aud coustderute.lie was one or the lew remaining links betweenthe lawyers ol the last generation aud or tuo
present uay.

Since the labor party held Its convention there

has been much speculation as to the position its
nominees will assume in the Presidential canva-s;
