Hew or the Oroves of Dlarnoy. and near the fatuous
Blarney Cast e, ana Is a point of peculiar interest,
from the fact that here the lloniau bath was llrst
established in the ltritish lsie, whero It tiad exist-
encc nearly two tnousanrt years before, when tho
country was possessed by tho Itomans.

A MODERN EXPERIMENT.
Dr. Richard Heater, assisted by David Urquhart,

was tho llrst to develop to the residents the therapeuticadvantages or hot air on un extended scale.
Dr. Denier had tested the virtues of hydropathy
and had found thcui real and tangible, but when ho
found hot air he hail changed in the treatment of
acme diltlculiles from the post horn to the electric
telegrapn, and in the treatment of chronic conditionsfrom the stage coach to the locomotive.
What hydropathy would require several days to

accomplish in acute dimculues may ortcn be accomplishedby hot air In a single bath, and in chronic
conditions, where hydropathy would tako many
months, as much may be usually effected in as
many weeks.

If the success of hot at? as a therapeutic agent
may be measured by acres, a tract of land scarcely
less than Central Dark In extent, with hills and
groves and streams of running water, with a completevdlQge of Turkish baths and a succession or
sanitary structures, we may say. that hore is a most
potent agent whtcu, In one spot uc least, has come
in some sort to be appreciated.

We saw the first rude bath, now little better than
ruin, aud here in three successive structures can

building of generous proportions towering like a

Drowning excellence, and leaving those who have
Ken nothing uetter to supposo mat herd lutlo Is
left to achieve In hot air architecture.

we next paid our respects to the Turkish baths or

Dublin, llere we found two quite largo establishmentswlncu exhibited unmistakable Higus of prosperity.
THE LONDON HUMMAH.

From Dublin we weui to London, and lost no
lime In finding the Hummam, in Jermyn struct.
THih establish men t has been constructed somewhat
upon the Turkish models. Yet some of the leaturesof the Roman oaths have been introduced.
In regard to ttie Huuimam 1 must confess ip considerabledisappointment. It is not su Itrgli, so vast
In ns proportions or so extended in its appointmentsas 1 uud been led to suppose. The dressing
rooms have no privacy and the swimming bath is
loo much exposed. The cooling room admits of
adequate ventilation, and this is true of the first
heating room, wInch, however, is accomplished at
the expense of too iow a temperature.not much
exceeding loo degrees. The holier rooms have
little or no provision ior ventiiaiioii, and me neat
has a smell ol coke, winch is by no means agreeable.The ho'teat room is 111 tie better tiiau a dungeon,is entirely without ventilation and is kept
rather as an adveriiscment tnan ior use. This establishmentlias oilier laults, which need not be
enumerated. It is, however, altogether the best
baili iu London, and financially has een a success,
while It has conferred benefits physically, mentallyaud morally which cannot be estimated.

OTHER LONDON 1JATIIS.
Next to tills In importance ih the bathing establishment.near London bridge, ami, asnie from its

lubterruutan features, lias many merits, llicre nro
In Lqndon at least a hail (to/,eu other Turkish baths
ot more moderate pretensions, which are no doubt
doing good service in the cause ot physical regeneration.One is situated in Newlugfou nuns, near
tne tabernacle In which Spur jeon preaches, and In
which, it he bathed, he wouid he saved much suilcrlugfront chronic gout.

PARIS.
After seeing London and Its environs pretty thoroughlywe weni to fans, winch, not.withstanding

Its despoiled condition, has no equal in the multipiicitvof its attractions, it is rather surprising,
however, that 1'arts, so rich lu art, iq luxury, 111
science, should have been so toug w iuotii a not air
battling estaolishineni.
We visited several hydropathic establishments,

