crown is reached. There was a double necessity
laid upon whosoever undertook the world's redemption.First a divine necessity; something in
the divine government which required an violation
for slu. That God might be Just and yet the jusiifler
of him ttiat believe til in Jesus; and so, whosoever
would stand between the justice of God and the
condemned sinner must consent to bare his bosons
to the sword and oy his b'.cod effect a re.

demption for sin. But there was a human nccea*
sity also, for man needed a convincing declaration
of the divine character, his seitlshness being such
that It colored ad his thoughts of God and hts
sense of sin so keen that It awakened apprehensions
chielly touching divine righteousness. If man
would he won to God aud to loving service the
divine heart of love must stand disclosed before
hi id. It was, theieiore, a part of Christ's mission
upon eanh to declare God unto men, aud, by the
warm tcuderuess which lie threw around tne race,
as well us br the sgoDy and shame or Calvary, lie
would make mankind know that nod Is love.
Cnrlst, by His sufferings led an endless train of re.
doomed ones to tne skies; but when they reached
there their song wonid be, "Worthy is He that was
siulu to receive honor aud glory." Christ, In suffering,was out the representa ive Mad, exhibiting, for
all lime, the fact that whosoever wlil help and save
Ins tellow uiau must expect to do it by self*
suciiuce, uuu sometimes eveu ugr ueuwi useu.

Apposite passages ol Scripture were quo'od
illustrative ol this pnaciple. after wluoh Dr. Andrewsproceeded to ear that the law of vlcarlouanessruns through all nod's universe. Nature illuatruteditils truin. It was me broken, disintegrated,
dissolving rock tti.it yielded tne soil Wiieuce falchful
narvests sprang; it was the seed that consented to
lose its beautv and became a mass of corruption
mat yielded the bonntitul corn; It wad the vine that
was pruned and bleeding that gave the most generousdusters; It wus the vegetable world, broken
and consumed, mat sustained animal life, and u
was the lower classes ot animals that yielded their
lite to the higher classes of animal existences. Individualhistory was. a declaration of the same
truth. Every one who was born with paintgluesa
and nurtured Willi care and vigilance by
maternal love and solicituue was a proof
that good resulted from sacrifice and
suffering. An enlarged civilization wus the result
ol the sacrifices of pioneer lite, aud the existence of
a nation where the principles oi liberty were, conservedaud enlarged was the result of the sacrliloe
or thousands who stood the shock of battle to preservetheir native laud. This part orthesubjeot
was further Illustrated by reference to ancient
mythology, which spoke of a gult open In Koms
which some orator said would never close until the
most valuable thing in Itouie should be throwu into
it. A young mun clad nimselt in armor, mounted
lils charger and rushed Into the chasm, which
closed forever and saved Home. In one of the citie3
of Erauce, curing a pestilence, a young physicianOffered h uiseli ou the altar of mo common welfare
and mads arrangements to dissect a victim
Oi the plague. Alter pulling the paper upon
which he wrote ills operations Into a vase of
vinegar he retired and dieu. Then the preacher
turned to religious history and Instanced the selfsacrificeor Moses, who lalq qqlde aU me wealth
and luxurv ol' Egvnf. and dwelt fflowiheW niton
the selr-abnegatlon oi the groat apostle Paul, of Judsoli,who gave his life to save Burma!), and of a young
ma a who .presented himself to Bishop Hedaiug
some years ago for prdiuauou to the missionarywork, who, alter the Bishop depicted the suffering*
Incident to such a life, responded, like Paul, "Mono
ol these things move me, neither count I my Ufa
dear unto me." 1'ue distinction between morality
and Christianity was this, that the former said,"Do no man no wrong; tell the exact truth, steal
not, murder not, stab no reputatlou;" while
Christianity rose to the sublime height of saying.
"Not onlv be Just, but lenru now to love."'
In the la'tor wm tho "enthusiasmof humanity,"
something like that which lea the Lord Jesus Christ
from heaven- 'l'ne tost, of Curlstiau character waa
n it to be found in observance ol the Sabbath and
attendance npou church so much as the measure of
divine power which led to a liie of seif-saorilloe.
Tnis spirit could be evmoed in the humblest spheres,
and lu bearing utile burdens and in yielding little
preferences to promote tho happiness of others, la
conclusion Dr. Andrews eloquently showed that
leading sucu a life ol soll-sacritlce conduced to ine
development 01 the noblest type of Christian mam
hood. In making sacrifices lor others ono might
lose ease, money, reputation and tunc for mental
relaxation, but these were oulv the "incidentals"
oi a wuu and did not enter the substance of hlf
being.
