The volume
before us has all the characteristic merits as well as

Now, we may he blind to the peculiar rhetorical

excellences of this "dot-aud-earry-one" style ol
writing. It may be a wourlerful improvement upon
the ordinary and accepted methods or English ex-

presslnn. The Tact that we llnd aoue or it In MlltOD,
or Hhakspeare, or King James* ilible, or Hacou, or

Hume, or Jeremy Taylor, or Macaulay, or in any
of the great writers who have enriched the English
speech, 1% or course, no argument against it. That
a thing is new is 110 evidence that It Is not merit v
rlous. When Jeremy Taylor wrote sermons the
world was not ripe tor a Tannage. What uld such
old muirs ns Tillotson and Harrow know ol the 4>rast**
ways ol modern society, which must needs be met
bv a corps or "rast" rhetoricians and divines?
