THE SOLDIER’S BURIAL.

The Last Tribute of Respect to the
Hero of Fort Sumter.

The Arrangements for the
Procession To-Day.

WEST POINT THE FINAL RESTING PLACE,

The remains of General Robert Anderson, United
States Army, the lero of Fort Bumter, Wil leave
this eity to-day at noon, to he conveyed to thelr final
resting place at West Polnt. It 14 only some eleven
years ago when the untiving spirit that worked the
gemus of thls great soldler was actively ehgaged tu
preparing for the defence of an important fort
which bad been entrusted to bid sale kveplng by the
ohtefl ofcer of iy country, How nobly he pro-
vecied the charge with which ne had been en-
trusted |s piresdy well known and familiar o the
mind of every Amerivan clilzgen, as Lhe memorable
defence of Fort Bumter, on the days of Aprll 12 and
18, 1861, formed & very important evenl In the hls-
tory of tho late rebellion.

General Anderson, it wilt be remembered, died ot
Nice, on the 261k of inst Ootober, in the alxLy-sixih
year of his age, alter a long and protracted ilness
His was a career devoted to his couniry, as
ginece July I, 1825, when be graduated from West
Point, up to June, 1861, he was engaged In active
pervice of an 1Mportant nature. General Apderson
was one of the most enrnest students at West
Polnt, and in 1888 he published a work entitled
“Ipstrootions Tor [ield  Ariillery, Horse aund
Foot, Arrsnged lor the Mervice of the Unltea
Htates,” which bhas slnce been Ighly ap-
