gree. The complainant, ltariin Nolan, testiued
that on the morning of the 7th of March, about
fifteen minutes pact two, ne was returning alone
from visiting a friend named C stel.o, and that
while in Twenty-cignth street, between nurd and
Lexington avcuues, fonr voting men approac ied
him. One of ilio party uit Una Willi a alungshot
and knocked luui uo.vn; anoi tinr one put
a screen over Ills fuce to movent him
from Identifying mem, white a third ruled aln
pocket:; and stole lour $6 oals ami a plated chalu
worm $1. Dunn was standing ciote to Nolan wtien
lie was struck, and lie to,Uflei tut ne saw the pris¬
oner take the iiijueyont ol his pocket wnen tie re.
moved die screen, and that when searched in die
station house uiree $3 bus wero tou d upon uuu.
They all ran away, and Dnnn was arrested two
minutes alter.
The prosecuting witness was subject* 1 to a long

and searching cross-examination by Mr. Howe,
who, as the witness said, by his "argument".
meaning the qu.jtioai pat.so confused in in as to
lead him to mako contradictory statements re¬
specting Uio time when lie met tae ac-
cased. Nolan said ne had ontv taken two
glasses ol whiskey punch during tne nUlit;
he had never seen the prisoner before, but lio no¬
ticed him because ho was the smallest man In tne
party; tae prisoner wore a brown pea jacket, striped
pantaloons and rod shirt; I never totd Airs. l)unn,
the mother of tne prisoner, to go to Costello's aud
represent Uerseli as Mr. Komii's cook (the gentleman
on Bum avenue in whose house Nolan was employed
as a servant), but she culled at Mr. Kemp's several
times to see me about settling tne case; 1 did not
us* but l agreed to take *75 on condition mat
the money should be placed in me hands ot mo
Judue; whether lie would Rive It to me at the con-
elusion of the case lor the nuie I lost, it i requested
him to he lenient would be a mailer for ins Honor.
Oillcer Dennis Oriiliu, of the iweiity-iirst pre¬

cinct, testified that he was on his po-a upon me
ni^htm question in Tweoty-eujhin street, and met
the complainant a short ttnie be ore tne robbery and
noticed his chain; the oillcer saw noin Uie opposite
Bide lour men eolnu oowu that street toward
Third aveuue about a quarter to two o'clock, and
Perceived shortly auer that the five were lyin< on
tno ground: the highwaymen, upon seeing the
otliocr, ran away; two ol them went u,> aud two
went down Lexington aveuue; the oillcer «avc iha
alarm rap, ana it uppeared irom tun her statements
made by the wi'.nessoillcer Uorsmau arrested ounu
and brought nlm back to the scene or tun occurrence
live minutes afterwards, when Nolan ldeuttile I him
as oue of the assailant?. He was taken to tho
station house aud three $5 bills touud la his pocket.
The chain was altorwards found on tHo sidewalk,
oillcer (irltUij utated mat oillcer Hoismau has sinco
died. Tho witness did not notice wnether Dunn
wore a red shirt or not.
Mary Dunn, the mother of the prisoner, was

called for tne defence, and said that Nolan wl*Qe I
her to represent herself as Mr. Kemp's cook when
slio visited Costello's placo to see him aDouc settling
the case; ho said he would ta.ee $75 aud clear out of
tho city, and never alluded to the Judgo; the pris¬
oner never wore a reu shin In his life.

THE PRISONER'S 8TATBMKNT.
John Dunn was sworn la his own boualf, aud de¬

nied having anything to do wim tae robbery, oifl-
cor Borsmau arrested him in Twenty-seventh street
and brought him down to whero tne complainant
was, who idea title! him. He accounted for tho
money by saying that be earned $17 50 In working
upon boats.

Officer Grlffln was recalled to show that the do-
ceasen oillcor stated, In the presence of the prisoner,
that he was running when he arrested him.
Tho jury rendered a verdict ol unllty, with a

recommendation to mercy, in viow of the prisoner
belngr only sixteen years old Judgo Bedford modi lied
the sentence to live years in tho '.rata Prison, re¬
marking that garrotlng must be uut down, irrespec¬
tive of consequences.

MORE MANDAMUSING.
The Second AYcnne Paving Job nnil Wbo li
to I'ny (or It.Application for a illaudumiia
Aff.iinat tlie Comptroller Before Judqe
Brady.Tlie Judge to Connlhcr ilie .Hatier.
After an Interval of repose on the subject of man¬

damuses against iho City Comptroller, giving ac-
ccptablo quiet to tlie judges and leas employment,
to lawyers, the subject was revived yesterday by
an application, before Judge Brady, sltimj in 8u-
preine Court Chambers, by Thomas Pearson, for a
mandamus against Comptroller Green to compel
lilra to pay seventy per cent for work done and ma¬
terial furnished in paving Second avenue, between
Kignty sixth and 125th streets. The original con¬
tract was given to Tnomas it. Morroll, in July, lb70,
the work being none under the direction of William
f.f. Tweed, late Commissioner of Public Works. Mr.
Worrell assigned the contract to Mr. Pearson. The
amount claimed is $40,470 90.

it was urged for the mandamus that the inspector
of Public Works had Inspected the progress of iho
worn irom ilmo to time and given ceitlUouten of
tlie amount" due. Tiic Comptroller had repoaicdiy
ucen asked to pay this amount and had us repeat¬
edly lofused. do insisted further ihat tho work had
been done as required by the contract; that tiie con¬
tractor had expended largo sunn In its prosecution;
Hint he was in great need of the money, and that
there wus no reason why he should nut bo paid ar
once. Ample power, ho claimed, was given tao
Comptroller to par the sum due, tlirougn assess¬
ment bonds, as allowed by tiie statute.

l'he Judge asked if tire mailer had oeea referred
to the Board of Audit.
Mr. Pearson's counsel baid that this was nut

necessary.
In opposition to the application it w is contended

that, owing to the decision of the Court of Appea'sthat, assessments made in pursuance of ordinances
not advcii.se l in tM OwmMlta papers were in¬valid, tho Comptroller wus placed in a very un¬pleasant position. The city wus at presont llablo to
somo eleven millions ol dollars, the return of anypart of winch was very uncertain. Tho result was,tao Comptroller had been compelled to take amm stand in tho matter and refuse to pay eon-tractors where the assessments wore invalid untilsome legislation was had settling tho iuatTor. Huciian act was now before tbe l^eKisraturc. and no badevery reason io believe the saino would be passed.As the case stood, the maiter must take the legalconrse and none ol these claims bo pain.Judge Brady asked bow tho Comptroller couldhave moneys in his po*sesnion applicable to tho uur-
pose unless no could wsuo assosstn m bonds to
raise me money, and now he could comuol thoComptroller to Issue such bonus if tho ordinance ofDecember 30, I8tis, authorizing the worK to be dono
and by implication tue isaue ol such bonds was it¬
self invalid f

Mr. Pearson's counsel insisted that the case in tho
Court of Appea's did not male tlie wnole ordinance
Invalid,but only invalidated It as ngalnst poisons as-
se.-'sod, nnd Ihat It till not appear that In thlscaso
there was nuftne proper advertiaement. As to the
latter point ho Insisted mat the ordinance w,ih only
director/and that the omission to ad vertigo it did
ll< t Invalidate It.
The Judge said 1'iat he should decide no applica¬

tion !or a mandamus a calust mo city on technical

{[rouodM. As to ino contractor It must, no assumed
