Attempted AsManNtnation of the Jtllkado.
A despatch received in London, April the

5tb, and dated Jcddo, March 20, announces
that an attempt had been inwlo by a party of
twelve persons to assassinate tho Mikado of
Japan. The attempt, happily, proved a fail¬
ure. The guards in attendance were success¬
ful in capturing two of tbe would-be murderors.
Great exoitement has been the result, and
orders have been issued forbidding foreigners
to go beyond the limits of the city of Jeddo.
This seems a hard age for royal personages all
the world over. There is scarcely a monarch
in Europe whose life has not been narrowly
saved from the assassin's hand. Within a brief

period attempts have been made on Francis

Joseph, on Victor Emmanuel, on Napoleon
Bonaparte, on the Emperor of Russia, ou Queen
Victoria. Assassination is becoming rather a

characteristic of our modern Christian civiliza¬
tion. The untimely deaths of President Lin-
coin, of General Prim, of Earl Mayo and
others show that it is uot royalty alone which
is in danger. To he successful in life, to hold
high place and wield great power, seem in those
times to imply that a man must be in constant
dread of the assassin's stroke. The Mikados of
Japan in times gone by were mysterious per¬
sonages, who never saw the world and were

never seen by it. Like the prince in Johnson's
inimitable story of "Risselas," the present
Mikado becamo impatient of continemont and
sought tho luxury of an unrestraiaed life.

^Beincf in the world^ he wished to be of it. This
attempt made upon his life must beregarded
as one of the first fruits of his reform policy.
It is well known that he has many enemies in
Japan. It is significant thut foreigners are for¬

bidden to go beyond tbe limits of the capital
xsity. Whatever this may mean, whether the

Orders have
liOi'U Issued forbidmng foreigners to go beyond tho
limits or the city of Jcddo.

Opinion of tbo Jaiiaiii-MO in WuNiiinitloii.
Washington, April 5, 1872.

The despatch received ho re this afternoon iroin
l.ondou, reporting au attempt to assassinate tho
Mikado of Japan caused much anxiety among the
members of the Japanese Embassy. Iwakura, the
chief ainbassadcr, heard the statement with great
surprise, as he had received a despatch irom Jeddo
dated the U8th of March, two days later than the
date given ot the atteinp.ed assassination, and no
mention was made of any disturbance whatever.

Embassy to be inaccessible in his castle, and when
lie goes in nnbiio is carelully guarded ny armed
soldiers' iwakura lias 8«nt a, u» Nagasaki
to ascertain if there is any Touujatioft rot lh(S state¬
ment.

Mr. coburn responded, and tneu toe discussion was
turned aside luto useless and reckless personalities,
especially between Mr. Beck and General Butler.
The latter became the object of the Kentucklan's

wralh by saying in reply to one or Mr. Heck's state¬
ments that "Men were paid to remain loyal;"
"bribed to remain true to the government;'' thai
that was not In his opijuou the worst way to keep
men loyal; that he would prefer it to shooting them
to accomplish lu Mr. Beck sneerltigly «Hked what
was the price paid the member irom Massa¬
chusetts for remaining loyal, and suggested
if the difference between the wealth of the
gentleman at the commencement or the war and
now could be ascertained that might glvo if.
General Butler's reply proved him upon this occa¬
sion the master. He remained in manner un¬
ruffled, and, deliberately, in a few severe sentences,
proved that to be strong one must be right. He
asked Mr. Beck ir, sitting in the seat of Henry
Clay, ne could remember tne utterance or a
more vile slander lor the gratification or
personal pique, and informed the member
rrom Kentucky that the price that bought him to
loyalty was the rebel gun that first tired upon Sum¬
ter, and that It would have given him as much
pleasure to nave met the gentleman on the battle
Held, and worked with him there, as it did to sorve
with htm on the Committee or Appronriationa in
Congress, before the war sundered their party ties.
Mr. Dawes made some remarks in reply to the

pttack of Mr. Slocum, or New VorK, who upon a
former occasion made some severe strictures upon
the conduct of the Ordnance Department. Mr.
Dawes declared that the armories were not man¬
aged by political Influences; that in place of
destroying private enterprise, large establish¬
ments had grown up under their shadow,
as at Springfield; that In face or the fact
that the Eight-Hour law was passed, and
not at the solicitation of the mechanics
employed, so economical was the management and
so excellent the work done, private manufactarers
like the Remingtons had solicited permission to
have arms manutaciured at the gcvernment shops
instead of their own.

Mr. Dickey made a brief but effective reply to the
strictures In regard to the tyranny exercised by the
arm)'. Be said no one need be airald or our
little army, scarcely large enough to guard
our rrontler settlements and tho 260 lorts. it
was but doing nccessarv police duty in
proteotlng and guarding millions or peaceful set¬
tlers on their farms. During the debate General Slo¬
cum charged that political Influence controlled the
work or the Navy Yards, and quoted General Banks
as having denied that such was the case in the
Charlestown yard. This General Banks emphati¬
cally denied, and took occasion to say that political
opinions were to his minu no objection to a man's
employment in any position. This storm of discus-
sion over unimportant conditions or the bill had the
effect to hurry It through, as members heated by
debate lost sight of the main question, which re-
(suited In the committee rising and the House pass-
lng the bill.

Cortina and the Mexican Cattle Thieve*.
It is the feller in official circles that General Cor¬

tina is the Mexican leader of the Rio Grande tnieves,
who are constantly raiding American cattle. Ac¬
cordingly, special instructions have been sent to
General Augur, commanding tho Department, of
Texas, to be on tho alert lor Cortina. Detachments
or cavalry wUl patrol the American side until order
is restored or the Mexican thieves ate all captured.

The Tobacco nad Wainkcy Taxea.
Fromlnent tobacco manufacturers to-day pro

sented to the Committee on Ways and Means their
own as well as the protest of 117 wholesale dealers
in tobacco against the reduction or the tax on that
article from thirty-two to twenty coats. They favor,
however, the law going Into rorco immediately
rather than make any change prospective, as sus¬

pense is fatal to their business Interests. The Sec¬
retary or the Treasury ravors the reduction taking
place six months rrom the date of tne passage of
tne act. Some confusion is likely to arise in the
eventfof the change taking effect upon the passage I
or the act.
secretary Boutwell also protests airalnst the con .

solidated tax on whlskoy at sixty-flve cents. He
complains that it will decrease the revenue, and
that the lowest figure at which the tax can be

placed is scveuty cents. Between the opposition or
the Treasury Department and tae manufacturers
there is little hope or any change being effected in

the tax on whiskey and tohauoo at mis sossien or
Congress.

EnclUh Lighthouse linen.
The Senate in January last passed a resolution

requesting the President to communicate the cor-

respondence between the United Slates and Great
Britain relating to the dues now collected
in the latter country from merchant ship¬
ping tor the support of llghtnouses and beacons,
with a view to renewing the application of our gov>
eritment at the proper time for relief to tho ship¬
ping interest from these charges and ror the main,
tenance or the lighthouse system or Great Britain
rrom the pubilo revenue, in accordance with the
policy and practice of the government or the United
States, winch has lignted its coasts and harbors for
the Iree use of the ships of all nations.
The Department or State has replied to this reso¬

lution by submitting all the correspondence which
has taken place between the two governments, bo-
ginning with I860 and ending 1852, at which time
Abbott Lawrence wrote to Mr. Webster tha'. in ac¬
cordance with Instructions rrom tho State Depart¬
ment he urged upon the British government the
propnetf oi the abolition or reduction q( tlie duos
