TOE JUDICIARY COMMITTEE.
The Investigation of the Charges

Against the Judges.

Close of the Case Against Judge
McCnnn.

More Witnesses Against Judge
Cardozo.

The Judiciary Committee met yesterday at the
Fiftn Avenue Hotel, about noon; but, an ibe Bar As¬
sociation had not any witnesses ready to examine,
they indulged in a little rest until about one P. M.
In the meanwhile Judge McCunn arrived on the
scene of action, lalen with a pile or newspapers,
ana sat down witn his literary treasures and
Indulged in a cigar pending the Commence¬
ment of operations. Shortly alter one P. M. Mr.
Michael J. Kellv, stenographer, arrived, and
was put upon the stand, lie testified that he re-

ported the testimony or the wltne-ses In tue suit of
Clarke vs. liininger before the referee, Thomas Dar-
liugti>n. and sworo that the documentary evidence
now produced before the committee was a copy of
what hu had heard given.
Messrs. A. 1'. Stewart and Horace B. Claflln, the

(treat dry goods merchants, were also brought before
rhe committee during tho moraine, but their tesu-
niony was ot an unimportant nature.
Mr. W. li. Joidui), ilie bookkeeper of the assignee

In bankruptcy ot tiiu Union square National Bank,
was men put on the stand, and examined in rela¬
tion to uie bank account of Judge Median, which
wms kept in rough his agent. Prom tne witness'
tesiiinouy it appeared that Judge MoCuuu had two
accounts, nil owu being in tho liroadway Hank, and
thai ot wsageni tu tne Uniou Square .National. The
agent was in thefiabitof making quarterly payments
oiJudireMc uuo 01 what rents he had collected,
Tiio agent kepi iho account at tho Union Square
Batik because ne was allowed four per cent on iho
deposit lie kept mere. Judge Met unu himself kept
no account at the Union Square Bank.

While awaitinir the arrival of some witnesses Mr.
James H. Morgan was put on the stand and was
examined in relation io the persons who suMOMbed
towards tlie electioneering expenses or Judge Mc-
Cunn at 1ms last eieotlos. Hie witness gave the
names oi the dlflereut persons who had subscribed
and the amounts ihey each paid.
Hie next witness was Mr. Henry B. Stover, a

manufacturer ol machinery, lie was one or the
supporters ot Judge McCunn and hud subscribed
towards his election expenses in 1809, atut hud
given Mr. James H. Morgan some money for that

Eurpose. Witness also stated thai he had never
eeii interested in any suit that had been before

Judge McCunn in ine Superior Court.
Mr. K. a. uuerusey was then put on the atand.

The witness was attorney for the plaintiff In the
suit ol Bailey against Belmont ot al. \V tt-
ness stated that he made Thomas J.
Barr, the receiver In a previous suit
ol the Fenian fond, a codetendant lor the purpose
or obtaining an injunction against him restraints g
lilm lrom paying tue Belmont money until the bourt-
holders should be paid. Tue witness also stated
tn.it he had never made use oi auy language dlsre-
spcclJUl ol Judge McCunn.
The next witness was Mr. Edward Van Ness, a

law.ier, wno was called by the liar Association with
a view to contradicting the testimony ot the last
witness In relation to Ins having spoken disrespect-
luilyoi Judge Mccunu. Mr. Van Ness staled that
lie had heard Mr. Guernsey say in a stage
that Judge McCunn had advised hiin to bring
a suit in llio name of tue Feulan bondholders
against the receiver in order to recover their money.
Mr. Van Ness and Mr. Guernsey here flatly contra¬
dicted one another and got quite excited over the
matter. They re used to be pacified, and Anally de¬
clined speaking to one another. Mr. Van Ness then
testified that he had applied as counsel to have a
roieree appointed oy consent lu tue caw of Van
Ness against Tallirer anu others.
Mr. Michael K. McCarten was then called and

testified to his having helped to collect part ot the
moneys which Mr. Morgan said ho bad collected
towards net raying the electioneering expenses of
Judge McCunn.
Mr. sucknsy then announced that he had closed

the case. Mr. Prince, chairman ol the committee,
then asked Judge Mocunn if no liad any witnesses
to produce, and the Judge answered that
he had not, aB he thought that those
who had bceu called by the Bar
Association had completely Justified his action as a
Judge and had also neiped to destroy tne siauder of
evilly disposed persons.
