THE COMMITTEE OF SEVENTY.
A Woful Wail Over the "Mutilated Charter".

Much More Work To Be Done.Pa¬
thetic Addrosa of the Seventy.

The Spring Election.

Tho Committee of Seventy, at a vorjr full meeting,
adopted tlie following address to the people, which
ftad been prepared by tne Sub-Committee on Elec¬
tions, Mr. Joseph H. Choare chairman, after au¬
thorizing the Chairman and Secretary of the Sev¬
enty to append their signatures, so as to give to
tho Instrument the full weight and force and lnnu-
once of the committee.
The tollowing la the address:.

To Tit* Pfopi.i or thk Cxtv of Niw York:.
The Committee ol Scventv respect full r atk tho attention

of. their lollow citizen* to the present critical condition of
municipal affair* for the purpose of warning them not to re¬
lax In any degreo their efforts for reform, nor to indulge in
too confident hopea of achieving It without renewed strug¬gles. and *tlll greater exertion* than thoie which they have
already put forth.
The pre*rnt situation must thoroughly undeceive those

who were credulous enough to bellove that the over-
whelming triumph of the people In the November
election had Recured the final defeat of the corruptforce* which have banded together against the honor
and welfare of the city. It 1* true that that outburst of
popular wrath hurled several of the ringleader* of the
conspiracy from power, and drove them beyond the citylimit*, and effectually st pped, for the time being, -the
plundering of the Treasury and wasting of the public
money. The frauds already committed have been exposed,
and stops have been taken to bring their authors to puuisb-raent. But nothing of a permanent nature for tlie relief of
the city and the reorganization or It* government and

. aOalrs has yet been consummated. Tho Chief Magistrate,
under whose auspices all the municipal crimes of the pastfour years were perpetrated, still remains In power,and all the executive and administrative offices of
the city, from the highest to the lowest, continue
to be oocupled by hla appointees. The Legislature which
was elected by you and by your fellow citizens throughouttho State in sympathy witn you for the one great purpose of
applying a piompt and efficient remedy to the grossabuses under which New York city was laboring, of
cleaning out the entire army of corrupt oll.ce-holdera,who were preying on Its vitals, and of reorganizing
Its government on soma basis which should secure
to its citizens tlie substantial right or self-government,has now reached the ninety-ninth day of the hun¬
dred allotted to it for the work without passing a single
measure rcr our permanent relief. The charter, designed andframed with great care to organize and carry out a compre¬hensive and harmonious system of reform, which we pre-
sentod on your behalf, has been mutilated In the Senate to
such an eneut a* to ba past recognition by Ita authora, and
the two houaes ot the Legislature seem to be In no haste to
reconcile the wide differences that exist between tbeni uponIt. In the meantime no other charter or scheme of aov-
trnmcnt baa been proposed in either bouse for
serious consideration, and it la manifest that the
sole Issue at Albany la botween the charier proposed by us
substantially as It has passed the Assembly, and au In¬
definite extension of the presont charter, with the con¬
tinuance In power of thoso who hold od'ce under it. Wo
should be false to the trust committed to os If we railed
to advise you, In tbis position of atrairs, that It is our de¬
liberate conviction that the principal obstruction to
your cause of reform proceeds from the great body of
the present office-holder*, w'10 are determined at all
hazards to hold on to their p aces and jower, and from
Interested politicians of both parties, who think to find their
own account In supporting ami retaining tiiem and in keep¬
ing things as they are. The vast patronage in tnrir hands is
being freely used and abused at Albany to del eat your just
hopea. And the fate of the city, so Tar as It d, penda uponthe action of the present Legislature, seems likclv to be
uetermiued at best by considerations ol' a partisan
aud political nature, A few days will probably
settle tho question, and decide whether thu
just demands of the great body 01' honest citizens
who have at heart the honor and prosperity of ihe city shall
prevail, or the new ring, which Is ssealug tb appropriate to
Its own corrupt uses the power which you thought you had
wrested in November from the old one. It a new charter Is
granted u< a general municipal election must immediately
ensue, and at the worst the l.egialattire will not venture to
adjourn without passing a suitable enactment to vacate the
oihce of Maror and ordering a new electiou of Chief Magis¬
trate.

In either event we consider the Immediate and thorough
nrgaulratioo an I enrolment of all citizens who are willing 10
pledge themselves to the cause of reform In municipal affairs
to be a matter of the first importance aud necessity.
In this way only can you reap the benefit of your
past effort*, and carry on the good work to the
end. It Is not to be expected that either of the
political parties, as .such, will euter upou a city electiou
on tlie sofe basis of reform, or conduct It Independently
of their party purp ises and lutorests ; but there can be no
doubt tliat the disinterested and patriotic citizens In both
parlies will desiro to c.,st their Influence and votes in
municipal affairs on the side of reform, without regard to
Mats or national politics. This Committee has no
local organizations lu the Assembly districts or
wards, where only they can be made effective, aod no
machineiy ot its own for creating sucli organizations.
But already. In nearlv all the Assembly districts, oodles
of public s.driled citizens of variout nationalities have or¬
ganized under different names for the purpose of advancing
Ihe cause which we are seeking to promote. With a view,
theroiore, to concentrate and hsrmonize their efforts and to
unite under one staudar 1 and witn a single aim, all citizens
who sincerely desire a permanent and complete reform
of municipal allairs and the lasting overthrow
of th.,1 corruption which lias so lung disgraced
the cltv of New tork, we invite and recommend
all such lecal voters, lu their respective Assembly
districts, without ie;ard to party or religion, nationality,
condition or color, lo unite ami co operate with such bodies
aathe Council of Political Reinrm anu the i.erman reform
organizations, and such other associations as are friendly
to our cause. \YM.

HORRIBLE MURDER IN MARYLAND.

A young man named Abraham Lynu, belonging
to one of the wealthiest (amines In Cairoli county,
was found murdered In ® mill, adjoining Ills house,
ucar Lin wood, in Carroll county, Md., on Saturday,
Atn lust. At two o clock in itio afternoon or that
day lie lelt his Mouse, taking with uirn $soo, and
went to the uilll. Ills wile Haw hnn count tne
money and place ll in the side pocket or his coat.
A short tune arter nor husband entered the mill
Mrs. Lynn saw the miller, a man named Dims, ridtt
away on horseback. Mie saw nothing inoreot either
of tliem until about uvo o'clock, wbeu alie saw
l>avls standiug in the door of the mill, tttio re¬

quested him to tell Mr. Lynn to come to his supper,
to which he replied that Lynu was not mere.
.Shortly afierwards Davis closed up the mill and
again rode away. Mrs. Lynn, now becoming
alarmed at the absence of her husoand, procured
tho aid o( her neighbors, aud, on making search,
round the body of Mr. Lyun, uorribly crushed about
tho head, stowed away in one of the biuns or tho
mill. Tho $800 were gone; but a small pocketbook,
containing about $100 and a gold watch, were found
on the body. The miller was present at the inquest,
and although suspicion was strong against him
gave his evidence in tne very coolest manner. He
explained his absence iroin the mill oy saying that
Mr. Lyun sent him away to collect some money,
and that when he came back Lynn waa gone. De¬
tectives arc now engaged in hunting up tho case.
The cxulteincnt is leanul, and if tne murderer la
discovered no will uudoubtouir be ivuohed.
