. There la4hteauty and freshness aixrat the days of
varly spring which the other seasons, wclcomc as

they are it their own peculiar attraction, do not

poeseiw. the life that has been slumbering during
the dreary winter time Is in spring Infused with
now vigor, the flowers that hid their heads for a

MMoc agftln gladden us with their presence and
^erfim.e, and the buds on the trees, bursting with
felosntm and lear, give ample promise of an abun¬
dant harvest. Yesterday was one of these days,
Wit>. which the most captious mortal could
a«t find fault. The eun bright and cheer-
fat, the air cool and balmy, It caused
with It health and enjoyment, and the thousands of

fleaeurc seekers who thronged the park, the
squares and the streets put on their most happy
faceh to welcome the agreeable change, from the

coquettish weather we have experienced for the
past few weeks.
Central Park, as usual, was the great source of

attraction, and It has rarely presented a more

lively and animated picture than it did yester¬
day. Everybody, with his wire anil babies,
was out, and vehicles of every description,
from the lordly four-wheeler down to the homely
wagon, thronged the equestrian drives, passing
tn through the entrances during the entire day, but
particularly in the afternoon, in one continuous
stream. A stranger, curious to ascertain how rich
New York is in female beauty, could not have found
a inore favorable place or time to solve this prob¬
lem. for in no city of the world can so many hand¬
some women be seen as gather together on a day
Uko yesterday in the Central Park.
What a dnst and what' a noise as fresh parties

keep pouring In momentarily, men and women,
beys and girls, sweethearts and married people,
babies In arms and children in chaises, all seeming
bent on making the most of the beautiful spring
day. Groups of young gentlemen, In all the
ptfory ol patent leather boots and white vests In de-
maud to attract the attention of the young ladies
wtfio pass by, and, frequently with success, for soon
the groups, breaking up into two's or three's,"male
And lent ale. alter their kind," still aiming to look at
the menagerie or eat un ice, while the older couples,
fitting In the rustle shades, look benignly on at the
mctual attractions which is always springing up
"between "young men anil maidens." "in the
.spring a young man's fancy lightly turns to
love,' anil the feeling is largely shared by young
.women, too, though, Tennyson has not thought it
.necessary to mention them In his beautiful poem.

The number of people who Inhaled the fresh
.breezes of the Park yesterday and basked In Its
sunshine could not be less than 100.000, the gate¬
keepers asserting that the crowd was almost un¬
precedented so early in the season. The favorite
resorts were filled to overflowing, and crushing
and jostling were In constant requisition; but all
were good humored, and there was scarcely the
slightest necessity for the assistance of the Park
.keepers, the beautiful weather and the charm¬
ing prospect having taken away all rudeness and
..substituted courtesy In Its place. The dazzling
.array of female toilets aud the.beauty of the lair
wearers were somewhat bewildering to the minds
of weak young men, and warrants the Impression,
which is rapidly becoming an accomplished fact,

Jtbat for lovely women and exquisite tlressing
America is leaving the older countries far behind.
TTie glory that so long remained with Paris as the
paradise of milliners and cost timers has departed,
and the seat of empire been transferred to New
York, anil, in future, London aud Paris will be
taking lessons from this side of the water in the
matter of fashion as they have been forced to do in
almost everything else. We are a well dressed and
a prosperous people, and If any one Is disposed to
-doubt the truth of this assertion let him go to Cen-
. tral Park 011 a fine Sunday and he will soon be con¬
vinced.
When the churches had been emptied of their

.worshippers In the afternoon all but the most

.I'tiarlseean ones flocked into the streets, for to re¬
main at home would almost have been an Insult to
Providence, in the face of such a bright, sunny day.
The foliage In the Park Is now deeply greeu for

April. The grass seems to spring up, as if by
magic; the buds ou the trees are preparing to
.shoot forth Into leaves, and soon every hill and
walk will be covered with the beautiful mantle of
nature. If the great lungs of our city does not pos¬
sess so many artificial adornments as Hyde Park in
.Loudon, or the Champs tie Rlys6e In I'aris, it is far
richer In the gifts It lias received from nature, and
noon the wealth and taste of this great metropolis
will make It the handsomest public resort In the
world.
The number of fast trotters out yesterday was

.unusually large. Almost every crack stable in the

.city was represented, and, as the elegant vehicles

.dashed alone with their fair occupants, the effect
wts gay in the extreme. Those who were not for¬
tunate enough to have 11 carriage had abundance of
¦other ways to cull pleasure, as the various places of
recreation had put on holiday attire to welcome
and greet them. The cent ral point or interest was
the statue or Morse, and lew passed It without
stopping to gaze on the features of the man who
.has done so much for science and civilization, aud
whom two hemispheres delighted to honor.
The refreshment saloons received a fair share of

patronage yesterday, and it was strange to see
"lajrer and soda" advertised "ice cold" when only
two weeks ago we were in the midst or the most
severe weather or the season. The means which
have been adopted to make the parks in London so
attributive, might with great propriety be Intro¬
duced here, and ir a few good bands of music were
staMoned in various places through the Central it
wouKi in a great measure preclude the
necuRsity or such a constant rush to the
saloons ror stimulants or a less healthlnl
character. The finery or some or the people
yesterday might piovoke reelings or risibility, but
they "were all clean and happy and disposed to be
good-Jiatured and sociable. Acquaintances are
made in these Sundays or relaxation which, under
other clrcumstarfces would be impossible, and
nwov a tire-long friendship is brought about by a

comparison ot babies and exchange or courtesies
or a chance meeting in a rustic arbor. The num¬
ber of children out was extraordinary. Where
do they all come rrom Is the question
that 'lhost naturally comes to your mind
when you see them in such myriads.
The phtiuomcna can be explained in no other way
than lMt kens has done on a similar occasion, only
that cvvirv married woman in the Park, who has
iieen mat ried any length or time, must have had
twins on.two or thsee occasions, for it is impossible
to account for the extent or juvenile population in
any other way. Without such breathing places at
our great public resorts it would be a mystery how
all these .children could manage to reach ma¬

turity, the close air and foetid atmosphere
many oT them dully breathe in the back-
Mluhis an/1-streets would inevitably kill them off
before their time, but the occasional visits to the
parks and squares counteract these evil Influences,
ard hemi c It should be the first care of a municipal
Kcvertrraect to keep in thorough order these places
on whwh the future or a great city like this so much
depends.

noon, and tb« walks were so Jammed with pedes¬
trians tliat passage became difficult. The me-

The street* leading from the Park became soon
Jlllt-d; the clf'lcfreii are dragged along by their no
less weary nurses; sweethearts grow more senti-
jmcnta1 a*-the evening came on. but all return de-
lighted with tiie enjoyment of the bcaui'ful spring
day. Winter.'-an now fairly gone, and we may look
out for line HW'idays and a crowded Park.

"William Ilnmphrrys,
The death is announced, at Ballyhalse House,

county Cavan, of William Humphreys, Esq., D. L.,
J.'P., aged seventy-three years. Mr. Humphreys
was son of the late William Humphrey*, ol HaJl.v-
lialse, by his wife lA'titla, daughter of John Kennedy,
Esq, the deceased gentleman served as High
Sheriff of Cavan In the year 1833. He was Immenselyrich and a prominent leader ol the high tory politi¬
cal party, us well as one of the most zealous mem¬
bers ol the Orange Society in Ireland.
