Mr. Frank Fuller, clalming to represent the State
of Deseret, which is now applying for admission, ad-
dreased the House Committee on Territories thia
worning. He alluded to the clreumstances under
which the United States became poasessed of the vast
territory now Included in Callfornin, Nevada,
Utah and New Mexlco, and clalmed for the troops
supplied by the Utah colony and the colony liself
sumething of the credit of the subjugation of that
ocountry, not only from Mexlieo, but from the whdes-
ness,  He dwelt upon the fact that the people en the
ceded domaln were there when the treaty was rati-
fled, and that the stipulations of the treaty could
not be violated with impunity, The treaty
stipulated for citizens of the States oceded by
Mexico protectlon In every respect and early ad-
misglon to the Union., The territorial form of
government permitted the grossest abuses on
the part of irresponsible federal ofMoeers, for whose
impeschment or punishment in case of malfeasanee,
uo provision existed, the
official misconduct in  a  Territory being
removal, which was difficnit to secure. He charged
groas irregularities on the part of federal judges,
and thata complete union existed of the executive
and legislative departments, by reason of the ab-
solute veto power of the Governor, and the non-
exlstance of the usunal two-thirds provision. He
testiflied to the bhonesty, Industry and temperance
of the peopls of Utah, and asked slmple justice
under the treaty and constitution for those who
had conguered the wilderness through much toll
and privation. He sald the sect now In the major-
ity in Utal was there when the soll was the proper-
ty of Mexico, and we took the creed when we took

the people and the domain, and claimed
that to the Mormons and the faith
which inspired them, the natlon

owes vasily more than it will ever repay, and that
we are bound to allow their religion to take its
chances along with the other doctrines and prao-
tioes of the Chuorches, Congress having no power
to establish a rellgions test, to interfere with reli-
glous Dbelief, worship or practice, or to
muke bargainy with religlouns sects, He asked
that the people of Utah be brought under the pro-
tectlon of the Constitution of the United States and
be aliowed a volee In the eleetion of the local
rulers as well ag in the making of laws, and in the
election of President and Vice President. This, and
this only, would carry out the stipulations of ¢he
treaty nod the plan of the natlonal compact.

Large Awards on Southern Cotton Claims.

The large judgment for $475,000 given against the
United States by the Court of Claima yesterday 18
in favor of Andrew Lowe, of Bavannah, Ga,, for the
proceeds of 340 bales of Sea Island and 2,240 bales
of npland cotton setred by the Treasury agents
Just after the close of the war.

The famous Eigee Cotton case 8o long pending
was decided in favor of tne title of 0. N. Woodrur
& Company, represented by . M. Corwin of Wash-
ington and C. M. Conrnd of New Orleans, the judg-

ment being for some  $360,000. It has been
erroneonsly *stated that the trial of this case was
delayed to awalt the declaion of the Supreme Court
on the constitutionality of the so-called Drake
amendment, relating to' the effect of Presidential
pardons In the Gourt of Clalms, On the contrary,
the loyalty of the cilplmants was fully cstablished
and adjudged by the Court of Clalms,

Cabinet Meeting.

The Cabinet, at a meeting to-day, transacted
nothing but routine business. Attorney General
Williams, Postmaster General Creswell and Secre-
taries Boutwell and Delano were absent. The
three last nanmed were respectively represented by
Assistant Postmaster Genersl Marshall, Assistant
Hecretaries Richardson and Cowan.

Conferemce on the Executive, Leglalative
and Judicial Appropriations.

The Committee of Conference on the disagreeing
votes of the two Housen on amendments to the bill
making appropristions for the Legislative, Execn-
tive and Judiclal exp of the gover t for
the year ending with June, 1878, have agreed to fix
the amonnt at $25,000, to enable the President to
carry into effect civil service reform. The appro-
priation had been cat down from $50,000 to $10,000
by the Hounse,

The Senate conferees agree to the House amend-

ment Umiting the cost of extending the Capitol
grounds to $400,000 Instead of §500,000, as the Sen-
ate originally fixed it. Toe following is the com-
