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FIRE IN WOOSTER STREET.

Two Men Burned to Death,

A fire broke out Iast mnight, about cight
o'clock, im the five story brick boild-
ing Nosa 24 and 26 Wooster strect, that causcd a
damage of about 865,000,

The tirst, second, third and fourth floors were oc-
copled by Henry Erben, of 318 Wegt Fifty-fifth strect,
a8 an organ manufactory, and the Gnh door was

used Ly a soclety of co-operative tallors. When
the fire frst  started  fthere  were about
elght persoms In  the tallor's egtablfshment

on the top door, Seversl of these escaped by the

stairway leading  juto  the street, but three
men  who were  at work  Im the rear
of the workshop were cut ofr by
the fames before they could get  away,

from the bullding one of these, William Forde

rushed to o window on the north slde and junrpe
apon & low house beslde the burniog bulldiug, a
distance of about twenty-ive feel, and was
taken off by the firemen. The remaining
men, James and Johin McSherry, managed to get
down on the fourth foor, but t“ley were there cnt
off by the dames. They then ran to a window
in* the rear, and ecalled oot to the
people bemmt,]: to put something on the
ground for them to jump on, but, before the iremen
conld get to them or give them any asslstance, the
fire overtook them and they were burned to death,
Ono dled as he leaned out of the window shouting for
help, and  the other fell upon the dfdoor
Just ingide 1L, Az soon a8 the lames had somewhat
abated the firemen took out the dead bodies and re-
moved them to the Eighth precinet station houvse,
from where they were sent to the Morgue,

Erhen & Co.'s loss I8 estimuted at 250,000, and
that of the Tallors’ Undon §5,000, The bullding is
the property of BEdward Kings, and is supposed to
be injurcd to the extent of sm,holr.

FIRE ON BROADWAY.

‘Goods Valued ot §230,000 Destroyed,

About three o'cloek yesterday morning o police-
mun of the Fifih preciuct, while patrolling his post,
discovered smoke (ssulng through the gratings of
the bullding Nos, 327, 328, 331 and 353 Browdway.
He immedintoly puve an alarm, and in a few min.
utes the firemen were on the spot,  Upon forcing
I the  doorg it wad  found  the  fames
bt nlready made considerable headway among the
silks and dry goods, with which the plice was
heavily stocked,  The engines were soon at work,
but it was only with the greatest diMeanity the fire
conld be got umder. The bullding 1+ a four story
iron (ront, the property of the Barelay estate, and
wits damoged to the amount of about £4,000. Ober-
holser & Keafor, who ovcupled the lower foor of the
bullding, are insared for §650,000,

The stock of Willlam Skinper, who carried on
business on the seeond Noor, was damaged Lo sume
extent by the smoke and water, but the oxact
amonnt lost by the firm cannot be ascertained for n
day or two, Freldlapder, Stiteh & Co., the ocou-
pants of the upper doors, also suffered to some
slight extent by the fire. AN the parties In the
tillding were insured in seversl of the metropolitan
and proviuelal companies.

A GREENPOINT SENSATION,

Human Remaine Found Under a Butch-
er's Shop=The Skull Missing.

Yesterday forenoon, while w young man named
John Murphy was trapping rats under s build-
ing In Greenpolnt avenue, neur Fraoklin strect,
Greenpoint, be found the skeleton of a humaen being
and immediately reported the fact to Captain
Ruodes, of the seventh “;Brwlr.l_rm precinet, The
Captain, with Sergeant Hoadley and a number of
oficials and cltizens, Immediately repaired to the
weatns, sl there found the bones of a human being,
apparently a female of about sixteen years of age,
but no 8kull, clothing or trinkets were visjtile,

The police gathered up the bonea and took them
10 the ktatlon house, whers they awalt the direction
of Coroner Whitehill,. Durlng the afternoon Captain
Rhodes, Sergeant Jamea Flelding and two promi.
nent citizens connected with the Brooklyn preas
visited the scene and delved and raked for the
missing skull, but they failed wfind It
