Untied States. Huch, then. Is the general measure ofneutral duties which the government of the United Stateslias adopted, and eudeavors to persuade the arbi¬trators to adopt, in support of Its claims airalnst4ireat Britain. To state the nrst of this series ot positions!. to contliU'it. If it were a true assumption that theminlcinal laws of a State, where they prohibit acts which
w»ay affect the security or Interest of other States, musthave been fonnded, not on considerations of policy andexpediency, but on conceptions of international utilisa¬tion, it would nevertheless be impossible to contend, with
any show of reason, that by these conceptions, and notIit the general rules of the law of nations, thetM«te was to t>e United in any international con¬
troversies in which it i.iicrht become engaged. Such
a rule, it is evident, would produce the most fantastic

United States in which (he government of the
United States has explained and endeavoured to
support its view of the extviit of the duties of
a neutral Power. It snya:.
The British government deems it right hero to observe

that the questions submitted to the tribunal are not of an
abstract or speculative character. The arbitrators ha o
not to consider nod determine what rules might with
advantage lie laid dow u for the regulaiion of tho Conduct
?f neutral Powers during war: what, under -uch rules,
would have peon the duty of <Jreat Britain, or whether
Oreat Britain acted In accordance with that standard of
rfiit«. 'I'liev have to deal with facts. Injuries ate alleged
to have been inflicted by tireat Britain and sustained
by the United States. Keparation is claimed for those in¬
juries. There can he no injury withont some violationi of
a duty actually existing at the time. The arbitrators, lie-
ft re tliey decide atainst tlroat Britain, iuu»t be satisfied
that there was such a violation of duty. They must be
satisfied, therefore, in the ilrst plnco. that the alleged
4ut% really existed Tlicv luttst be ^atlsncd, further, that
the' violation, if anv. was such that reiiartlou may
inat |v be awarded for it In money.that Is, that
It xvas the direct cause of some sutistantial and
appreciable loss to the party claiming reparation.
