Ho disgusted me when he took the labor reform
nomination ut the hands of a set of fellows who had
th"ir railroad fares and hotel bills paid to
go to Columbus. 1 don i know whether
lie paid them or not; but as he
was most interested In their meeting he Is as re¬
sponsible as anybody else. I sympathize with the
original purposes of the liberal movement as de¬
fined by the Mlftftonriana. Bat if the democrats
nominate a separate candidate and he bids fair to
get the support of the whole democratic constitu¬
ency I might he compelled to support Grant, which
I do" not want to do. '

"What are your objections to President Grant V"
"Grant has particularly Incensed the people of

this locality, and he has no considerable support
here. We are overrun with his kin. The Post¬
master of Covington, across the river, is his father.
a rich old curmudgeon and a nuisance. The as¬
sessor over there got his office atjthe Intercession of
Mrs. Oorbln, Grant's sister. All the people wanted
Rankin, a man of character, to have this place, but
when they presented their petition tirant replied,
'l promised it to my stater.' He seemed to have no
notion that this was an Indignant answer. The
inun who got the otllco had been In the
liublt. of lending his buggy to the Grants. The Col¬
lector or Revenue there is also a family appoint¬
ment. The Postmaster of Newport is not known t o
tho most obscure or oldest citizen, and he was a
cousin. Konlfls, the Postmaster here.a very good
ofllecr.Is another relative.

New Orleans, April '24,1872.
Ak foreshadowed In the Herald, the Democratic

State Convention, receutly assembled In this city,
postponed nominations and adjourned over uutil
June 3.the day preceding that fixed for the assem¬

bling of the Reform Convention. This, in their
opinion, affords time to test the success of the Cin-
clnnati movement, and will also furnish an oppor-
tunlty for reconsoiidatlng the party by a coalition
with the reformers.
