Trevino Confident of Capturing
the City.

1869 took young and oldmen from their homes
in Merida (capital of the State of Yucatan)
and had them shot without trial, From the
commission of that bloody deed he is callod
"The Butoher," and is consequently very much
feared and detested by the people.

CEVALLOS THREATENS DEATH.

By his order a black flag, bearing a Death's
pkull and orossbones, has boen raised, and is
How flying from the fortifloations of Mata-
mOTos. This demonstration is intended as a

yarning of the fate awaiting the revolutionists
who should fall into the hands of Ccvallos
doting the attack on the city.
INDIGNATION AT "TILE BUTCHER*8" THREAT.
The brutal menace of "The Butcher" has

called forth much indignation on the American
Bide; and General McCook, the United States
commander in Brownsville, has been en¬

treated by American citizens, as well as Mexi¬
cans, to protest against it in tho name of
civilization. Apprehension is therefore felt
fhat if the attacking army is successful they
Trill show no quarter. Genoral Cevallos con¬

siders himself, howover, safe enough in cast¬
ing this deadly defiance at the revolutionists;
for, If beaten, he can flee to Brownsvillo and
thtUI escape their vengeance, in cose they
Jhonld capture Matamoros.

THE DETENCES 07 MATAMOROS.

The city is defended by five bastion forts,
which are connected by strong parapets en¬

circling the city, with their flanks on the river.
There are lunettes, about one hundred yards
ia the rear, situated at intervals between the
forts. The names of the forts are Para dez

Monterey, iturbide and San Fernando on tho

right, and Torvates on the left. Tho city is
defendod by a combined force of regulars,
National Guard and police, numbering in all

1,600 men. The citizens are acting as police.
TBEVINO'S ARMY OF INVESTMENT.

Despatches have been received showing that
Trevifio's revolutionary camp is five leagues
distant from Matamoros. He will set his army
in motion to-night and be before the city to¬
morrow. General Trevino expresses confl-
donoe in his ability to capture the place. He
has 4,000 men and twelve guns ready for the
attack on the fortifications.

CUTTING OTf BUNEOBCEMKNTS.

A small force of revolutionists are near Bag*
dad, at the month of the Bio Grande. They in¬
tend to oaptore that place to-morrow, and hold
it to prevent the arrival at Matamoros of more
government reinforcements by the steamer

* Tobasco, which is now expected, and upon
which tho Juaristos partly depend for the de¬
fence of the city. General Trevifio expects to
capture the troops on board of her if she should
attempt to land them. For this purpose he
will send an additional force to Bagdad to¬
morrow.

TECVINO's BEAR SECURE.

Trevifio has rcoeived despatches saying that
lie need have no fear of the enemy in the rear,
ag the revolutionary force commanded by
General Pedro Martinez is beyond Saltillo,
holding the Juaristos in check and preventing
their ooming to tho rescue of the garrison of

Matamoros. A large part of the Juanst troops
is, moreover, engaged in keeping down the

Jjerdistas, who threaten a formidable rising,
and cannot, therefore, be Rpared for active
warfare against the revolutionists.

Naples, April 29,1873.
The view of Mount Vesuvius from the city la now

the grandest that has been witnessed slnoe the
year 1631.
Here In the city the Dourse has closed, aud busi¬

ness Is almost entirely suspended.
The Neapolitans use umbrellas to protect them

from the falling ashes.
Haln Is badly wanted, as the crops are suffering

from drought.
As the worst Is now believed to be over the

anxiety of the people has considerably lessened.
FALLEN HUMANITY CORRUPT IN FACE OF THE FIRE.

Many persons have taken advantage of the panic
among the people of the towns which were
threatened with destruction to take whatever
goods they could find, and the government has
been compelled to order troops to those plaoes to
prevent the stealing of abandoned property, aU
Vesuvius.

Opcalng of a Fearful Morning and Ad¬
vance of a Day of Alarm.

Naples, April 20.Morning.
A sound as of thunder accompanies the discharges

from Mount Vesuvius.
The wind Is blowing In this direction to-day, car¬

rying denso clouds of smoke and ashes over tho
city, the ashes are falling In the streets llko snow,
and have already reached a depth of two or three
Inches.
The rumbllug lusldo the volcano continues, but no

freBh craters have opened, and tho lava has ceascd
flowing.

Sand, Cinders and Stone* Vomited from
the Craters.Lightning and1 Thunder
Accompanying the Intra-Montane Con¬
vulsion.

Naples, April 29.2 P. M.
Showers of sand have succeeded tho rain of

ashes whloh was falling this morning.
The eruption is now accompanied by fearful

electric phenomena. Lightning darts incessantly
from the summit of the volcano, and the quaklngs
of the mountain are more violent and frequent.
The thnnder is continuous.
Burning cinders, stones and scorlne are falling

fast and thick In the town of Massa dl Somma,
which Is entirely desorted.

The Earthquake In Syria and it* Sad
Consequences.Suffering and Consola¬
tion at the Scene of Paul's Mission.

London, April 20, 1872.
Particulars of the late earthquake la Syria, which

caused Buch a terrible loss of life, are' now coming
to hand.

It appears that the fatalities were not the
greatest in tho city of Antloch, as the flrBt despatch
intimated, but were heavier in the country in the
vicinity of that city.
A letter from Antloch, under date of the 4th of

April, says:."The American Protestant Church
was severely injured, and four of the American

community were killed. All the members of tho
families of the missionaries are safe. The number
of persons killed in tho city of Antloch is less than
three hundred, but It is known that sixteen hun¬
dred pcoplo In the surrounding towns and country,
whero tho shocks wero as severe, if not greater
than here, were killed, and this numbor may bo in¬
creased. Tho distress of tho people will bo only
temporary, as the crop prospects are good. The
supply of provisions on hand is moderate."
