called, and testified that the day after Thanksgiving
he went to l)r. Neer's for Llbbte and bought twolve
cents' worth or laudanum: I.lbblc said Rtirronghs
had come hotnc sick and had a i»tin and wanted
some laudanum. No other new points were
elicited. The cross-examination of the intelligent
little negro failed to upset his previous direct testi¬
mony in the least.

Officer James Hewitt, of the l'at.erson police force,
testilled thai lie came along past Burroughs' house
on Hunday evening, December 17, 1871, and btiw
two negroes loading a wagon with furniture;
asking who was moving, he was toid that
Van Winkle Bogert waH moving to Paramos; lie
asked If he was t rying to cheat the landlord bv mov¬
ing on a Sunday night; the negro replied ttwit he
guessed not; lie was going to move Hogert on Mat-
nrd.iv night, but his horses being tired be Imd to
put it off till Sunday night; while witness stood
there Hogert came down with some tlioigs, and
then ran up stairs again and put out the lights,
standing behind the sluts of the win.low ami peer¬ing out until the officer left, as If purposely keeping
out of his way, and afraid of anticipated interfer¬
ence In the arrangement.
Mrs. Puinelln Hhackfurd testified as to some or

Burroughs' previous life, she being bis sister. His
health was usually good and his disposition cheer¬
ful. He served during the Mexican war and Hie re¬
bellion. Witness did not go to his place, because it
did not bear a good reputation.

Mi p. Victoria M. Kniitb, also a sister of Burroughs,testified that lie could sign his own name, and
always wr»>iv It Ransom P. Burroughs; never knew
him to write Charles F. Burroughs, like Hi" signa¬
ture t.o the note found In Burroughs' pocket when
(h ad. Alexander Marshall also swore that he had
seen him sign his name Ransom K. Burroughs.
This witness went to see him twice, but the de¬
fendant told lum that he had gone to New York.

kittle Tittle Burroughs, the daughter of the mur¬
dered man, gave soum Important, evidence. She
made a practice of going to see htm every day, she
living at the time with Mrs. Smith, her aunt: on
Wednesday, Thursday, Friday and Saturday
(December a, 7, 8 and f>' her father wah vcrv sick,
alone in the house with kibble; he tried to get
from the bed to the lounge, but fell on t he floor,
and kibble had to take him by the arm
and help hint; he vomited a good deal,
complained of thirst and a pain In
IiIh chert; he said that Llbbte did not
nronerlv attend toliltn, which she denied, saving
that he was light headed; in the first, of the follow¬
ing week witness went there again; her fathers
room was locked up and kibble said he had gone to
New Vork; she went down several days In succes¬
sion. and everyday kibble told the same story about
bis having gone to New York, and she never saw
her father again alive; Idhble told Tllllc that she
had nought ull the furniture and clothing or Bur¬
roughs.

The Senate today was the scene of an Important

struggle lajtween the lawyers ami claim agents of

Washington ami the South, together with the more
liberal Senators, on the one side, against the Se< ro¬

tary of the Treasury and the extreme radical Sen¬
ators on the other. The question was on the adop¬
tion of what 1- known as the Morrill amendment to

the Deficiency bill, limiting the Jurisdiction of tin
Court of Claims to cases of loyal claimants alone,
and prohibiting further adjudication of c.ajtns

under tho Supreme Court decision that a

pardon cures a uisloval claimant of his
disabilities. The Treasury Department, inter-

PBfe,l m devoting all tho resources of
the government to the payment of the bonded

pupae debt, instigated the. radical Senators to

carry the amendment, for the purpose of stopping
a very large threatened leak from Its coffers. The

lawyers, on the other hand, Interested In behalf of

their own prospects, and the affairs of their par-
doned clients made frantic efforts to sustain the
Supreme Court decision. The struggle lasted nearly
all of lust week, and culminated to-day 111 a victory
for the Treasury Department. There have been
three tie votes on the occasion, one last
Friday and two today, which have been
decided by the casting vote of the Vice President
in tsdiall or tho radicals. The Senate stood so

nearly equal on the question that the absence or

any member threw the opposition into a quiver o

excitement, and when the llnal vote was taken
to-day Senator Conkllng busied himself trying to
find Senator Nye, while the liberals were equally
assiduous In trying to get senator Clayton Into Ills
seat. Pages, doorkeepers, Senators and lobbyists
fairly flew about the corridors In vain endeavor to
And these two distinguished absentees. Conkllng
tried to have tbe call of names suspended, and the
telegraph tables were eagerly watched for an ex-

I peeted telegram from Senator Cooper, who had
pone away without pairing. Finally, amid the expres¬
sion of greater interest than has been manifested
in the Senate for some time, the tie vote was an¬

nounced, and Mr. COlfnx decided in favor of tho
amendment. The bill now goes back to the
House, and will then be sent to a conference com¬

mittee, in which the struggle will be renewed.
The Tea and Coffer Duty Repeal BUI

Amended In tbe Senate.
The frco tea and coffee bill was taken up In the

Senate at a lato hour this afternoon, after the De¬
ficiency bill had been disposed of, and, after brief
debate, was amended so as to take effect on the
1st of July next. This necessitates further action
by the House, and a spirited struggle will follow lu
that body when the matter comes np. It is quite
possible that the liberals will then attempt to make
further reduction of the tariff, and it Is not certain
that the bill will go through without a prolongation
of the session.

An Ocean Cable. Bill.
The Senate Foreign Relations committee to-day

agreed upon an ocean cable bill, which will soon
be reported, providing that any company laying
telegraph cables under the oceans from Amer-

I lean shores shall have, under the super¬
vision of Congress, a monopoly of the busi¬
ness for fifteen years, nnd further provid¬
ing that such monopoly, together with tho gov¬
ernment business, shall be sufficient subsidy. The
hill Is In fact a death Mow to the schemes of a large
number of persons who have been hanging about
Congress for the past four years, seeking subsidies
for cable enterprises. It places the general man¬

agement or supervisory power over all American
cables In the hands of the Postmaster General.
T.ie Senate Arms Committees' Report.
Tho Senate Arms Committee will meet next

Monday. Mr. Hamlin is preparing the report, and
Mr. Stevenson will present a pnpor embodying his
views as a minority of the eOTuMlttt'T.

The Steamboat Bill.
Tho Treasury Department to-day sent to the

Senntc Committee on Commerce Its objection to
the Steamboat bill now pending, and taking strong
ground against any further legislation at all. Rut,
If Congress must legislate, then the Secretary asks
that he may have ihe exclusive power to appoint
the Supervising Inspector General, to convene the
Foard of Inspectors when and where ho pleases, to
frame new rules and regulations, to carry the
amended act Into effect, and to have the power to
review the rules adopted by the Hoard of Inspectors
and amend or approve them as he pleases. The
steamboat men oppose the action of the Treasury
Department.
