HORRORS IN HARLEM.

Eleven Hundred Citizens Petition the Board
of Health To Abolish the Con-
tractors’ Pet Dumping Ground,

One day last week the HEranp called the atten-
tion of the publie to the dangerous and ({ilthy con-
dition of the streets, and from the impression then
mde by the foreible artiele in the HERALD the Roard
of Health has taken the matter up, and there Is now
gome probability that New York will soon enjoy the
novelty of clean sireets, Upon an order issued by
the Board the Sanitary Inspector sent ont a
number of his asslstants to examine the ¢ondition
of the ¢ity’s surfuce, and the result of these gentie-
men's [abors has been sent in to the Board, One
especiel and very noticenble feature of that paper
is the constant reference to the cobble stones and
the imperfect paving of the streets, This phase of
the present difflonity was flrst polnted oul by the
HerALD, and [t enormity and danger to the public
hewith had never been dreamed of until (b was
seseribed in the article alluded to above,

The contract under which the streets are now

NEW YORE ABSO0TATION OF UNIVERSALISTS.

Annurl Conference Meeting at the
Bleecker Btreet Ohurch—=Reports of
Committces—General Proceedings.

The annual conference of the New York Associa-
tion of Universalists was held yesterday morning in
the schoolroom of the church, at the corner of
Bleecker and Downlng streets, The pastor having
called the meeting to order the proceedings were
opened with a prayer by the Rev, Charlea Flearer,
after which the election of ofMcers for the ensuing
year was proceeded with. Mr, Willlam A. Conant,
of Huntingdon, was elected Chairman, and Mr, #.
B. Mayhew Secrctary—both by acclamation, The
minutes of the last meeting having been read and
a committee on credentials appointed, Mr, Fuller
presented his report on the state of the Church, as
ordered last May. He spoke of the difculty he had
experienced in obtaining accurate and reliable
statistics, and recommended that In fotare all re-
turns should be #ent in belore May 1.

When Mr, Fuoller had concluded reading
the report he had complled from the state-
menta  forwarded him by the superinten-
denta of the various branches of the assoclation
the Rev. Mr. Bweetser objected to its adoption, He
thonght that the report was very incorrect, the
statistics evidently being the result of mere gness-
work, as they confounded materially with the re-
ports of previousa years., He finally moved that the
report be accepted, but again referred to the com-
mittee, and, when completed, published In the
ehvistian Lead

Mr. NYE was sure that over-estimates had been
given In many easeg, especially with regard to the
average number of worstippers at the Sunday ser-
vices in churches belonging to the agsoctation. He
seconded Mr, Sweetser’s motlou, and (t was aecord-
ingly carried.

The Commlittee on Credentinls then reported an
addition of about ten delegates, after which Mr.
Sweetser read the constitution of the association,

means satistied with the progress of the assocla-
tion in the city distriets—it was almost snall-like In
Its slowness, He proposed that meetings of the
different branches of the association in New York
shenld e held more frequently.

elllng in the train between Albany and NI
Folls and the lsces abstructed, Messrs, h
Gerard und B:tnklﬁv appeared for the plainthr,

easrs. Strong and Shepherd for the defendants.

Baron Ostensacken, many years Russian Consal
General in thig city, testified on the stand that the
translation of the depositions which had been made
by a Russian in this city, was n eerbatim transia-
tion of the anawers In the depositions,

Connsel for plainti® said nothing could be as-
sumaed sgainst the valldity of the papers unlesa
there wis something shown that would acsually
vithite them,

Judge Shipman rejected the depositions, holding
that the answers should have been reduced to writ-
Ing In the English language, He had eonsulted
Judge Matchford on the point, and the Jidge said
he B never had o ease ke this before bim.  He
would give the plaintir the benefit of un excep-
tion.

TESTIMONY OF BARON OSTENSACKEN.

Q. In what language did yon speak? A. Im
French; T couversed generally with her in French;
she spoke the French language,

In order to show the secial standing of this
Mr, Buckley pat a question as to whether the Barom
knew that she had letters of introduetion to distin-
guished Russians In this country: but the guestion
was raled ont by the Judge. The Baron said he had
visited the lady on some occasions and she was
rather riehly dressed; she wore on the day she
cama to his ofMice what looked like a set of Russlan
sable; they attracted his attention, but he did net
examine them closely enongh to say whether they
were genuing or not.

TESTIMONY OF MRS, CARTER.

Mre, Esther Carter, whe stated that she had ree
dlded in New York for twenty-four years, deposed
thaf she was in the Juce business ul 917 Broadway,
near Twenty-firat street; she was acquainted with
the value of antlque and modern laces, and had
Ineea sent to her from the establishinent of A. T.
Stewart & Co. to give her oplnton a8 to thelr
value; Point d*Angleterre was s very old and
valuable luoe, a8 well as Point  d'Alencong;

on the subjoot of Iaces, which were regoarided in the
trade as an pathorily; one of themn was wrltten
by an English lidy, and witness had seon the work
In guestion with Mr, and Mrs, Samuel Barlow, who
hnd purchased laces of her; she had seen Madame
Frolof® at her lodgings; the lady had & great many
Jewels, but what attractod the attention of the wit-
uess were those antique laces, a portion of which
Madame Fralor said had been stolen from her,

Q. What laces did yon see In Madame Fraloffs
room? Dederibe them?

Objeated 1o as irrelevant, and questlon ruled ont
on the gronnd that the los< of the lace must be
proved before such an inguiry conld be put.

The Court adjourned until thiz morning,
