Rio Janeiro, April 2, 1872.
His Imperial Majesty Dom Pedro II. la on his na¬

tive heuth again, or on what does poetic duty for It
In the land of the Blessed Cross, which, as the pa¬
triotic Gonsalvez Dias tells us. Is "the land of the

palms and sweet songsters, dear home of the exile's
fond prayer."

It was, perhaps, in an inspiration of that
love which all Brazaltans feel for their native
land, and all its belongings, even for that Inky,
sout.v mess of black beans, salt beef and oily pork,
thick lied and variegated into white and black with
inandioca sawdust, which HIIh the absent natlv
tnlnd with Inexpressible yearnings and the present
native stomachs Into those salient curves, which
are so pleasingly developed in juveuile Brazilians,

Immediately there was hustle and bustl
to get out the flags, finish oil" the decorative struc¬
tures and mount up the numerous winged dragons,
which, with open months and with tails gracefully
curled up according to the most approved designs
of heraldic natural history, were lurking away in
corridors and nil sorts of places. And nld-de-
cauipe, heated and abusive, were dashing here and
there and everywhere with furious haste and fran¬
tic gesticulations, as the panting National Guard

TIIE GERMAN AND BRAZILIAN FLAGS,
marked the enlraucc of their quarter, and in its
midst, towered up a gothlc temple, bearing 011 its
summit a double representation in oil of Pacific
Certuania, her sword turned point down and her
shield resting ou the ground. On both sides of
their portion of the street palms and orna enlal
staves, carrying flags, alternated, und were joined
with festoons of verdure, hung thick with varie-
gsted lamps. At night all these were lit, and the
temple of Gerwuma was brilliantly illuminated
with gas. giving a most beautiful effect both liy
day and night, nnd it must be said that our Cousins-
German did themselves credit therein.
The coffee merchants had also got up a very pretty

tiling in the Lapa square, In the shape of an octago¬
nal temple, intended for an orchestra and covered
with a dome. At night this was lit with chande¬
liers and some two thousand eandles, within gluss
globes, and became a very striking and brilliant ob¬
ject »t night.
Hua da Guanabara, which leads to the Palace

Jzabel, i he residence of the Comle d'Eu and the
Princess Imperial, was a

BEAUTIFUL sight;
for ornamented posts, supporting cross pieces
guyly painted, were planted till down both sides of
the whole street, und over ten thousand vuriegated
lamps were disposed pendent from the transverse
beams, giving to the street the appearance of a
richly decorated and immensely long ball saloon
when seen from either end. At Its extreme, next
the palace, an illuminated garden and grotto had
been formed, and In the depths a little river flowed
ceaselessly in a rippling cascade down ledges of
stone, glancing and flashing with multi-colored re-
flections from the lights around or glowing deep in
many monochromatic shades in the glare of blue,
red and green Bengal lights burned at Intervals of
half an hour. The palace garden was also illumi¬
nated with stars, and that distant quarter of the
city held its own in the opinion of the crowds of
visitants.
At night RuadoOuvldor, seen from either end, was

n magnificent arcade covered with a vault of starry
flames. Parts of other streets adjoining were illn-
minuted in the same manner, and Ruu Dlrcltu, with
its Jfiis-llluininated arches, was a brilliant sight, es¬
pecially between the two arches at the Exchange,
where over two thousand gas lights were concen¬
trated. The festivities passed off

hut on the first night a lire broke out In Rita do
Ouvhlor and destroyed u modiste's store and part
of the Rt/onna'fi typography. A collision nearly
occurred then between the police and the populace,
owing io the former using their bayonets freely to
keep the crowds back. A handsome pyramid had
been erected in the neighboring square, and this
the tiiob baptized the Column Vendomc, und half in
Jest undertook to upset In the Parisian Commune
style upon a diorama of Parisian scenes which stood
near by. However, a charge of a dozen police
caused the nibnle communists to flee Iguominiously
and laughing from the neighborhood of the column,
und peace was restored.

TIIE PRESENT CABINET IS EXPECTED TO RESIGN
in a few days, and it is thought Baron de Goteglpe,
the negotiator or the now published Paraguayan
treaties, will be instructed to form another con¬
servative Cabinet.

fever, which showed Itself there, had already disap¬
peared. The Argentine government, however,
maintains its ports closed agaiiiBt all vessels from
Uruguay, und lias established a cordon of guards
along the Uruguay River.
Yellow fever, or what seems to lie so, has made

its appearance at Buenos Ayres, but the proas vigo¬
rously deny that the disease in yellow lever, or, at
least, that It is epidemic.
The Iilauoo* of Uruguay having yielded the ninth

point, t lie treaty of peace was expected to be signed
on the 2Cth, but the war liarty were doing their best
to effect another rupture of the negotiations. A
sin.. II engagement had been gained by the govern¬
ment troops.

