Hi PROGRESS OF THEH
The Men on Strike Returning to Work and the

Roiset Acceding to Their Remands.

"PUT YOURSELF Ihf SI8 PLACE."

A Peaceable Termination of
Great Movement.

The various strikes which for the past week have
disturbed flie dWbrent trades of the city aTe In a

fair way to be terminated. At the opening «f the
caresiitcra' greeting yesterday the small att»ud-
ance conipafed with prevldtiB oay» *5^. n<?'
tlceahle. The crowds of men which had collected
aronud Masonic Hall and the excitement which had
prevailed had each day sensibly diminished, until
yesterday there were not more than i hundred,
present, at any time dnrlDg the day. The men who
have not resumed Work are maiidy those of the
smaller shops, whose proprietors, not havingsomuch
work on hand as tue larger ones, are better able to
contend for a few days longer against the strtice.
The meeting was called to order by Michael Partly,

the Chairman, who addressed the carpenters' In a
short speech. H4 called atteutton to the great suc¬
cess of the movement, despite the obBtaolcs It hud
to overcome, aud said it was a standing tribute to
the good order and harmony that bad characterized
their proceedings. Only strlklug on Monday, In a

few days they had been almost completely victori¬
ous over their employers,-and In a few days tne
fag end that was left of the bosses would also be
compelled to strike their colors and bow to public
opinion, lie trusted that the same spirit of peace
aBd obedience to law that they had hitherto dis¬
played wonld still be maintained now, when tho
battle was nearly over, and he hoped that no vio¬
lence would bo usod either to refractory bosses or to
non-union men who had not loft work. Co trusted
that the power of example aud tho moral suasion
that would bo brought to bear upon thorn v ould bo
amply sufficient to accomplish tho legitimate
objects of the strike. His remarks were Well re¬
ceived.

Tho usual committees wore appointed to look.
after the shops which FtiU continued unfavorable,
anil tlio reports of tljoso which had been out
the night beforo received. In none off the shop*
visited was tTtero any attempt at . disturbance;
the men spoken to had listened patiently, and In
moat Instances were easily persuaded tp tola the
strike. Those who would not quit work promised
to'await flio action of tho bosscsj but thin Is not
satisfactory to the carpenters, who would .prefer n

complete strike of all, whether union or non-union
men. Increased efforts were directed to be made tc
induce them to leave o/T. One man favored tftkfnrj
them out either by fair means or foul, but tins
recommendation was disapproved of, as it would
militate against the advice of the .Chairmen. A
report was received fiom th" shop of Kaw'-ebrook,
Twenty-third street, stating that Ills men,
who had onlv strnck on tvednesdav, hod an
oirer, through their forem n, to resume Y ork at
f8 fio a day and t lghl liourc. The men on M »n.laydid net belong to the Untort, aud were only p<
siiarted to oln after earnest solicitation. The
easy victory they have vtgm hid a great Influence It
persuading other non-uniou men to do Ukowij-.
A deputation was Introduced froul the Painters

Union, and an address made bV'one of them. He
said that lie whs glad to llud that the outvoters
had followed the example which the paint., rs had
so successfully Bet. Inc painters Wcie with tin
carpenters, heart and soul, and would co operate
witn them In every possiblo manner; would givefinancial assistance. If necessary, though it did uoi
seem as If It wonld be, to Judge from the snccew
that had hitherto crowned the movement.* The re
marks of the speaker wero received with enbeg.
A member from the Amalgamated Sbci. tv nppcared In behalf of the body to request that the

assistance of the Union rnlgnt be extended to tlu
woi kmen taken from the machine shops of J~n
nlngs & Co, and other establishments. The mer
who work In machine shops wero placed tu mor<
awkward ctrcnmstances than others trom tha pi.cn
liar position they occupied, lffey were not mem
bers of the Union, and had little or no organization,
and were working With other trades which con
tinned to work on the ten-hour principle. by the
efforts of tha men on strike they hod bean persuaded to take nm t In the movement, and they
now claimed the protection of tlio union. The
Amalgamated Society would do their part, end he
called tijion the Uuion to act likewise. The requiredassistance whb uuanimousl.y promised, and a com¬
mittee appointed to, look alter the interests of the
men.
The President of the Machinist* and Blacksmiths'

Union then addressed the meaning, lie said It. w as
cheering news to tho machinists and blacksmiths"
to find that the carpenters had Btruck for tlio eight
hours. A kindred trade themselves, they naturally
extended sympathy to them in their struggio for
Justice, and' they might be assured that any efforts
the Machinists aud UlacksruiUis' Union could putforth would not tie wanting to help lhetr fellow
workmen in tlio hour of need. His ovrti society
was never in a more flourishing condition, nni over
had a laigar number of men on the toffs; th<lr or¬
ganization wnseftectivv, and they did not fear titty
Btrungle with tho employes so long na tliey hr.il
right aud justice to contend for.
During the day reports were received from a

large number of shops. The police made po efforts
yesterday to interfere with the Strikes, unit
contented themselves with keeping a sharp look-
out to boo that no broach of the peace occurred. A
uumber of the bosses that et.lll hold out aro willing
to give the olgiit hours provided that a geueiui
meeting of employers be called to consider the
question. If the majority of them would decide
upon granting the demands of tho men they would
also accede, but declined to do so until such a meet¬
ing had lieen called. In other ahopn the emnlwvors
promised to give decided assurances of what tlmywould do In a day or two, but this was pronounced
by tlio meeting to bo merely shir king the matter M
long as possible. A sharp lookout was direct <1 to
be kept on these employers, so that they could tuko
no ndvnntage of the Union.
At night the hall was, ob usual, more crowded,the men on work appearing In largo numbers to en¬

courage tlioso who still teimiluel out of employ-m>-nt. Representatives ofother tradi salsoartcnde l,and a number of stirring speeches were made, in
which tbo small minority that stiff remained out of
workwcie exhorted to exlUblt Increased perse¬verance. Further assistance was procured from
the different trade organizations, and the utmost
enthusiasm was manifested by gd present. At a Into
hour the meeting adjourned satisfied that It hurt
dono a fair day's work.

I11 all mors than two hundred Anns have given in
since Mouday, comprising tin: main branch of tho
employing Interest, and leaving only the small frybehind. Tnore stiff remain on strike several hun¬
dred men, but their numbers aro hourly diminish¬
ing, as fresh employers recede frobl tnoli deter¬
mination to contend against the strike. Another
accession or fifty was received Into the union yes¬terday, which Is now u most formidable or¬
ganization. The groatest difficulty with the
non-union tnen Is found In Harlem and Hie out¬
lying dist.lets, where there aie 'numbers of thein
employed, but It Is difficult, f.0111 want of informa¬
tion, lor the carpenters to gain access tu them,
in some of the shops down town, where hurried
Jobs aro being done, policemen have been duUiled
to guard the workmen employed from tne mou o 1
strike. In one or two houses on the dower/ whove
tiffs h:i« t**a doue the workmen linvo boon per-Btiadcd, despite of the prot ction th y received, to
loin tho strike. The movement cntinot possibly
Lint much longer, and it is to be deplored thai, auy
unnecessary time is lost in speedily Bringing it to ii
Close by refractory employers when jo ii»a-;y of
tueir follows have set u lut> rent .\auipie.
