The Yachtsmen and Oarsmen of England and

America.International Contests.Cementing
the Bonds of Friendship and Spreading

Good Will Among the People of

the Two Great English
Speaking Nations.

[From the l.on.lon Dally Sews, April 20.]
If the ..consequential claims" liave produced,

though only, we hope, lor u short time, what in

diplomatic slang Is described as a state of "ten¬

sion" between the Cabinets of Washington and
London, another and much more agreeable sort of

tension is about to take place between certain
agnatic representatives of the two grent branches
of the English family on the waters of the Thames.

It may be that the condition and aspect of our

metropolitan river will scarcely permit visitors
from the other side of the Atlantic to the ol',
country to Indulge in the rcUectlon that blwj jS
thicker than water; but wo are probably not

transgressing the limits of legitimate sentiment
or of common sense If we BiippoBg that oar

guests from the "Empire City, whoso names have
so little That Is foreign and so much that to Eng¬
lish ears seems homely an 1 native In their sound,
will not have set their ye" on the ancient stream
that (tows tin High the laud of their forefathers
without some generous stirrings of the heart und
a shook of heme, t teadorncs and sympathy. Their
welcome and reception h vo been all that could i>c
desired la heartiness and sincerity. Tn these times,
and probably in all times, or at least In all coun¬
tries wie rj manly spurts and games have been
held high in popular estimation, there is a much
larger p iblic always ready to salute with lively
demonstrations of respect the harmless heroes of
flood mid field than that which interests itself
In tlie doings and goings of princes and statesmen
and otherpompous and important bigwigs. On tills
point there is an undeniable fellow feeling between
the English speaking races of the Old World and the
New. Our American kinsmen are ofteu good-humor-
edly laughed at on this side of the oceau for tiie fuss
they seem to make of a royal personage or even a
live English lord, whenever they catch one in the
States, llat the truth Is, and it is very much to
their credit, they pay a far more enthusiastic
homage to a man of genius, or to one who has
distinguished himself by Ills muscles or his brains,
than to a nobleman who lias only taken the
trouble to be born; and It may be questioned
whether on either side of the Atlantic a brilliant
oarsman or Jockey has not thousands of ardent and
respectful admirers at his back to every hundred
that a Marquis on lits travels, or even an Emperor's
son can call forth. Wherever the English tongue
predominates there Is sure to tie an immense sport¬
ing public; that ts, a public whose calendar is
a sporting hugiology, whose history is a succession
of sporting events, and whose hero woishtp
is moved less by moral or saintly virtues
than

. by physical feats of skill, speed or
strength. The feeling which makes the
captain of the boats at an English public
school an Infinitely greater person than a l'rime
Minister or an archbishop pervades all classes of
soi ioty throughout the English speaking world, and
especially the most numerous class. It Is not, of
course, that the same sports prevail to the same de¬
gree or obtain au equal share of popularity in both
countries. Americans have no "turf" to speak of
and no cricket, and very few eights on their mag¬
nificent rive rs; but their trotting matches are pro¬
verbial, and their four oars, as English oarsmen
have not now to learn for the first time, arc formid¬
able competitors in any waters. Thcv will not be
the less formidable this year on the Thames from
the fact tnat too match will bo rowed on the Ameri¬
can principle of pulling without a coxswain.
We dare say it puzzles our Continental neighbors,

