The Miracle of the Gift of Languages to
the Apostles=The Tendeney of Sermons
as Bhown in the Herald.

Tha pulpit of the Church of the Measiah, corner of
Park avenue and Thirty-fourth street, was ocoupied
yesterday morning by Rev. Oharles H, Brigham, of
Aun Arbor, Mioh. The roverend gentleman chose
for hia text Actsy Ik, 7, 8—=“And they were all
amazed and wmarvelled, saying one to another,
Hehold, are net all these which speak Gallleans ?
And how hear we overy muan in our own tongue,
whercin we were born " The common under-
atanding of this miracle of the Day of Pente-
cost, he Dbegan, 18 that the knowledge of
foreign Inngusages was then suddenly and divinely
communicated, That men heretofore unedocatod
spoke In the tongnes of the North and the South,
ihe Hast and the West; to Galllean Jows was given
the phrages of the Parthian and the Phygtan, the
Lyblan and the Arablan speech. So far aa anything
in the narrative directa an interpretation we may
as readily betieve that to cach of the one hnndred
ani twenty was glven she knowledge of all forelgn
languages as that one dialeet was glven to one
and another to another, There 18 nothing to war-
rant the notion that Peter spoke Elamite, while
Jamea spoke Cretan and John Roman, or that they
