iThird Day ,of the Spring
Meeting.

Brilliant Attendance, Excellent Trotting
and Pleasant Weather.

Nettie MoTri® the Winner of the 2:89 Contest and
James H. Bnrke the 2:27 Parse.

Exceedingly lovely weather ushered In the third
day of the i rotting meeting at Fleetwood, and fully
thrco thousand or more ladles and gentlemen took
advantage of the occasion Co participate In the ex¬

citing amusement offered by the events on the
card. The recent rains, though they necessitated a

postponement on Thursday, made the country look
charmingly and the roads of Westchester beautiful
in their spring garniture. The grass never
looked fresher than yesterday, the hedges
never greener, the trees never more lux¬
uriant In leaf, nor the gardens never prettier in
their wealth of blossoms, and, the pnblic anticipat¬
ing this, the majority visited the Purk in carriages,
the number of barouches, light wagons and landau-
inttes present exceeding that of any other day by
hundreds. By the way of the Harlem Rallrood went
the old, familiar faceo, packing several extra ears,
many of whom speculated, as tbey whisked along
on the short Journey, regarding the events of the
day. The grand stand and balcony of the
club house rapidly filled up, and mauy ladles re¬
mained In their carriages in the field, preferring
tlilH point of observation to that on the bluff, even

though not so satisfactory, perhaps, in obtaining as
fine a general view of the competing horses. The
Twenty-third regiment band, stationed at the club
house, commenced to play at an early hour, and,
fudging from the faces of the ladies, their selections
were both of the pleasantest ami most appropriate
nature. From the grand stand the melodies were
¦oft and inspiriting, more than one approvingly
testifying their appreciation for this great addition
to the pleasures of the afternoon. Long alter three
.'clock the crowd continued to augment, and neat
and showy equipages were on every hand, taxing
to their utmost the busy boys and men ou the
grounds to give each and every visitor due atten¬
tion.
Just before the bell commandlngly rang the

horses to the score for the first event Fleetwood
and surroundiugs presented a charming picture.
Not in their gloriouH garments of autumn could it
be more pleasing. To the left, the giant trees on
the knoll overlooking that portion of the track and
those ou the hill above about the stables, and on
the right, near and beyond the coollng-off sheds,
sparkled in their beauty, each and every branch
and leaf tipped exquisitely with the golden gleams
of thn delicious sunlight, not too bright, for the
most tender eyes. Morrlsanla beyond, in its nu¬
merous handsome cottages, added much
to the scene, and none with a heart
for the beautiful and appropriate in
nature and art can easily forget the Impressive
view. Among those present were numerous repre¬
sentatives from the Prospect Park Fair Grounds
Association, whose inauguration of the trot¬
ting season at Long Island takes place
next week, and these gentlemen could not.
t»ut join in the general expressions of satis¬
faction at the beautiful Fleetwood Course and
the roudlng leading thereto. The best of order
prevailed throughout tire day, and quietly aiding
the officers of the Association in this respect were
Captain Wilson and Sergeant Steers, with
a body of policemen. The pool sellers, Messrs.
Marshall A Johnson, were busy as bees
throughout the trotting, and, in fact, everybody
connected with the grounds, front Superintendent
Van Cott down ttnough scores under him, had not a
moment to lose the livelong afternoon. The sport
continued until nearly dark, and then the crowds
departed, well pleased with what they had wit¬
nessed, and iudulging in anticipations 01 tnat to be
offerer! to-day.the last of the spring meeting.

The Trotting.
The track was in fair condition, but not fast, be¬

cause of the dcluglug nature of the continued rain

during Wednesday evening and the heavy Bhowcrs
of Thursday morning. The events of the day were
tbo purses Nob. 6 and fl, the former of fi.000,
for horses that had never beaten 2:30,
mile beats, best three In five, in harness; fsoo
to first, $2(0 to second, $lf>0 to third, for which
.even came to the score, there being W. II. Wilson's
black mare Lollic Pate, A. Vanderburg's gray geld¬
ing Frunk, B. G. Murphy's bay gelding Tip, John
Ellis' bay gelding J. Fills, Win. McMabon's bay
gelding Coroner K., Lon Morris' bay mare Net tie
Morris, and J. L. Holy's brown stallion Kdwln
Booth. Nettie MorriH won the race in ttiree straight
heats.
The second event was for horses that had never

beaten 2:27, same conditions as before, which called
out George N. Ferguson's black gelding James II.
Burlce, John Murphy's buy gelding Charley Green,
Alex. Patterson's chestnut gelding Dreadnaught
and J. H. Whitson's chestnut gelding Clarence.
Alter six beats orexcitiug interest James II. Burke
secured the victory. In the latter field tho gray
gelding Lottery was expected by Ids admirers to be
present, but after work on Thursday afternoon he
was taken sick, and continuing so up to the hour of
the race the Judges consented to his withdrawal.

THE EXIGENCIES OF EMIGRATION.
How Dlnrairs are Carried to Onr Coast.
A Ship Load of Passengers and no Sur¬
geon.An Evil that Needs Investiga¬
tion.
However readily the American government may

welcome emigrants to the shores of Columbia, yet
It behoves It to look after and ascertain that ves¬
sels landing passengers here should not bring with
tnem the diseased surplus population of other
nations.
An Investigation was held yesterday by the Com¬

missioners of Kmigratlon relative to the mortality
on board the hark Athena, from Bremen. Com¬
missioners Hart, O'Gorman, Lynch and Wallack
were present, and wero also represented by their
counsel, General Hillver. The consignees of the
ship wero represented t>v their counsel, Mr. Frank
fludd; Consul General Hosing was ulso in attend¬
ance.
The captain, first and second mote and some of

the passengers wero examined. Captain christof-
fers testified that the ship was thirty-nine days at.
sea. carried 474 passengers, among which were
twenty-six deaths, mostly from small-por and
measles; the passengers were treated by the first
mate and himself, no docior being on hoanl. llid
German government not requiring emigrant ships
to carry doctoys. The captain attributed th* Hi*

rtallty id tne wnntw a pliyhtclan* ancreased mortality id tfiC want "/ a "pi..abundant supply oj provisions and water were on
wel e"distributed,

Dr. Jnines c. If;iilo<*k. resident physician a' Castle
Garden, testified that a number oi clii'ilr*1* rum
tlio Athena were treated in the temporary hospital,
and In his opinion they were suffering from want
of nutritious food, and throe of the children died
there.
Specimens ol the provisions were exhibited, and

the passengers stated thoy received a sufficient
quantity or rood.

J. 0. Holland. Jr.. resident physician to the Com¬
missioner" of Emigration, sent a communication to
Coroner Keenan yesterday, in which be stated that
the bodies of Joseph Witniiska and Frederick schu-
brlng. aged two years each, Who had died aboard
the Athena previous to her arrival in port, had been
sent to the Morgue, the impression being that the
Health Officer would tarnish oertiflentis of their
deaths. Hut Dr. Uailoek states that he has as¬
certained that that department is not able
to give them, and as the children arrived
ut Castle Garden dead, and, during their
sickness had been unattended by any physician, he
reletred the case to the Coroner. From this Vessel
several other bodies, live In all, were conveyed to
the Morgue, and the driver of the hearse belonging
to the Commissioners of charities and corrections
was instructed to take them, or they, w ith those qf
the children, would have been held subject to Ibe
Coroner's Investigation.
According to the history given by their parents,

the children died of diarrhoea, generated hy the in-
fcrior provisions distributed on shipboard.
coroner Keenan will take such action as the case

demands.
