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"Yachting in tho Eastern States Is rapidly becom¬
ing the popular amusement of the people,us there
It Is not only the rich who patronize this noble sport,
but nearly everybody residing In the seaboard
towns of Rhode Island, Massachusetts and Maine
owns a yacht or some portion of a yacht. In innny
places there are small cat-rigged and sloop yachts,
each of which 1m owned by a small stock company
with from four to eight shareholders. These yachts¬
men. although they ouly patronize small crafts and
lone a copartnership for the purpose of reducing
expenses, manage to have plenty of sport during
the yachting season and are often ubsent four or
live weeks cruising along the coast. This season
promises to be very lively, as great preparations are

being made, and although nothing so fur has been
definitely arranged in regard to ilio movements of
tbe Eastern or Huston yacht clubs, yet they antici¬
pate oitfoyliig a very lively season. Tho Portland
club has not made any definite arrangements yet
as to what will be their programme for the season
of iflla. There Is some talk of holding a grand na¬
tional regatta In Portland harbor, to which the
yachts of all clubs will be invited, but nothing will
be Bottled until the nnnunl meeting of the club.
The main excitement in yachting matters East

this season will be centred In the doings of the
smaller crafts. For the past few yenrs the Dor¬
chester, Lynn, Bunker Hill and South Boston yacht
cljibs have been experimenting In different models
of cat and sloop rig. The members of these differ¬
ent clubs arc enthusiastic yachtsmen, as the owner
of a yacht will In many instances also prove to be
tho modeller, builder, sallmakcr and captain. This
tends to give more excitement In the various con¬
tests that ensue, as each little craft lias number¬
less partisans, who have perhaps each as¬
sisted in some little feature ot her con¬
struction, and therefore feel the warmest
Interest In her success and the defeat of the
representative of the neighboring village. At tho
present moment there Is considerable agitution
.dcT excitement among the small fry as to what will
be the success of Innumerable small craft of about
twenty two feet water line thut are now being con¬
structed wltb a view to defeating and wresting tho
laurels of victory fr om the famous yacht

Now, as the Now York portion of the yachting
community are, probably, in blissful Ignorance of
the existence of such a craft as the Ripple, It may
be well to give a slight sketch of her antecedents.

The Ripple is, rnns ilotite, one of the ugliest looking
email boats In existence; but when one comes to
examine her lines with a more critical eye, she ex¬
hibits many excellent points, with a tendency
towards fast sailing. She has a most, decidedly flut
boor, with a gentle Incline fore and aft
fiain the centre. There is no rounding off from
the sides to the lloor, but they are joined together
at an angle of al<out 120 degrees. This point
certainly does not add to iter beauty, but is claimed
to be the secret of hor success, as when she lays
over In the water the angle formed by Hie
¦ides and floor act as a second centre-board und
keep shoving her nose up to windward. She has
a long, overhanging stern, that would send Bob Fish
Into ecstacles of delight, and, us she is built with
considerable sheer, when sailing l»y the wind she
gets two or three feet more floor to sail on without
hav'ng to pay for It on measurement. The Hippie
has a twelve foot centre-board and a small cabin,
.n«Vls open to sail anything of the same water line
in the world. Bostonians are fully aware of her
speed. and it Is an understood thing that the
boat that beats the Hippie will be the champion of
the season, and some ten or a dozen small boais nre
now lie'ug constructed with tliat laudable purpose.
Among the larger yacht owners things appear to

be rather quiet, and although the succors of the
schopner Fearless last season has excited a little
¦pirlt of rivalry, no matches have yet been made.
Be/ore the curl of the season however, there will
be probably some fun, ns there are some eight or
ten new schooners now in course of construction,
many of which have ireen built with a view to ob¬
taining great speed. Mr. Harrington, of Rath, the
builder of the Fearless, and Mr. Herreshnff, of
Bristol, the builder of the Clytle, Sadie and otter
bud sloops, Lave had their hands pretty fall tLis
season and will soon turn out some very handsome
specimens of naval architecture.

A FESTIVE SEAMSTRESS.
She Dresses Herself I7p In Another Wo¬
man's 811ki and Goes Out for a Hide.
Her Arrest and Kecovery of the Prop¬
erty.
About two weeks ago Mrs. John Blecckcr took

Into her service a seamstress, a comely-looking
young woman, named Esther Vedler. On Thursday
night she mysteriously left Mrs. Bleecker, and In
the morning about eight, hundred dollars' worth of
Jewelry, clothing ami other articles belonging to
Mrs. J. A. Harvey, a visitor of Mrs. Bleecker's, were,
it is alleged, missing.

