BOLD LOWER.

The gold market declined to-day upon tho con¬
tinued reports of the passage of the Supplementary
Treaty. It appears now that this matter lias not
been thoroughly discounted In Wall street, as was
supposed, and an elemcut of uncertainty has en*
t ;red into it which Is not generally appreciated
hero. Thus, wlillo tlia Benato may ratify
tho additional article, tho people are sure
to assail an administration which compels them
to accept such a degrading concession. In
consequence, therefore, there is a chance that
Grant, rather than go Into the canvass with tho
weight of this act of submission and Its conse¬
quences, may, perhaps, withdraw this new article
from tho consideration of Congress altogether.
Tho general undercurrent has, however, Influenced
the price of gold, which went off to-day at one time
to 118K, closing up heavy, although better than at
tho worst part of the day. The Assistant Treasurer
paid out to-day $34:\ooo gold on account of flve-
twenttes redeemed, and $270,000 on account of in¬
terest on the public debt. The specie shipments
to-morrow will be $1,010,000.that Is to say, engage¬
ments have been made for this amount. This will
make the shipments for the week over $1,000,000.
The custom receipts to-day were $305,000.

THE SrECIE MOVEMENT
.hows the same forward disposition, as will be seen
by tho preceding article. Taking these shipments
with the large tourist movement of this season, the
very heavy ltom is added to our account In tho
matter of coin exports.

FOREIGN EXCtlANOE
is somowhat lower to-day, although leading bankers
still maintain the previous figures published of their
rates. A recent loan made In England has fur¬
nished the opportunity of sales of English bills,
which has brought the actual llgure at which ex¬
change may be bought to 103»o' for sixty days, and
lios for short sight. There Is a continued absence
of commercial bills offering,which leaves the matter

exchange entirely In the hands of the bunkers.
BTOCKS UNSETTLED.

Pacific Mall and Erie continued to form the special
feature of Interest on the Stock Exchange. Pacific
Mall declined to 79&, while Erie went off to 68,'i. It
Is almost a repetition to draw attention to the fact
that Erie Is not worth the money that has been
paid for It rcoontly. Of course there are circum¬
stances whloh might make Erie shares vulued at
$100 nominally, If the contest should continue be¬
tween Scott and any party that might be organized
on the Erie side. It will be understood that the Eng¬
lish people have no understanding ol Scott. Mr.
Scott may be a most excellent manager of American
railways, bat the English people won't take that
for granted, not knowing anything about it. They
are Justified In that, after the absurd way we were
Imposed upon by people representing to have au¬
thority from the other side.

TUB WAMITNOTON TREATY.
It was generally supposed that the supplement¬

ary article to the Washington Treaty would go
through. Gold has gone off and governments have
gone up in that expectation. Now private de¬
spatches from Washington Inform us that there is an
element of opposition to the adoption of the
supplementary article, which Is neither Irish, Eng¬
lish, German nor American. This feeling endangers
the success of the treufy, although diplomatic re¬
quirements may bring the opposition under proper
control.

THE STREET SWEEPERS.
A Demonstration of the Scavenger* In
City Hall Park.They Ask for the
Money that 1* Due to Them Through
Mr. Drown.An Arrangement Matte for
Their Payment.
A demonstration woo mado yesterday in tho City

Hall Park t>y tho men employed by Street Cleaning
Contractor llrown. They marched down about leu
o'clock in procession, and numbered about three
hundred. Delegations from this number wero sent
to wait upon Comptroller Green and tho grlcvunce
of the inen, laid before him, wan, that by reason of
tho city not paying Mr. Brown there was eight
weeks' pay due to them, and they could not wnlt
longer for their money. Mr. Green told i ho dele¬
gation that he would consider what powers
the lato Street Gleaning Commission had In thin
matter, and givo au answer on Monday. On this
being communicated to the men they intimated
that, unions they had a moro decided auswer than
that at once, there would he trouble. In the mean¬
time the police reserves had been sent for and ar¬
rived. They were detailed to preserve order, and
were on duty in tho Park until afternoon, under
the command of Cuptuln Loury, leady for any
emergency that might arise. On tho Comptroller
receiving the message that the men would not wait,he Bent for Judge Bosworth and Counsellor O'Uor-
lnun, and subsequently a meeting of the old Street
Cleaning Commission wus held, and at a protracted
executive session the following facts wero
elicited:.
The workmen's statement of the grievances was

that the city owed Mr. Brown for work porformed
during the year 1H71 feioi.ooo; that the amount paid
the men for the mouth or March, 1772, was $37,962,
and the pay rolls for the month of April amount to
$119,320. From the 1st to the 18th of May, tho tlnio
when the Police Commissioners took charge of the
work, the pay rolls amounted to $35,000. The total
amount due to the workmen, the committee state
to be $104,000. This amount, they staled, was
shown by the pay rolls, anil sworn to as correct bythe foremen and Inspectors. The total amount due
to Mr. Brown from the city up to the 18lh of Maythe committee state to he $143,030.
