MASS MEETING TO-DAY

Cabinet Makers and Others of the League to
Meet in City Hull Park This Afternoon.

A MASS MEETING TO-NIGKT.

Tae City Laborers to Have a Dem¬
onstration in Union Square.

There were throe large meetings held daring the
forenoon of yesterday by the labor unions. Two
of them took place at Oermanla Assembly Rooms, In
the Bowery, and one at Harmonle Hall, In Essex
street. Tills lost was unimportant, save In point of
numbers. There were about eight hundred in at¬
tendance. In all of them the utmost en¬
thusiasm, united with good order, prevailed.

hasThe general impression, j.s that the movement ha
only just begun, and it Is believed ilia. it will evOu-
tually extend lu every direction and sweep every,thing before It.. Arrangements are being made for

Jierinanent organizations of those who have been
oreinoht in the action so far and who believe that
their own strikes will end during the present week,but wish to assist those who will follow, snd by this
menus make the system universal and permanent.

Upholsterers' Mass Meeting.
The upholsterers, about live hundred strong, met

at ulne o'clock yesterday morning at Oermania
Assembly Rooms, in the Bowery. Tho rear hall
was closely packed by this number^ and the great¬
est harmony and enthusiasm prevailed. Mr. Chris¬
topher Marks presided. Speeches were made by
Mr. Uamnierich.iuscn, Mr. Vogt, of the Knights of
St. Crispin; Mr. Karl, of the Tailors' Association,
and Mr. Brown, of the Lounge Makers' Union.

Btx additional shops were reported as having

struck on Saturday evening.
Three additional shops were reported as having

acceded to the demands of the Union, and the pro¬
prietors in each case signed the printed agreement
prepared by the League.
Twerty-elght shops are working to-day under the

new «r stern.
It v us reported that 300 new members had been

cnro'ied during the st Ike on the lists Of the
Upholsterers' Bociety.
Some of the employers were reported as having,

on Saturday evening, oilbred uu tncreus" Oftwenty;five per cent on wages and piece work, providing
the men V ould work teu hours. The proposluou
was peremptoilly refused.
An as8«-sment of lifty cents was "reported as

having been mude upon all members-of this Union,for the purpose of aiding the fainlUesof men engagedlu the strike of the furniture makers, without regard
to particular brauches of the organization. It was
stated that some had, when called upon for the
above sum, contributed $fi; and the average
amount paid into the treasury was #2 per member.
The v oarage of the men Is undiminished, and it Is

belkVtd that the Rtrike cunuot last longer than till
the erd of the present week.
A committee from the Pianoforte Makers' Union,

then in session In an adjoining room, appeared In
the hall and Informed the upholsterers that they(the piano makers) would make a formal strike
tills uorning.

It was al«o suggested that an executive com¬
mittee of six be chosen to hear reports from the
a: ld committe> s, and If on Tuesday the mannfitr-
tmi ers have not given their cousent this committee
should order a strike.
Messrs flhonk und Horn, representing a com¬

mittee from the varnlshers and polishers, spoke in
support of the motion. They stated that their or-
gaul/.atkm had resolved to strike this morning, and
would hold out until they obtained the consent of
their empioyr rs to tne establishment of the elght-
hour system. .

A delegate from the cabinet makers made an ad¬
dress to tkrt same purpose.
The inntinr was put and carried.

THE CEOTON WE DRINK.

Analysis of tho City's Water by Professor Chan¬
dler, of the Board of Health.The Causes

of the Imparity Natural and Not
Dangerous to Health.

The following report was received by the Hoard
of Health on Saturday from Professor C. F. Chandler,
who wae ordered by them to make an analysis of
the Croton water of the city

My ITxar Sin.I have the honor to report that I have

completed my examination of tho Croton water, with the
following rcsulto;.
The sample was drawn on the 11th of May, ami was

srbmltted to a very careful chemical analysis, the results
of widen are recorded in column Xo. i. In column No. 2
are the results of a similar n itn lysis, which was made in
1869, wliirli Is appended for comparison. The numbers
indicate grains in one United .states gallon.

