Gradual Decline of the
Revolution.

The

Peace Restored in Beveral Btates—The Rising in
Tabasso and Yucatan—The Mexican Press

The revolwtion which has been impoverishing
this conntry for the past alx months has no longer
any significance south of San Luls Potoal. No con-
siderable army of rebels |8 now In the fleld and,
with the exception of a few small bands, the revo-
lutionists are driven from the fleld and their strong-
holds, dispersed and disarmed. Generals Diaz and
Galvan upon thelr arrival in Jallsco, In March last,
succeeded in raiging only a small army, which was
quickly routed at the first battle, and the former,
finding his cause o lost one, s sald to have ngain re.
paired to the United States for safety. In the State
of Vera Cruz, in Mexico, Guerrero, Puebls,
Michoacan, Queretaro, &c., there no longer exists
any movement worthy of being called a revolution,
while the disturbances In the States of Yucatan and
Tubasco are of & local character, being directed
against the persona of the Governors, and will
probably be soon adjusted.

AMPLE POWERS TO JUAREZ

The great and lmportant question has been the
prolongation of “ample faculties™ to the Executive
by Congress, which was finally sccured by a fair
majority lagt night. This will enable President
Juarez to continue the etate of slege in certaln
States, the Governora of which, constitnt onally
elected, pertain to the opposition or revolutlonary
party. At this eapital all eyca are now turned to
the frontier, and the campaign of General Ceballos
{8 awaited with great anxiety.

The press of Mexico has also been much occupled
of late In discnssing the probable lssue of the recent
order of (encral Grant, referring to cattle thleves
on the Rio Grande, It is supposed here by many
that the United States troops In their pursnls of
thieves will not stopat the banks of the Rio Grande.
For these reasons news from the Northern frontler
18 awalted anxiously.

General Rosecrans has published a pamphlet
getting forth his views relative to the practicabllity
of his plan for the construction of ample railroad
communications In Mexico. An extra session of
Congress may be  called, at which nll the railroad
matters now pending may be discussed.

JALIS(CO,

The Boletin, the oMeial paper of Jallsco, says that
it 18 believed that Labastidw, Galvan and some
other leaders of the revolution have embarked at
Chamels, but whether for the United States or
srome other Mexican port it does not state. 1t also
says that Galvan had dissolved the small foree

TABASCO,

Frontern, a town of but little importance, has been
again ocoupled by the revolutionists, and a foree of
the latter had collected at Mascupana, which, how-
ever, were dispersad by 1 goveirnment troops,
The rebel Magallnnes had srrived at San Autonlo,
and wus assisting in holding the place against thoe
hesieging forces of the government, The rebels
have lost many men In the different sgallics which
they have made out of the place, On the 8d of this
month the rebels attacked Hulmongillo and were
repulsed.  Artillery and reinforcements were belng
wiited for.

Pedro Arias, commanding a small rebel force, has
been defeated at Maoniltepec. Captains Bol pnd
Lizarraga, although sufferlng from wounds received
in the actlon of Comalcaleo, volunteered to take
part in the expedition agaiust San Antonle, Up to
the moment of writing San Antonio had not been
captured oy the governmnent forees,
