tle manufacturer* of tills city and vicinity, held on

Wedbcwlay, May 19, Inst., at which fifty six bouses, en¬

gaged in various branches of the trade were represented,
the following resolutions were unanimously adopted
Whereas the interest! ot° the marble manufacturing

Industry In this city are seriously Imperilled by combina¬

tions of employes seeking to change the established hours

of labor from teu to eight hours per day, and to accom¬

plish this by the coercion of employers and the unlawful

inliidtdation of workmen who are willing that this

matter should be the subject of agreement and contract

between employers and cmployl-s.
Therefore, be it resolved, as the sense of this meeting of

the marble manufacturers, that we will resist such com¬

binations and maintain the present hoars and our liberty
to contract with our employes ou »uch terms as may be

mutually satisfactory.
Resolved, That In resisting these combinations we do

not act in opposition to the real Interests of the working-
men. We sincerely desire to promote the Interests of em¬

ploy^ as well as those of employer; but well know that

the interest* of all concerned in this Important branch of

industry will suffer U prices are enhanced, us they must

Inevitably lie. If the present system Is changed, as pro-
nosed. Tlie cost ol marble work will be increased at lenst
SO per ccnt, If these combinations should prevail, and
many purchasers will place their orders ut other centres

of manufacture. We believe the law* regulating labor and
iu pay to lie us fixed and eternal as the tides. Even II em¬
ployers were willing to accede to the demand* ol these
combinations, the arttllclal standaids thus established
could not long be inalutalned. The hours and pay of labor
can only be properly regulated by agreement and contract
between the parlies iuo*t interested, and in attempting
changes by law we believe government would exceed its
legitimate functions. We would urge upon cotrraclors for
marble, work the promotion of the inauuiaetnrlng inter¬
ests ot this city by releasing manufacturer* from penal¬
ties or forfeitures und to extend the time tor the comple¬
tion ol coutracis during the present strife, and we pledge
ourselves not to yield to the demands ol these combina¬
tions of employis for a change of hours or iucreased pay.Nkw Youk, May SO, IH72.
