There was not
a very full attendahce, Alter the regular routine
business of the meeting had been gone through
with. the Chairman, Mr. Grifin made & re-
port on behalf of the Executive Commitee
in relation to the stand the Union should
take in the next Presidentinl election, or rather in
relation to what it rhould do in the matter of sup-
porting Grant or Greeley.
