In the latter part of the thirteenth century l'ope
Urban IV. instituted a festival In special honor of
the Holy Eucharist, and at the Conncil of Vienna, In
1311, l'ope Clement V. appointed the second Thurs-

d ay after Pentecost for its celebration. This day,
known anion# ns as Corpus Christ!, is solemnized
all the world over with the greatest joy, and in
Catholic countries Willi the most entrancing cere¬
monies, in which the whole city or village takes an
active part.
At the Rndemptorlst church, in Third street,

where all the ceremonies of the Catholic Church
are performed with great precision and grace, Cor¬
pus Chrlstl is always a memorable festival. and, not¬
withstanding the rain, which came in torrents dur¬
ing the service, and the scarcity of flowers occa¬
sioned by "Decoration Day," was celebrated this
year with luxuriant devotion.
At ten o'clock the roll of t hi* drum announced the

arrival of a company of soldiers belonging to the
church, who marched up the broad aisle while the
band played in the gallery and the church bells
chimed deliciously, and immediately afterwards a

long procession of altar boys came from the society,
followed by the master of ceremonies and the three
priests who were to celebrate grand high mass,
which was performed as in all churches, except that

at th« consecration and benediction,at tin- command
of the captain, t in- soldiers stationed in the aisle
and about the altar, knelt, saluted and dipped the
colors.
The distinguishing feature of Corpus Chrlsti cele¬

brations is the procession, when the bles; ''>1 srn-rii-
ment is borne with all possllilo reverence and splen¬
dor through entire villages, through cit,\ streets,
resting at temporary altars put up for the purpose
along the route, and loaded with flowers, or around
the church, ba circumstances permit. Those fortu¬
nate ones who have been ..abroad" seldom fail to
be deeply impressed at the singular spectacle of
streets in gala adornments, a kneeling popuiace
devoutly praying lor Cod's blessings as the profes¬
sion passes.
on Thursday at the K< demptorHts', when the

last Gospel had been read, the priests came to the
foot of the altar, joined by other priests in copes
from the sacrist*, and knelt In adoration, while,
under the leadership of the soldiers, headed bv the
dear old stars and hrripes and u beau¬
tiful white silk flag, richly embroi¬
dered and elegantly mounted, the long
procession of men and women's societies, with ban¬
ners, lighted caudles, ribbons aud badges, Sunday
school children, the pirls with white dresses and
wreaths, altar boys in red cossocks-and white sur¬
plices, formed and marched down the bioad aisle,
tniiowed by a string of very little girls In
white, with pink sashes, carrying baskets of flowers,
which tii. .v scattered as they passed along.

DETECTIVE lAMBRECHT'S MUHDEBI
j Trial of George Luifry for Killing D<-

tfilivv linmbrcrht.Keuud Guilty of
Dlnrricr in the Srcond Decree.
'The trial of George Lavery, charged with the mur¬
der of Detective Lambrecht, was resumed yesterday
morning in the Court or Oyer and Terminer. Occu¬
pying the B-nch with Judge Ingraliam was Sir Wil¬
liam Young, Clilef Justice of Nova Scotia.
Mr. William F. llowe summed up on the prisoner's

behair, occupying nearly an hour and a half, and
I his Bpoech vus characterized by unusual force and

eloquence. lie said that the prisoner and his party
were quietly, wending their way home, when
one of them accidentally Jostled against Detective
Lnmbrecht and the two officers with him, all of
whom were dressed in citizens' clothes. The lat¬
ter, instead of act ing as conservators of the peace,
became violent, and one of them, with a police¬
man's club, knocked down one of the prisoner's
party. A general fight ensued, and it was not
proven, he claimed, that Lavery committed any-overt act until lie was seized by l.amhrecht.
lie also* insisted that the evidence disclosed that
Lambrecht discharged the contents of his pistolbetween the prisoner and his cousin. As an in-B
stance of Lambrecht's reckless temper he called
attention to his throwing his club and belt at the
prisoner alter their arrival at, the station house,
lie Insisted that there was no intention on tho part
of Lavery to take the life of Lambrecht, but that he
acted in self-defence.
Assistant District Attorney Sullivan followed in a

speech of about the same length, and characterized
by the same eloquent cogency of argument. He
denounced the prisoner and his associates as a
band of roving brawlers, aud pronounced
their attack upon the officers as not only
most ruffianly but entirely unprovoked. A dozen
assaulted three, which wu very cowardly. He
urged that nil the circumstances clearly showed a
cool and deliberate murder, and claimed that the
only verdict the Jury could render lu accordance
wiiu the evidence would be murder in the llrst de¬
gree.
The summing up concluded, a recess was taken

for half an hour, alter which Judge In¬
graliam, lu his usual clear and suc¬
cinct manner, charged the jury. He
reviewed i h » » testimony at length, and called D
attention to the contradictory character of the de- I

William 11. l'otler, of Ratavia, N. Y. After the sup¬
plication was concluded, some practical remarkK
were made by Jonathan IJevoll, of Saratoga, who
dwelt upon the text, "Ye are my friends, It ye do
whatsoever I command you."
William Thomas Willis addressed tho assem¬

blage In relation to the duty which every ono
owed to the Church.
The report of the Committee on the Union Spring

Boarding School stated that It was in a prosperous
condition. A special committee was appointed to
nominate a new committee to have charge of the
sublect tor the uext year.
The report on the Educational Fund was also ac¬

cepted.
PEACE.

