THE TREATY-.
The British Minister and Secretary

Fish in Consultation.

THE AMENDMENTS NOT ACCEPTED.

Her Majesty's Government Dccline to Accede
to the Senate Modifications With¬

out Full Explanations.

PROBABLE FAILURE OF THE TREATY

jA Postponement of the Geneva Tribunal

j the Only Hope.
Washington, Juno 1, 1872.

The British Minister was In consultation with

Secretary Fish this afternoon until after six o'clock

respecting the probable failure of tho treaty In the
event that the British government should decline
to ratify the Senate Supplemental Treaty. It 13 un¬

derstood that Earl Granville baa informed General

Schenck, who in turn communicated it tog
Secretary Fish this evening, that Her Ma¬

jesty's government must dccllno to sign
the proposed Senate article unless explana¬
tions aro fully given as to the meaning of the
amendments to the article proposed by the British

government. As the matter is now eiilirely In the
hands of tho Senate, and as the membors of the
Committee on Foreign Relations are, with a single
exception, opposed to any change what¬

ever, Englaud must take the responsibility
of withdrawing from arbitration. Members
of the Cabinet and leading administration Senators
shure in the hopes that tho Treaty is a failure.
Great Britain is willing, however, to postpone the

matter and defer arbitration, If the United states

Is willing to further discuss the subject. This is now
under consideration. Tho President was

at his room at the Capitol to-night sign-
ling bills. While he remained In his room

I he showed the latest despatch Iroin
I Lord Granville to a number of Senators. Tliis de-

| spatclv contained nothing new, but is simply a reit-

| eratlon of the old demand for explanation. Tho

feeling now is that the British government desires
to tide the matter over tho present session of the

Senate, and so be able to carry on further negotia¬
tions with the plastic vessel known as the Secre¬

tary of State, independently of the advisory capa¬
city of the Senate.
The dotermlntlOQ not to recede any further is

still uppermost, but It is understood that a request
for time for more careful consideration of the

supplemental article has been made by the British

government. This request, if It means anything,
must mean a postponement of the Geneva

Tribunal, which should meet ou the 15th. Without
such postponement the treaty would be a failure,
in spite of all the consideration which either gov¬
ernment can give It, and no opportunity would be
afforded Mr. Fish to back down again, for It would
fall by its own terms.