Which exhibited unmistakable signs ot prosperity.
The late Emperor has been greati.y beneilted by
this mode of treatment, w hich has doubtless had a
tendency to popularize hydropathy in Prance. Wo
visited the quite large establishment near the Arc
de lrloinphe, which is provided with a large pond,
over which a crane has been constructed. The Invalidis placed lu u chair, swung over the water and
let down into the aqueous element, thus bringing
relief to a class of invalids that arc hard to bcucilt
by ordinary measures. Moored lu the heme, near
the bridge of concord, which crosses near the lullerics,is a frigate, widen in Itself Is quite a completesanitarium, it uas hot uud coin, fresh and
salt water baths, vapor and medicated baths, medicalgymnastics and the French system ol massage,
winch has of late become very popular. It lias also
a restaurant.

l'ARIS TO Wl'NICH.
From Paris we went to Geneva, and a charming

Ball of one hour took us to Evluu, watch in consequenceof Us mineral springs and naming advantageshas uccoiue quite a resort lor lnvauus.

By way of Munich wo proceeded to Vienna.
Vlonna is yet without a hot air bathing establish,
ment, a want which we irust will sooner or later no
uuplted. We would have remained longer, but a
heavy ralti set In and we were glad tp be steaming
towards pleasant weather. Leaving > teuiia ny rad
we reached Peslh, the capital of Hungary, tne same
evening. Here we were detained Horn Friday until
Monday, as the boats descending the Huuuuc run
only twice a week.

tne government, aim it oiny requires a few
kreut/.ers to indulge in Mils retreading luxury.
a siiin not exceeding six of our pennies. At one of
tuem I was iniormed by the attendant m charge
that tlicy bail on some occasions received as many
as three thou and bathers per day. Tnero are oilier
baths more luxuriously appointed, wttn separate
apartments lor ladies, tin iho easterly side ol the
palace there Is a very popular burning ostaolisnmcnt,hating gymnastics associated with bathing.
iwo large swimming baths, one of wnlch is Kept
exclusively lor lnoies. Attached to tins establish-
nient are exteurive mineral baths, with hotel ao
commodatious, and wttu large grounds and extcn-
Btvo groves.

We left Constantinople on the Austrian steamship

a few days stay we returned to London, and uy
me aid oi l)r. Le.urcd, 1 was fortunate enough
to secure a royal octavo volume entitled "ISatiis oi
the Hoinans." The worn Is written in Kngllsu and
French, aud contains ground plans, trout elevations,with exterior aud interior decorations. The
book is loo years old, is hard to llnd, auu Is correspondinglyvaluaole.

LEAMINGTON.
We visited Leamington, which Impressed us as

one o( ti:e most attractive spots in England, which
Is rendered still more attractive by Us acumens to
Kotulwortli anil WennecK castles, Stony Abbey and
Htratlord-on-Avou, all of which wo visited. Lo.iiu-.
lngton lias an excellent Uot air oathiug establishmentwnicn belongs to the city.
Kroai Leamington we went to Ohcstor, which wo

fouml singularly antique, abounding in Roman
antiques, among which wo saw ail original Roman
batn. Aiier remaining one night at Chester wo
went to Liverpool, whicn has two hot air bathing
establishments, one or which is situated on Mulberrystreet, and is one-of tbe best lu England. TUo
next day we embarked for New York.

lu conclusion 1 will merely add that though this
cRy cannot boast imposing structures devoted to
bathing, she may congratulate herself upon tne
fact that her citizens can, within her limits, secure
better baths of higher temperature, with better
ventilution and more skilful snainpoolng.and tnese
are tuc vital requisites ol a batn.than can be found
lu uuy other city, ancient or modern. As New York
Is abundantly supplied with charity Hospitals I
would suggest that here Is an opportunity for some
wealthy citizen to make a bequest for the erection,
endowment aud maintenance of a hot air bathing
establishment, which, If properly constructed and
conducted, would bo an in dilution ol immeasurableusefulness, and one which would keep the name
fit thn ilnnnr in tf»n ara.!nfn 1 rnmnmhru r»i»n nf mil.