THE INTEHNATIONALS.

A Split In tlic Rankg Immlnrnt~Thc
Wooilhull Section Not Recognized.
Federal Council* to be Formed in tbc
Different States.All Hope la in tlie
Philadelphia Congress, or That Which
Shakes the Crowns of Europe Falls at
Freedom's Shrine.
Tne French Internationals of this city -held a

meeting yesterday at No. loo Prince street, Citizen
.luls presiding. A member from Section Nine ad¬
dressed the meeting. lie expressed himself In de¬
nunciatory terms of the nomination of Frederick
Douglass as Vice President, of the United Htutes by
the convention of Reformers who had been in ses-
slon at Apollo Hall last week, lie fervently wished
that the French citizens of this city would not en¬
dorse the nomination, as the nominee for the
second office in the gift of the people of the United
States was not a reformer, and his actions lias
always been Inconsistent with those of the advanced
party. He also said that pledging himself and his
voice to the present o.lniiuistrution was sufficient
to denounce the man.
The following resolutions were passed unani¬

mously
In Acknowledgement of the principles nn«l right* of

woman to vote at elections, let a* declare that, tn rough
the intrigue of Victoria V. Wooilhull, at the convention nt
Apollo Hall, who wishes to impress ou the minds of the
public that 1 tie Internationals ondorse the candidates
nominated nt that convention, and we also believe that
woman suffrage is a secondary question, We here re¬
solve that we do not acknowledge or take part in the
actions of the convention, and we firmly believe that the
Internationals have no right to endorse the object* of the
convention. We beliovc that we should have hutonc ob¬
ject, discarding nil others; that is, to take no part in
different political movements of the present day that do
not represent the aspirations of the working class.
The following resolutions were also enthusiast!-

cally endorsed
Considering that the Federal Council Is the Instrument

and not the master of sections, and that the.v had no right:
to change their time ot'meetings without siieli receiving
the sanction of the sections: and considering that the Sec¬
tions 2, 10, SB and 42 meet each Sunday morning, and as
the Federal Council lias resolved upon holding their ses-
shuts upon the same Injurs, we consider wo cnnimt be
fully represented under stlelt rules. We protest cncrpctl-

. cally against the resolution of the Federal Council in
passing Inwsthut takeaway the Independence of the
sections; that If the Federal Council persists in these
resolutions we will cease to acknowledge them ns the
representativesol'the Internationals of the United States;
that wo consider that the delegates of the Federal Conn
oil should he rou! and not false, and liaviiu no elements
ofdiscord or bigotry existing among them; that we think
each delegate should he the representattve of six or eight
members. We also declare that an inquiry i> necessary
about the fltn'-ss of the present delegates, tn order that
they will represent their sections faithfully ami honestly;
that n true representation of tlic different sec¬
tions to the Federal t'ouncil Is Impossible, us
tliey do not at present know their representatives
in "tlio Federal Council of New York; that the
Federal Council is at present composed of two many dcle-
gates trom each section for the explanation of the wants
et their several actions. We approve ol the resolutions of
the Internationals of ft Louis, having constituted a local
Federal Counoll In that city independent ot the present
ojui in New York, and we invite the different sc tlons of
the. State to form a similar body. Considering that hy
reason of Section 12 having been suspended by the General
Council of London, una fcn virtue of flic powers
granted that body by the Congress of Basle, we protest
a gainst the delegates from Section 12 participating in
the proceedings of the Federal Council. Iaistly, consid¬
er! tig that the International is »n association composed of
worklhgmen, having lor Its object the elevation of the
workJi g class, the accompli*!* lent of which is to ho
done by themselves, wo protest against the admission of
*cc th»k> Into the association, th»majority of which arc not
workimtmen; that we dupenee wjtn the present Federal
Council until the meeting of Congress in July ne*t, and
form abody In its place, to be composed of «*or: Uric*
front the different sections.
Prom present indications it is fair to presume

thai, if the proposed Congress at PhliadelpMa.docs
not place the society on alirmer basis, the Interna¬
tional wili become simply an European organization,
and o Iways will be a living society so long a« op-
pressed.

TFE CARPENTERS' STRIKE. J

morning, with the demands that they have made
fully acceded to. The formidable appearauce that
the strike presented had much to do tn producing
thh result, and it Is more than probnhie that the
remainder of the employers will fallow the example
of those who have already yielded. The
Bricklayers' Union met yesterday ami passed
resolutions of sympathy, itnd promising sup¬
port If necessary. The amalgamated So-
etetv of Carpenters and Joiner* held a meet¬
ing on Saturday night, and concluded to notifytheir employers that they would onmi work eiglit,hours. This society Is very strong, and does not an¬
ticipate any prolonged resistance to Its demand,i lie success of the Brooklyn carpenters lias en-