especially those of "the Latin race," to read of the
solemn and Hltnost state reception of the New Vork
Atalantacrew at Liverpool; of their travelling by
special train to Putney, taking up their residence
at the Fox uud Hounds and exchanging visits with
the various rowing clubs on the Thames. Why,
surely, these oarsmen must be diplomatists in dis¬
guise; the Atalanta crew must be tho Alahama
claimants, and the Fo.x and Hounds must have been
placed at their disposal by Lord Granville. These
eccentrlo Anglo-Saxons must have agreed to settle
thidr respective claims uftt r the manner of their
Universities of Oxford and Cambridge. How other¬
wise should serious laurnals In London and New
York report all their movements and casual ex¬
pressions of opinion, and enter into details about
their "condition" and the dimensions of their
"ruelng shlpt" We cannot pretend to enlighten
our friends across the Channel on these American
and Hrltlsh peculiarities. Let them understand
that the claims to tie decided between Putney ami
Mortlakc on Monday, the loth of June, "have
"grown out" of tho International four-oared bont
raee which was so gallantly contesied on the same
waters a few years since. On that occasion our
American kinsmen were defeated, but 30 honorablyti»at a victory could scarcely liave been more glori¬
ous. And among the multitude of English specta¬
tors or that memorable event the universal
feeling was not so much ot congratulation
at a well won victory as of satisfaction at the cor¬
dial avowal of our antagonists and guests mat no
race wits ever more fairly won. There was not a
hitch In the proceedings from first to last, not a
whisper of cavil or complaint. The result of that
competition was the establishment of the f>inn<i.
licst relations netivet-u tlie oarsmen of England and
the States, and a kindly wish on both sides to take
the earliest opportunity of trying conclusions nt a
second heat. This wish Is now to be happily ful¬
filled, and we may be sure that whatever pluck and

2>irit and resolute tenacity can achieve oil either
de will not bo wanting when the trial comes.

Nor will any Englishman be disappointed if the best
should not' turn out to be the English four, pro¬
vided only that the best shall win.

It would be absurdly superfluous to insist that
a yachting or a rowing match on American or on
English waters can have no effect upon the political
disposition of tho two nations, T >ough to know
that the interchange of pleasau, greetings ami
hospitalities and the opportunities or social inter¬
course which grow out of a sporting event so Inter¬
esting as this to thousands of people on either
shore can do no possible harm to international In¬
terests so long us they leave behind nothing but
recollections or friendship and good will. In order
to obtain this most desirable result one preliminary
condition, and one only, appears to us to be
indispensable, and we take for granted that It Is
secured beforehand; ami that is a perfect re¬
ciprocal understanding ns to all the arrangements
ami stipulations of the contest. There can lie no
sort of difficulty in guarding against the possibility
of differences ami dispute, if the terms of the race
arc definite and distinct and the course Is clear.
If the suggestion should seem superfluous or un¬
called for we may remark that the example of our
yachtsmen Is not altogether to be recommended In
this regard. When the Uarabriu arrived in the ltuy
of New York upon a self-appointed mission to re¬
cover the Queen's- Cup so gallantly carried off by
the America t wenty years before, English yachts¬
men heard with surprise and regret that, after the
protracted and public correspondence and negotia¬
tions between the spirited owner of tlie famous
English schooner and the New Vork Club,they had come to no definite agreement
as to these conditions of the course and
the race which, nt every regatta on our coasts,
are strictly laid down by a sailing committee in
advance. The consequence ol this Imperfect un¬
derstanding was a series of protests, which, how¬
ever amicably framed, could not but cause disap¬pointment, vexation and delay and leave au unsat¬
isfactory Impression behind. ;;o, too, when Ameri¬
can yachts have visited our waters there lias been
Diore than onco a similar difficulty as to those
rcgui.ir und customary conditions applicable alike
to all yachts under nil flags, which ought to havebeen ascertained beforehand. Evidently all suchmlstak s might have been easily and simply.avoided by a plain, clear and complete preliminaryarrangement as to the terms and conditions of a.atJtng juaV.'h, whether in American or In Englishwaters, there ought to be no excuse for misunder¬standing after the event; und we are glad to feelassured t), at la the case of the coming, us of theformer, la.ternutlonal rowing match this vort ofdifficulty iv 'II not be suffered tn disturb what theIrish guest i leecrlbed as "the hilarity of the even¬ing."