Justice McGolre, In default of $1,800 ball, to answer,.insure iwiairc, in aeiauu 01 si.ouu »au, 10 auswer,
She says she was born In England and emigrated

to Montreal, Canada, with Irr husband, a doctor of
medicine, about ten years ago. Eor three years she
lived there very happily. Her husband then died,
and shortly after that event she came on to this
city. Here she formed the acquaintance of a doc¬
tor, with whom she lived and had one child, a girl,
now supported at a friend's house by herself. The
doctor, however, refused to have anything further
to do with her niter he had made tho acquaintance
of an estimable lady, whom he married.
How she speut her time after that until
she became an inmate of the Sisters'
Home, In Mulberry street, she did not
say. she is evidently a woman of superior attain¬
ments, and even yet shows traces of beanty, and
exhibits, in her conversation and carriage, those
characteristics belonging only to the well bred
lady. Eor soine time past, she says, she has been
addicted to intcmpcranro, a love of which she con¬
tracted since her arrival in this city, because of tho
misfortunes that met her at every step, and If she
had not been very drunk when she took the clothes
and Jewelry she would not, she says, have done it.

THE LOST LORD.

The Great Gould-Gor¬
don Contest.

A'»tlon to Strike Out the Complaint, the
Flaiutiff Failing to Appear.

ANOTHER ADJOURMENT.
The C^uld-Gordon controversy was again re¬

newed yesterday morning, but owing to a legal
"hitch" In the proceedings considerable delay oc.
curred. Gordon failed to appear, and the assem¬
blage was once more disappoint >d.
Mr. Root, of counsel for Jay (iould, presented an

affidavit setting forth certain facts, and asked for
an order to examine W. II. Orton, Superintendent
of the Western Union Telegraph Company, relative
to the contents of some telegraph messages which
passed through his office.
Judge Leonard declined to grant the ordor, on the

ground that the affidavit was Insufficient for the
purpose mentioned.
A lengthy discussion ensued, when Judge Leonarddirected that the entire subject should be referred

to Judge Brady, who had previously heard the case."
Counsel then proceeded before Mr. Justice Brady,who sat In the room of the Board of Supervisor^.

A large crowd followed the legal guns.
Mr. Field moved to strike out the complaint, on

the ground that tlio plaintiff had failed to appear In
Court.
Judge Brady asked why Gordon did not appear.
Mr. Field replied that the counsel on the othev

side would doubtless answer the question.
Judge Brady said ho had not asked him.
Counsel Inquired whether thero was an affidavit

of personal service on Mr. Gordon.
Mr. Field said the Court must take precedence ot

counsel.
Counsel observed that an order was made on

Monday last constituting Mr. Gordon a witness, and
he should be dealt with as any other witness.
Mr. Field then proceeded to read the several or¬

ders previously made, and submitted that the com¬
plaint should be stricken out owing to the failure of
the plaintiff to appear.Mr. Strahan, In reply, read his own affidavit,
showing cause wby tiro complaint should not be
stricken out. Ho set forth that Gordon left New
York on the :10th Inst., not having beeu served with
any papers and having been advised that Ills de¬
parture would not bo In contempt at that tline.
Mr. Field said he had a number of affidavits from

detectives and others showing that immediately
after the order was Issued Gordon left the city.
Counsel objected to the reading of the affidavits.
Judge Brady said that In regard to the examina¬

tion of Gordon lie should have attended, and If h®
failed to appear his answer should be stricken out.
Ex-Judge Parker in the course of his address

submitted that no notice had been served upon
Gordon, and that It was likely he did not know of
the present proceedings. He claimed that, accord¬
ing to law, Gordon should have been personally
served. Under all the circumstances lie claimed
that Gordon should at least have some time to ap¬
pear for examinatlou.
Mr. Field said he had no objection to allow some

time so long as a certain day was specified.
After a brief discussion Judge Brady adjourned

the case till the 7th of Juno, when Gordon must ap¬
pear or the complaint would be stricken out.
Two other motions.one to vacate the order of

arrest and the other to vacate the order for exami¬
nation.were also adjourned to the same date.

AFFIDAVIT OF MRS. BBLDRM.

Sarah E. Belden, being duly sworn, says:.I am the
wife of William Belden, of the city of New York, and re¬
side at 11 Park avenue, in said city; t know the person
above named a* Gordon Cordon; I first mot hiin In the
cltv of Ht Paul, Minn., where he was introduced to me hv
Mrs. Oolonel Loom Is, about the month of December, 1871;
I saw and remember very little of hiin in the
West, except that he professed to become very much at¬
tached to my brother, William S. Patten, and that he
Joined our party apparently by accident, upon our
return eastward, und accompanied us as far as Milwau¬
kee, where he left ns; we reached New York on Sunday,
January 7.1872, and on the day following a telegram eame
to my brother, Mr. Patteu, which I saw and read, and
which was as follows:.