By means of one of the Curtis A Bigelow sponge Alters,

attached to the tiwocls In my laboratory, the suspended
matter from llfty barrels or raoio of water was coikctcd
for examination.

It was of a doop green color, of very little odor, and not
nt all offensive, ana, examined under the microscope, was
found to consist largely of vegetable matter, chiefly con-
feval, or "groen scum." Associated with this vegetable
matter were particles of sand, clay and Iron rust A few
ot the common unimnlculu', usually found in the Croloit,
w ere observed. On drying the sediment and exposing It
to an elevutcd temperature, the organic portion wits de¬
stroyed, emitting an otb>r of burning fat or oil (aero in).
The residue, alter burning off the organic mnttor. was

humd to consist chicliy of clay, tine sand and oxide of
Iron, the latter probably derived from the mains.

CONCLUSION.
It will be seen, on comparing the two analyses vlilch

are presented, that the water Is now purer, as tar as the
dissolved Impurities are concerned, than it was in 18'i9.
'1 his Is probably to tie attributed to the season. In the
summer the rain passes into the soil, and is filtered before
It reurbes tin-streams, thus coming in contact with the
earthy and saline matters of the soil and dissolving them

vnc n ato a greater extent than In winter and spring, wl
larger proportion of the rain and snow water runs over
the Impenetrable ground, from which the frost has not
yet escaped.
This also accounts for the Increase In the suspended im¬

purities. We hav e seen that they contain two-thirds their
weight of clay, line sand mid oxide of iron ; most of this
would have been removed before the waters reached tlio
stream* could the water have penetrated the gravelaund
sands and lawn filtered. The vegetable portion of the
sediment consists largely of the debris of last year's ver¬
dure which lias been washed Into the streams. The |ieen-
lbtr odor noticed when the sediment was heated does not
necessarily indicate the presence of animal matter. Sonic
years since, when the water was In a tntteh more often-
sive condition titan r»t present, Dr Towcy examined It
very thoroughly, and found the peculiarities to he caused
by unusual iiuaiitiiies of vegetable matter, containing un
oily tat
ThatThat no large amount of organic matter is undergoing

decay Is shown by the tact that the solublo organic anil
volatile tnnttcr contained in a gall m ot Altered water
amounts to only one-fifth of a grain more than usual, and
much less than is contained In many excellent waters
Twice the quantity of soluble organic and volatile inuttct
would not be objectionable.
These sediments consist, then, of clay. One snnd,

vegetable debris, the semirings of the whole Hrea of the
water shed, Willi certain uqiiulic plants, u lew animal¬
cules ami iron rust from the mains. They amount in a
dry state to less than ore-fifth ot a grain per gallon. I
hare seen nothing to Indicate the presence of decayinganimal matter ol any kind, nor do I believe that there Is
any cause whatever for ulnrin on the par* of our citizens.

THE MANILA INSURRECTION.
Full Details of the Rising in Manila and at

Cavite Against the Spaniards.

Madrid, April 20, 1872.
The Manila mall, which arrived here re¬

cently, has brought further details of the In¬
surrection of the 2otb, 2lst and 22d January.
It seems to have been more serious than at
first Imagined, as it has been found to have been
part of a plan to shake otf Spanish rule In that dis¬
tant colony. Very curious 1b It that this desire for
independence should exist in all the colonies of
Spain, without exception, both in the East and
West Indies. The great outbreak in Cuba has made
Itself felt by its extension and its three years of ex¬
istence, but of the Philippine Islands little has been
been heard, except the flattering reports of their
Governors, till now, when we learn that a vast con¬