The Teace Committee then presented a very long
report, ol' which the following Is a summary
There is a regular association formed of all tbe

Friends, represented by appointments from all the
different yearly meetings. During the year 1871 a
central office was established and maintained at
New Vienna, Ohio, and from this the work of the
association has been conducted by means of lec¬
tures sent forth, the publication of a paper (The
Mi'saenrjir of Jiwe), and the circulation of tracts
upon the subject. Packages of these had
been submitted to the ministers of all
the religious denominations In the United
States, making six thousand such persons
to whom they had been sent. They nad also dis¬
seminated tliera throughout the country, and had
"endeavored, as far as they were able, to till tbe
minds of the public with peaceful sentiments."
The report was signed by Kobert Lindiey Murray
as chairman ami Daniel llill, of Ohio, Secretary. It
was approved and adopted.

A long discussion then ensued as to the practical
means of collecting Church funds, in the midst of
which the meeting adjourned.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
At hair-past three o'clock the men and women

met In Joint conference to consider the subject of
the progression of the Sabbath schools. The floor
of the house was well tilled. Mary H. Thomas pre¬
sided. She opened the proceedings by reading a
passage from Jeremiah, wherein was recounted the
miracle of the falling of the walls of Jerusalem at
the sounding of the trumpet. Then falling on her
knees she prayed that there might be in that meet¬
ing no self-seeking or any other motive but love of
God.
After a short snccecdlng silence she delivered an

opening address on the great necessity of a strong
interest in the Sabbath schools. Cheerful informa¬
tion about their progress and condition was given
by Koscoe Molt, Mary Jane Weaver, Mary M. Ferris
and others. The preparation of a uniform course of
study for the schools was proposed and discussed.
The subject of mission work was then introduced.

MISSION KOR COLORED PEOPLE.
1I£ said that in New York there was to be ob¬
tained a very low view of human nature, where a
rotten existence was surrounded by the most fever¬
ish and exciting associations. Yet no city in the
world could display more of Christian benevolence
than this. The colored people were a people in
whom Friends should feel most Interested, because
they had suffered so much for them in the past.
When the war closed many persons thought
that the colored people' of the North
could emigrate to the South; but the
contrary event was taking place. The Southern
colored servants are coining here In large numbers.
The colored population of New York is now 14.000,
and it Is increasing at the rate of 1,000 a year. The
Mission established for them and superintended by
Augustus Tabor had had a very discouraging ca¬
reer, but from a little beginning had sprung an In¬
stitution which was to carry its influence to all
generations. A problem had been solved, and he
did not believe in taxing a people heavily and grind¬
ing them into the very soil to build tremendous and
magnificent churches that were closed almost all
the time ami occupied space that might be used
for mercantile purposes. The old error had ever
been that-or separating temporal affairs too much
from the spiritual. When they came to preaching
the (iospel over the counier and In all the daily and
commonplace intercourse of Ufa they should have
reached the mlllenlum. The New York Colored
Mission was like the churches of Europe, which mot.
somewhat his ideas, open during all t he hours of
the year. They had a very beautiful chapel, and
the number of their Inmates had doubled during
the year. They had made over thirteen hundred
visits In pursuance of the work to families during
the year. A meeting for worship was held on
Sunday evening, social meetings occurred during
the week, and a night sshool was prospering.

TIIK WOES OP HOUSEKEEPERS.
A free intelligence office was oue of the prlncipat

adjuncts of t lie mission. He sympathised with the
richest housekeepers of New >ork, whom he saw
every day.they were the saddest people whoever
came there. What was he reason they could not
get colored servants such as used to tie employed
for t heir life-times by the good old families t One
reason was that, the "foreign help was being given
up and native help sought for. I'ut there was a
deeper reason. A very large number ot the colored
servants arc employed In the saloons and houses of
ill fame, and they receive from $lf> to f :;o a mouth,
and from four to' five hundred are employed in the
citv. The high rates of wages form a strong temp¬
tation to them, and especially when they are just
come from the South, one great object of tbe New
York Colored Mission was to seek them out in
those places and to maintain a free intel¬
ligence otllce for them, charging the employera
only a small fee. Tills was also used as a medium to
til iiig them into the night school. They worshipped
With prayer, and sometimes there settled over
them a solemn silence, In which they knew that
Qod was there.
To reach the comprehensions of these girls upon

religious subjects it had been necessary to lirst let
them discuss such questions as the cooking or a
beefsteak or maktug a cup or coffee, irom
which they ascended to higher ones.
Hut It was a sad reflection to know
that soinc of the girls who came to the class wera
truing out to houses of cursing and of Ill-Time.
There was great need of Increased labor. There
was the (ios|>"l in all the work. It was the old, old
story, only Instead of the catechism it simply goe»
down Into their lives and lifts them np by kind
words Instead or reproaches'. The QnaKors were
the very people or all deuoiulnafions to do this
work, because they believed In the girt, or the Spirit,
which they should ever prize that It might give
them power.
El&abkth Comstock exhorted the friends to work

with all heir wight to aid the great undertaking of
this mission.
Tlic meeting then adjourned.

In the evening the church watv crowded, and an

address was delivered by Dr. John 11. Vincent,
editor of the Sofiboth Srtkool Jnurnnl, on Sabbath
teaching.