fabled car of Juggernaut. Tho meetings of tho
Nineteenth Ward Relorm Association still display
unremitting zeal in the matter ol debate, but not
so much in the way of business. However, it must
be remembered that the methods of securing tho
popular will urc devious and intricate and very apt
to tie puzz.itig to honest ciu/.ous. 1. ist evening the
report ol uie committee sent to Albany to ratner
the bill prcnareil by the ussociauou was made by
their chairman, Mr. MeCook They had been 111 the
proseuce of the Kailroad Committee ol tho legislature,and, ho tnought, had mude a strong impressionin favor 01 thetr cause. Mr. MoCool further

of art, and exhibits hlmselt at the small charge
of twenty-llvo cents, which princely outlay furnishes
him with couvcrsatiou for a wnole week, for Siuliu
cau enlarge on the charms of art.the mirror of
nature, &c..but Jones, who buys pictures, though
he cannot always taut ot them, dislikes to hear
Smith dilate on the merits or mayhap criticise the
shortcomings of the work that he has paid lor, and

The Hod y of the J>Iinsinu IIIno Itecoverrdt'oronei'MIiujuesi.Tjc Cnunu ol the l.'xpln
kion Vet it ftlyotery.
The scene of the boiler explosion at Trenton I

simply a mass of ruins. With the dawn of da.
yesterday came a large crowd in search of th<
missing boiler attendunt, llenr.v llughcs. They hat
not loug to wait, for toe body of the unfortunati
man was found about t wenl.v-flve leet from the uei
ol the boiler. There were no bones broken no

were there any marks of violence save a cut on tin
upper Up and scratches on three of the lingers, tli
was ihlrty years of age, ol very steady habits, am

married, but he leaves no cmldren.
Tuc two boilers that exploded were each abou

forty teoi. 111 length, and more tliau tuc half or eacl
was swept away.one to a distance of loa leet am
the other l&o leet. Tho latter tell close to a black
smith's shoo, scaring one man, Cornelius Wagner
so badly that he jumped through a small window,
The smith had just leit his loruc and was workup
at the anvil. Heams three leet in clrcumlercnc
were hurled to a distance of 200 leet.

mcmoer of the First liuptlsl church ; thesi
boilers were put In new ou the 1st of Janu
ary last; we have no glasses to show tht
heighth of the waier. and they were worked at t
pressure of eighty pounds; tney hud Morris A Tuskei
salety valves, which were fanteued lo work at eighty
pounds: tliey were tried m the regular way to see i
they stuck or not, and were iouinl perfect; the watci
was entirely under deceased's control; ho (deceased
never undertook to deal with the salety valves
and lie could not increase the pies-lire il he warned
the old valves would go up to 1J0 pounds
hut we put those away ami got these; I don't know
what pressure was put upon ihe boilers when ibej
were tried; they were Bred by the waste heat of i
furnace that passed under iticm; I don't know
whether the deceased has any practical know ledge
as an engineer or not; we uave six gauge cocks,
three In each boiiei; these two boilers were coupled
together, like all our boilers, which are in nestt
01 two; 1 have not the slightest idea of the
cause of the accident; the engine was stopped
at the lime, and had been so a very little while; de
ceased must have been In Ins place, as lie was uol
more than six yards, when found, lrom the place
where he would have been if atteudiug to his work
there was no one with linn; the place was iioi
Icnccd off; the boilers were new in January, aim
boriglit hi New York; we have very little scale Iri
the boilers; we blow tliein off every .Sunday
to clean them out; we can get into these
boilers any time; there Is a practical em
giucer who has cnargo oi all rhc boilers In ihc
works; his uamo is Simeon llibtdns: there arc
twenty-three nests of boilers in the works, forty-six
boilers In all, anil deceased had six nests to attend
to; there is a main pipe ruiiutiig along r»i water
and n branoh Dipe to each neat of boilers; the dls
tance deceased nad to travel Is about no feet to set
to the nest of six hollers; It was his dutv lo see it
the state of the water, ami he bad charge of tin
pump, which he could ruu to give inui water quick
or slow.