the system of the whole universe depended 011 his
capturing and returning It; to lose sight of him
for a few moments and to be sensible of sonic dis¬
order and confusion in the crowd; to h< ar a dull,heavy thump, and a sound as of several highly in¬
dustrious persons tumultuously engaged in the re¬
pairing of a gravel walk; to see some of the spec¬
tators limp slightly, rub themselves and swear
consolation at each other; to see him presently ap¬
pear between a long haired gentleman, smelling
suspiciously of garlic, and an individual with a
singular sheen upon bis face, giving him tho ap¬
pearance of a highly gla/.ed portrait; to sec liirn, I
say, emerge, bearing the trophy in his battered
fingers, his trousers freshly decorated like a newly
sanded house front (of course he has missed the
catch), and an expression in which screulty and
dove-like mildness have no part.Is a spectacle
worthy of the Coliseum in the Vespasian era.

BEVOLT IB THE HOUSE OF BEPUOE.
The Keepers Attacked.The Refractory

Hplr'^ Caged and Confined.

j Inmates of the Institution have been manifest-
tng symptoms of lnsubordlnution and threatening
a revolt. It might be possible to point out, or, at

least, hint at the immediate causes of these mani¬
festations, but it may be better to leave these mat¬
ters to subsequent investigations and to state the
facts of yesterday's occurrences.
About ten o'clock A. M. Thomas McDonnell, aged

seventeen, committed to the House of Kefnge
about seven months ago, by Justice Dowllng, was

engaged working in the shoe shop on the island,
when one of the bosses came along and spoko to
him. They had some cross words, which, however,
passed off. At noon McDonnell was coming from
"recess," when one of the foremen, named Bnclinn-
non, "playfully" struck him on the leg. McDon¬
nell felt annoyed, but went t* his usual place In the
building without complaining. Shortly after
Buchanuon strolled in laughing in a provoking sort
of way. McDonnell noticed this, and thinking that
the laughing on Iluchannon's part was purely
malicious, he became enraged, and, rushing
at him with a knife, cut at him and
gave him a severe gash on the nose. This demon¬
stration created the wildest excitement among the
200 boys present. McDonnell ran away and was

pursued by Assistant Superintendent Adams. One
of the youthful rebels, Callaghan, taking sides with
McDonnell, attempted to stop Adams, and, when
the latter presented a revolver, stabbed him In the
hand. All around the scene of furious uproar and
wild disorder was intense. A formidable
presentation of revolvers, however, finally brought
the refractory spirits into peace and subjection.
Word being sent to the TW( 11th precinct station
house a platoon of police was promptly sent over
to the island and about thirty boys were arrested.
They were taken before Justice McQuade, at (he
Harlem Police Court, and committed for examina¬
tion.
The IIkrat.p reporter interviewed three of the

prisoners.Henry Obennayer, Thomas McDonnell
and James Daly.and all concurred in saying that
it wns t he brutality of the keepers and Superintend¬
ent, the wretched and lnsutllcieut food and the
horrible religious intolerance of the establishment
that were at the bottom of all the trouble.

JOSEPHINE M'OAETT.
The Accnfied Acquitted of the Charge of
Murder.Her Rearrest on the Charge of
Felonious Assault.

Utica, N. Y., May 17, 1872.
In tlio case of Josephine McCavty, of Albany,

charged with the murder of Henry H. Hall, of Og-
densburg, alleged to have been committed In a
felonious assault made upon Milton II. Thompson,
In a street car, the greater part of the day was oc¬
cupied by Judge Doolittle In nls charge to the jury.
The jury went out at ten minutes past live this

evening. At half-past six a messenger recalled the
Court, and at ten mluutes past seven the Jury re¬
turned a verdict of "Not guilty." There was a
tumultuous applause In the court room upon the
announcement of the verdict, In spite of the cllorts
of the Sheriffs deputies.
Mrs. McCarty was at once rearrested on a bench

warrant on a charge of assault upon Milton H.
Thompson with Intent to kill.