"I am at the Westra lnster Hotel. GORDON."
Mr. Gordon soon called at our hou«e, No. II Park ave¬

nue, where he for the first time mot Mr. llcldcn, and for
some time he called on us there very frequently.
After some davs he commenced to talk or the Incon¬

veniences of hotel life, aud of bis preterenees for lll'o In a
private house, and we Invited lilin to make Us a visit; lie
accepted the invitation, came to our houso, und passed
several weeks there ns our guest: during this time he
talked n great deal to me, and to others in my presence,
concerning himself, his w< alth, his Influence, and his past
actions.
Among other things, I have frequently heard him apeak

of himself ns a member of the llouse of Lords of
Great Drituln, and I have heard him say that his opin¬
ion In the House of Lords was considered of great
moment, and that on one occasion, when ho rose to
speak in the House of Lords, it was so quiet that on*
could liavo heard a pin drop; I have heard hltn fre¬
quently use the expression, wc Peers of the Realm
I have heard hint sav that he had conducted negotiations

to carry the election; I heard him say, over and over
again, that conclusive proofs of what he could do to con¬
trol the Erie election were on their way from England,and he several times specified the duy when he would
spread those proofs on the table before us; I heard htm
say several times that a messenger had already started
from Heath ± Raphael with the stock certificates, and he
fixed tho day when the messenger and these proofs would
be here so often, from week to week, that I came to think
it verv strange they did not arrive.
At one time lie rend to Mr. Belden, In mv presence and

hearing, what he said was a telegram from the linn,if
Heath A Raphael, and which stated that one of that firm
had shipped to Gordon a box containing tho certificate*
and powers of attorney, so that they would como "safe,
sure and speedy," and I heard him say that the box
coming from Heatli k Raphael contained Eric stock
euough to control the Erie election.

I have heard him say that he could control the press of
New York, us Mr. Ilorucc Greeley (Irmly believed In him,
ami Mr.James Gordon Bennett was named aftera Gordon,
and one of Gordon's owii family stood godiuther for him,
and as soon ns Mr. Bennett knew tliata Gordon was In the
country be would be ready to do anything for him.

Prior to the occurrences on March 11, known as the
Sickles movement, Mr. Gordon toid ine that there was a
movement on footln Erie called the Blckles movement,
hut that Mr. Gould need have no I'ear of anything, for
that, he said, "is my movement."
Mr Gordon never told mo to what family he belonged;

but. white he was at our house, and before his controversywith Mr. Gould uro«e, Mr. lleldeu told tnc that lie sold lie
w as "one of the Aberdeen Gordons."
On Sunday. March 24 last, Mr. Oordon came to onr

house, as lie had frequently done since Ids visit there
terminated. Ho was there ut lunch on that day, anil
he stayed there all night, and left on Monday
morning; tho occnrro,nces of Saturday, March 23, were
frequently referred to by both Mr. Gordon and Mr. llel¬
deu, in conversation with me, and with each otherin my
presence ; Mr. Gordon seemed on perfectly friendly term*
with Mr. Hidden; he asked Mr. Belden, In my presence, if
Mr. Belden did not think he had acted very honorably in

fivingupMr, Gould's property, und he asked me If Mr.
olden did not think he had acted honorably in giving up

the property ; he said that It was "all up with Gould," for
he had turned over the Erie rood to the Vanderbill part}-;
he said thai Mr. Belden lud told him that he ought not to

Shares, but would do so it Oolonel Heoll Wdllld Join Gordon
ami Gould in selecting a now management; that It Oolonel

Gordon," as! had requested; Mr. Hears did not inform
tno, as he slates lit Ids affidavit, thut Lord Gordon
"was forming combination" In New York, so u#
to carry into effeet a change in the manage
mant and policy of said (Erie) company;" ho stated
dl-tinclly that Lord Gordon had the option of the abso¬
lute control of the English shares, and that while lie waa
Indifferent about It, as he was quite independent, lie would
accent the trust, and set with Gould, If Colonel K<ott
would unite In organizing a new management; 1 could
not have been mistaken as to Mr. Hears' statement, for I
hud never heard of Gordon before, and certainly would
not have sent a note to Colonel Keolt asking him particu¬
larly to address his card to the "Right Hon. Lord Gordon."