spiracy had for a long time been gathering strength,
whose object was to rescue the islands from the
power of Spain. Any reflective nation would
take steps to Investigate the inner causes of
this animosity.for that It has inner causes
there can bo no doubt.but it Is sadly to be feared
that Spain, with that fatality which seems to have
attended all her colonial rule, and which has lost
her the ridhest empire beyond the seas that any
European nation ever possessed, will contrnt her¬
self with putting' down thg insurrection by the
strong otroj 9( force, and leave the restoring wound
of dissatisfaction uSprobed and uncured. Without
more preamble let me jtroceod to give you the
report the government have just received from
Captain General Izquierdo, which is published In
to-day's Qazetie. I wiil premise by remarking that
the arseual or Cavite is seven miles below Manila,
and Is a strong plaoe. Repairs to the vessels the
Spaniards keep in the Archipelago are effected
there. It has a good dry dock and every appliance
necessary. Also that in Manila and all the rest
of the Spanish islands in the East the troops and
the clergy are, in the great majority, natives, or

OFFCIAL REPORT OK THE CONSPIRACY.

Manila, Jan. hi, 1872.
General Izquierdo to Minuter ok War, Ma¬
drid:.
Your Excellency.With more reliable data than

I had when I wrote you 22d Instant, I can now give
von a detailed accouht of the events. At one A.
M. of the 21stf was advised by the Captain of the
Port that a military insurrection had broxen out in
Cavite. With ^liy taking of the fort the insur¬
rection was completely subdued, and the place re¬
duced to perfect tranquillity. JV? have made many
prisoners of native Inhabitants who appear to be
Implicated more or less lu the conspiracy.
In Cavite we have burled forty-nine insurgent

corpses. When the troops returned they brought
seventy-one prisoneis, some taken in the fortress
and others arrested in the place as accomplices.
These were tried by council of war and forty-
one sentenced to bo shot. But taking Into
account the mortality already crcat j1, it ap¬
peared to me public vengeance would re¬
main satisfied with the execution of a third part
of thorn. Believing I was thus interpreting the
magnanimous sentiments of Ills Majesty the King,
I ordered thirteen only to be shot.a nninher I
judged sufficient to give a terrible warning. Nine
of these were executed In Manila at seven o'clock
A. M. on the 27th, and the other four In Cavite
the same day. The rest of the sentences
I commuted to ten years' penal service.
Fourteen members of the native artillery
have since been arrested as accomplices or insti¬
gators, and their trial Is being proceeded with. I
am happy to say that what I told von in my former
despatch respecting the sailors being implicated
has proved completely erroneous. The loyalty of
the whole of that corps has been abundantly evi¬
denced by the share they took I11 suppressing the
movement. They had seven ofllcers and four indi¬
viduals killed, four ofllcerHand nineteen Individuals
wounded. The troops had four olllcers and live
soldiers killed, four ofllcers and twelve soldiers
wounded. The artillery had one olllcer killed, four
ofllcers and thlrty-tive individuals wounded. The
result has been a complete triumph for our rule.

RAFAEL DE IZQCISItDO.
A MORE DETAILED ACCOUNT.

The most detailed account Is from the Coman-
dante of Cavite, who had to adopt the first measures
against the iusurgents, and to hold Utcm in check
till the arrival of reinforcements under General
Esplnur. lie writes to the Minister of Marine
thus

Manila, Jan. 20.1872.
.COMANDANTE CABBALLO TO MINISTER OK MARINE,
Madrid:.
Your Excellency.On the 22(1 nit. I had the

honor to address you a communication informing
you of the grave and sad events of Cavite, in the
military sedition of the native artillery forces gar¬
risoning the fortress of San Felipe, and part of the
troop of Infantry de Marina. The shortness of
time up to the departure of t tie mail packet, which
took place In a few hours after the insurrection ter¬
minated, the grave cares at that moment devolv¬
ing upon mo, and tho want of proper
data to give a faithful relation of tho events,
(lid not permit uie then to add many de¬
tails. I have now the honor to supply them. On
the morning of the ltrth I received the two anony¬
mous documents annexed, which, as your Excel¬
lency will see, denounced that uu Intended rebel¬
lion against the Spaniards was to take place Bimul-
tuueously in Manila and in Cavite:.

By difl'crent sexes, classes and aces, I have heard say

that there Is to be a serious and strange rebellion In

the departure from the bay ol'the steamer Valicme. I
believe vou ought to watch the arsenal very closely and
with great precautions, lor that la the part of the popula¬
tion wbo«e possession is aimed at by the conspirators. In
your superior Intelligence you will know what ordera to
dictate to frustrate their wicked intcnintentions.

fortress of Manila as a signal of general rebellion against
the Spaniards. The absence of the whole squadron is to ho
availed of for this. He who Is at the head of the Intended
movement Is the Most Rev. Father Hurgox in Manila, and
In Cavito there are the sergeants ol artillery and corpo¬
rals of inlnntrv of native marine, (bifanitrto de Manna
tndigtnn.) Moreover, Mr. Cominandante General, he who
sends volt this tieirs you to look with great attention, and
find giiard you In your doings. The best thing to ho done
Is to gourd the fortresses of Manila and t'avlte with Span¬
ish soldiers, and to remove all the native corporals and
sergeants. Thov who have corrupted all the rest are the
corporals Pedro and Tolentlno. As soon as these
lire made sure of the Governor should send and secure
all the native soldiers, their accomplices, who are in

PREPARING FOR THE WORST.

Notwithstanding the little vuluc such anonymous
documents have in themselves, the fact that they
agreed lit some points with other rumors which
had been promulgated gave Rome Importance to
their contents. I therefore gave Immediate ad¬
vice to His Excellency Captain (ieneral Izquierdo.
and then went at once to cavito to take prudent
measures in the arsenal, managing to avoid alarms,but not showing a blind confidence In which wo
might have been surprised. Those precautions
were all the more necessary as all the elTeciivo
squadron were away, and were without proper re¬
sources In the arsenal to defend It. In it we had
the war schooner Santo Flloinena heeled over on
the blocks, the Aniinosa under repairs In hollers
and machinery, and neither able to move, the gun¬boats Samor aud Itulusan completely ready. The
latter availed tne to go between Cavito and Manila
or points of service. Besides these we had In the
Manila River a boat belonging to the quar¬
antine. In the arsenal I ordered all the
guards to be reinforced anil to have Euro¬
peans it their head, in the barracks of theinfantry of marine the greatest vigilance wnsiiNo
employed. A captain and two subalterns slepttherein, with instructions what, to do In case of
alarm, which was to rush In good order to the de¬
fence. The service of night watchmen was con¬
ducted with nil military rigor. I ordered all the
military employes to sleep within the arsenal. In¬
cluding those of the vessels under repair. Theside arms in ihe vessels and those In the workshopsvert go oni and distributed around. We made tne
gunlmat Siitnor ready to move at the first order,and we managed to launch the Santo ElIonicna not¬
withstanding the low th'e. Finally I put Into prisonthe corporals Pedro and Tolentlno, designated in
the anonymous loiters. We searched their boxes
and we watched closely the slightest movements of
the other native corporals. These preventive dis¬
positions being taken, i considered the requirementsof prudence fulfilled, and was far from believingevents ivoui l bo suddenly conic with a character of
great gruvity.

THE OI'TRRF \K.
Between half-past eight and nine o'clock of the

night of the 'Jut h 1 llrst heard musket firing from Fort
Han Felipe, a few moments afterwards the t roops of
infantry of murine, to the number of (iffy-four, weredrawn up in the Imrrack to go to the arsenal, when
they all mutinied, and there arose a terrible strug¬gle between (hem and the European ofileers andsubalterns who commanded them und who en¬deavored to restrain them. In that struggle there
were killed Captain Torres Sllva, Sergeants P.Gomez ami II errera. There were gravely woundedLieutenant llerce, who died In n few hours, andslightly wounded Captain Maudes and Mayo lire.Word was s-uii to the chief of regiment No. 7, w howith gnat decision l ibored to cru-li the new-bornihsitrti ctiou. At the head of Ids soldiers he enteredthe h ii rack by forie. receiving the dlscharg* s of themutineers, who immediately rted to the fortress ufSun l eilpe, leaving only fifteen in the barrack u«wounded and prisoners.

THE FEELING OiTcing 7||V ARSrNtb.yviiile this wo* going ou the guard at the exterior

gate of the arsenal, composed of twelve soldiers of
the native companies, abandoned their post, and,
pretending to scale the wall of the fortress, took re¬
fuge Inside, and then turned their arms against as.
Meanwhile the commandants of the arsenal dis¬
posed the defence of the establishment with the
sailors of the Filomena and Anlmosa, the people
employed In the arsenal, and the native soldiers
who remained true to our side. They answered
the lively lire of the rebels, who were on the para¬
pet of the fortress, and whose cannons and mus¬
kets commanded full range of the arsenal. In the
most udvanced post, with part of his crew, was the
Uowmandante of the Pllomena, Lieutenant Pascual
inida lie was very soon wounded gravely, and
his place occupied first by the boatswain or the
same vessel, Sandier, I.ojo, afterwards by tho
oillcer Juuu Seron and the lieutenant of the navy,
(iabrielle Lesscne. The crew Of the Anlmosa, who
shared the glory of occupying the posts of the
greatest danger, were commanded alternately by
Lieutenants Garcia .C'aceres and Euloglo Mexchran,
seconded bv boatswains Miguel Millon, Vicente,
Acosta and Francisco Gollorlaga.

FIERCE FIOHTINO AND BLOODY SCENES.
The olllcers who lived In Cuvite, but outside of the

arsenal ami fortress, suffered a terrible llro, when,
in the fulfilment of their duty, they went to the
arsenal. The chief army surgeon, Romualo Valdl-
vieso was shot dead, and so wab the officer Angel
Buleuto. The Governor of Cavlte, at the head of
regiment No. 7, believing, In error, that the arsenal
had rebelled, tried to enter it, but the Lieutenant of
the Navy, Fernandez Acevedo, who was guarding
the outer gate, with heroio dash and exalted pa¬
triotism rushed to meet the advancing troops, and,
giving a " viva Xspalla /" prevented their making a
fatal mistake. He then tried to scale the wall the
rebels surmounted, but was killed on the spot.
Another navy lieutenant, Itafael Ordoflez, who ac¬
companied tlie Governor, leaped tho parapet with
sublime heroism, and when he had gained the top
fell <leu<l front three balls. The names of these two
young officers of the navy will remain In letters of
gold in our history.
The Governor, seeing that the gmenal not only

was not iu the power of the rebels, but was being
defended tenaciously, while attacked from the
fortress, retired towards the population, leaving
twenty men and art officer to cover the posts aban¬
doned by the rebel guard. -

AFFAIRS IN TIIE CAPITAL.
I was In Manila when I received news of the

events by tho hand of tho Comaudante of Engi¬
neers, Manual Gulnart. I went immediately to in¬
form the C'aptaii\ General to preveoH&qlbSujTes;
tiou breaking out in the capital wftn milch greater
gravity than It hud done In Cavlte. I flatter my¬
self that by this opportune advice to the chief
authority, and tho measures he was able to take In¬
stantly, Is owing that the Insurrection proved
abortive there and was confined to Cavlte.

BACK TO CAV1TK.
I returned immediately to Cavlte In the Bulusan,

taking with mc some soldiers and ammunition. I
put the river in a state of defence by means of
launches and boats, ordered steam to bo got up on
all the morchant steamers disposable, and 1 put the
port under tho care of the retired navy,
Lieutenant Bonifacio Rossello.
When I got to the arsenal I found Its defence per¬

fectly organized. I gave out. the munitions I had
brought from Manila and reinforced the posts with
twenty-live of the crew of Bulusan. Sharpshooters
were placed on tho roofs of the houses which over¬
looked the fortress, to neutralize the heavy fire of
the rebels. The water entrance to the arBonal was
guarded by the Suiuar,

COOPKD UP tH The FORTRESS OF SAN FELIPE.
The insurgents had enclosed themselves In the

foilress of Bau Felipe, and seeing that there wad
no fear of a direct attack by them I became con¬
vinced that tho best thing We couW t|o WRS to
maintain the defensive, and keep them besieged
until the arrival of reinforcements from Manila
should enable us to give them the coup de grace.
At half-past four o'clock A. M. I left in the Bulusan
to confer with the Captain General. At eight o'clock
A. M. he embarked, in various merchant steamers,
regiments Nos. l and 2, with four pieces of artillery,
unysrthe command of General Espinar, who left,
with me lu the gunboat to fix the place of landing.
As soon as i landed l retained to the arsenai,
which continued its defence, with less damage than
the uight before. The rebels were evidently dis¬
concerted. I relieved fifty sailors, who were tired,
by fifty soldiers of regiment No. 1. The resistance
of the rebels was weak during the 21st, and almost
null at night. They only fired now and then. Our
riilemei) on the roofs, and the two pieces of artillery
we conveniently placed, did them much damage,
besides dislodging some of their cannon. The
Namur received a shot in the side. We seized many
fugitives, and the losses of the enemy Inside the
fortress were over fifty by our fire. Early on the
22d, having received our reinforcements, our artil¬
lery fired grenades into the fortress, and shortly
afterwards our troops carried it by assault. We
found twenty or thirty men there, who were all put
to denth at once.
Thus concluded this sad episode of thlrty-slx

hours of rebellion, which has resulted in very se-
Bible losses. Its sorrow Is attenuated In Spauish
hearts by the heroic comportment of all classes of
the army and navy engaged.

A SKKIOra MATTER.
The private correspondence from Manila con¬

firms the milcial accounts, and declares the con¬
spiracy deep and well laid. In one letter I have-
seen the writer says it is well known thnt In the
time of General Gandara, before the revolution of
September, Philippine filibusters were working ten¬
aciously, and precautions had more than once to bl
taken. The careless policy of General Latorre pave

?r«/t Impetus to fllibusterlsm and much boldness
o the leaders. On the 21st of January, at one A.
M., Captain General Izqnierdo was, as natural, in
bed, when lie received the news of the insurrec¬
tion at Cavite. He Instantly rose, went into the
streets and visited all the barracks. Thanks to
this, the regiment of native artillory did not rebel,
though it was prepared to do so.

TF1E OBJECT OP THE CONSPIRATORS,
it lias since transpired, was to destroy all the Span¬
iards, but to respect the other foreigners, ladies
and children, and proclaim the Philippine republic.
They counted in Manila on the said regiment of ar¬
tillery with the native infantry regiments Nos. 1, 2
and a ami the native civilians. In Cavite they
counted on thirty native artillerymen in the fort¬
ress, the prisoners in the jail and the regiment No.
7 of infantry of marine.

WHY THE INSURRECTION FAII.EI>.
The signal agreed on was to have been the firing

of some rockets, which had been hidden by a native
soldier in his chest. Fortunately there was ajlenta
in the neighboring village of Sampalac, and the
firing and rockets from this were mistaken by the
conspirators lor the mutually agreed on signals.
There seemed great agitation among the artillery¬
men of Manila in their barracks; but being watched
constantly by their Kuropean ofllcers they hail no
opportunity of breaking out. Those of Cavite com¬
menced by assassinating a Knropcan sergeant and
Heilor Castellauo. Fifty native Infantry soldiers
Joined them, and then, seeing that they were only
some eighty or ninety men, they shut themselves
up in the fortress of San Felipe. From there they
shot every Kuropean who came In sight. At six A.
M. of the 21st the place was carried by assault. In¬
side was found the wife of Seiior Custelhino, badly
wounded, her servant killed, and unwounded a
friar of Han Juan de Dlos, who whs on a visit to her
when the affray broke out. All the insurgents had
confessed to film that morning early, convinced
that they would be killed, as were, indeed, over
thirty of them, "pamflos & cuchtllo," nine were shot
in Manila, four In Cavite, and forty-one had their
death sentences commuted.

ARRESTS MA UK.
During the 22il the young Councillor Pardo,

Father Burgos, the citra of Sagrarlo, and the eura
of Bacor were nrrcsted as accomplices. Also other
priests and filibusters.
